#6 The Board of Zoning Adjustment may require special treatment in
the way of design;

The size of the facility is massive and there has been no attempt by MED
Developers to adapt the facility the neighborhood.

To make matters worse, Guest Services Inc. is a company that has
no expertise running a dedicated memory care facility.
