SUMMARY ORDER

RELIEF REQUESTED. The application requests the following relief in order to permit a fast-food
restaurant use in an existing mixed-use building in the MU-3A Zone:
e Special exception from the use permissions of Subtitle U § 510.1, pursuant to Subtitle U
§ 511.1(e) and Subtitle X § 901.2

The zoning relief requested in this case was self-certified. (Exhibit 42.)

PARTIES. The parties to this case were the Applicant and Advisory Neighborhood Commission
("ANC") 3/4G, the “affected ANC” pursuant to Subtitle Y §§ 101.8 and 403.5(b) of the Zoning
Regulations (Title 11 of the DCMR, Zoning Regulations of 2016, to which all references are made
unless otherwise specified).

NOTICE OF THE APPLICATION AND PUBLIC HEARING. The Board of Zoning Adjustment (the
"Board") referred the application to the appropriate agencies and provided proper and timely
notice of the public hearing in accordance with Subtitle Y § 402.1.

ANC REPORT. The ANC’s report indicated that at a regularly scheduled, properly noticed public
meeting on January 23, 2023, at which a quorum was present, the ANC voted to support the
application. (Exhibit 65.) The ANC report included requests regarding the design, placement, and
use of the rear alley gate to address neighbor concerns about trash collection. The Applicant
testified at the Public Hearing that they, as well as the property’s landlord, were in agreement with
the ANC’s requests.

OFFICE OF PLANNING (“OP”) REPORT. OP submitted a supplemental report recommending
approval of the application. (Exhibit 63.)

! The Public Hearing was postponed multiple times from the original hearing date of November 12, 2020, due to
administrative rescheduling or at the Applicant’s request.

2 The application was amended to change the relief requested from a use variance to a special exception to permit a
fast-food restaurant following the approval of text amendment Z.C. 20-10 by the Zoning Commission in September
2020.
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OP’s earlier reports submitted on March 26, 2021 and February 25, 2022 noted that OP was unable
to make a recommendation on the requested relief. (Exhibits 28 and 47.)

DISTRICT DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“DDOT”) REPORT. DDOT submitted a report
indicating that it had no objection to the application because it concluded that the relief would not
result in any adverse impacts to the District’s transportation network. (Exhibit 29.)

CONCLUSIONS

Pursuant to Subtitle Y § 604.3, the order of the Board may be in summary form where granting an
application when there was no party in opposition. As a summary order, it does not constitute
binding legal precedent on the Board and shall not be considered by the Board in evaluating future
applications.

Based upon the record before the Board, and having given great weight to the appropriate reports
and recommendations filed in this case, the Board concludes that the Applicant has met the burden
of proof that the requested special exception relief can be granted because:
e [t is in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the Zoning Regulations and Map;
e [t will not tend to affect adversely the use of neighboring property; and
e Pursuant to Subtitle X § 901.2(c), the relief satisfies the specified conditions for special
exception relief.

DECISION

Based on the case record and the testimony at the hearing, the Board concludes that the applicant
has satisfied the burden of proof for the requested relief and therefore APPROVES the following
relief:
¢ Special exception from the use permissions of Subtitle U § 510.1, pursuant to Subtitle U
§ 511.1(e) and Subtitle X § 901.2

Subject to the following CONDITION:

1. The project shall be constructed in accordance with the plans submitted as Exhibits 8A1,
8A2 in the record,’ as required by Subtitle Y §§ 604.9 and 604.10.

3 Self-Certification. The zoning relief requested in this case was self-certified, pursuant to Subtitle Y § 300.6. In
granting the requested self-certified relief subject to the plans submitted with the Application, the Board makes no
finding that the requested relief is either necessary or sufficient to authorize the proposed construction project
described in the Application and depicted on the approved plans.
