GROUNDS IN SUPPORT 

 

The applicant, Azanach Haile, respectfully requests approval on the following grounds: 
• Alley width (10 ft) is a pre-existing physical constraint of this unique alley tax lot — not a 

self-created hardship — satisfying the Area Variance standard. 
• Zero side yard on the north lot is consistent with RF-1 rowhome construction norms and will 

not materially affect adjacent properties; all fire-separation codes will be met. 
• Residential alley use adds two modest infill units to DC's housing supply on a currently 

vacant parcel, consistent with the DC Comprehensive Plan and the spirit of the RF-1 zone.
