On August 29, 2012, the Office of Zoning received an application from CG Marketplace, LLC
(the "Applicant™). The Applicant submitted revised application materials on February 4, 2013.
The Applicant is requesting approval of a consolidated PUD and related zoning map amendment
from the R-2 and R-5-A Zone Districts to the C-2-A Zone District for Square 5276, Lots 812,
813, and 23-121; Square 5272, Lot 51; Square 5273, Lot 67; Square 5277, Lots 22-33 and 805;
and Square 5246, Lot 110.

The Office of Planning submitted a report on March 29, 2013. At its April 8, 2013 public
meeting, the Zoning Commission voted to set the application down for a public hearing.

The Applicant provided its prehearing statement on April 10, 2013.

The property that is the subject of this application is located in northeast Washington along the
north frontage of East Capitol Street and is divided east-west by 58" Street, N.E. The property
has a combined total land area of approximately 521,734 square feet or 11.9 acres. The property
is located in Ward 7 and within the boundaries of Advisory Neighborhood Commission (“ANC”)
7C and is directly across East Capitol Street from ANC 7E.

The proposed project is a mixed-use development that includes approximately 190,213 square
feet of gross floor area devoted to commercial uses, and approximately 298,316 square feet of
gross floor area devoted to 288 residential units (plus or minus 10%). The project will have
building heights ranging from approximately 32 to 72 feet, and an overall density of 1.05 FAR.

This public hearing will be conducted in accordance with the contested case provisions of the
Zoning Regulations 11 DCMR, § 3022.

Except for the affected ANC, any person who desires to participate as a party in this case must
clearly demonstrate that the person’s interests would likely be more significantly, distinctly, or
uniquely affected by the proposed zoning action than other persons in the general public.
Persons seeking party status shall file with the Commission, not less than 14 days prior to the
date set for the hearing, a Form 140 — Party Status Application, a copy of which may be
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downloaded from the Office of Zoning’s website at: http://dcoz.dc.gov/services/app.shtm.
This form may also be obtained from the Office of Zoning at the address stated below.

Written statements, in lieu of personal appearances or oral presentations, may be submitted for
inclusions in the record.

If an affected Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC), pursuant to 11 DCMR 3012.5,
intends to participate at the hearing, the ANC shall also submit the information cited in
§ 3012.5 (a) through (i). The written report of the ANC shall be filed no later than seven
(7) days before the date of the hearing.

The following maximum time limits for oral testimony shall be adhered to and no time may be
ceded:

1. Applicant and parties in support 60 minutes collectively
2. Parties in opposition 60 minutes collectively
3. Organizations 5 minutes each
4. Individuals 3 minutes each

Pursuant to § 3020.3, the Commission may increase or decrease the time allowed above, in
which case, the presiding officer shall ensure reasonable balance in the allocation of time
between proponents and opponents.
