The proposed development, which includes retail, restaurant and residential uses, is a
critical step in implementing the overall Capitol Gateway Estates development. We have worked
very hard with the Applicant over the course many years and many meetings, and the project
components reflect community desires for new, high-quality sit-down restaurant, and retail uses
in Ward 7, and for the proposed Wal-Mart which will include a grocery component that will
include fresh produce.

We believe that the use and design of
the proposed development will help to achieve these goals, and will help to bring new vitality to
what is currently a vacant site. Therefore, we respectfully request that the Zoning Commission
Conditionally approve this application with the condition that the Residential Units be returned
to their original Market Rate applicant submission.
