The property that 1s the subject of this application 1s known as Parcel 2 (“Parcel 2” or “Subject Property”™) of the
planned redevelopment of the former McMillan Reservorr Slow Sand Filtration Site located at 2501 Furst Street,
NW (the “PUD Site”) The PUD Site contains approximately 1,075,356 square feet (24 69 acres),=and 1s

“unzoned” to C-3-C/CR The Subject Property 1s part of the approved first-stage PUD and 1s zoned CR

Parcel 2°will be improved with an approximately 83-foot, seven-story building consisting of approximately 236
dwelling umits and 241,216 square feet of gross floor area At the ground-level, the building will contain
approximately 18,772 square feet of retail and service uses, with the remaining 222,444 square feet of the
buildihg devoted-to.residential use The.building' will have-a“FAR- of 3 62 (ani effecive FAR, of 5 01 when' the
private streets are exclhided from the calculation), a maximum lot occupancy of 61% (an effective lot occupancy
of 84% when the private streets are excluded from the calculation), and provide a total of 222 below-grade
parking spaces (67 retail and 155 residential) and 87 bike parking spaces (8 retail and 79 residential)
