At a regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on November 8, 20182, our
Commission voted 6-0 (with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to support the
Applicant's request pursuant to 11 DCMR Subtitle X, Chapter 9, for a special exception
from the penthouse requirements for an existing building in the RF-1 Zone.

The design has taken measures to ensure that the addition is in the character of the
neighborhood and it will not disrupt the privacy, air and light of neighbors. The owner
has proven that the special exception criteria have been met through submission of
architectural elevations and a shade study. The ANC believes that this development will
not substantially visually intrude upon the character, scale, and pattern of houses in the
neighborhood.
