Application of Vitis Investments LLC, pursuant to 11 DCMR Subtitle X, Chapter 9, for a special
exception under the residential conversion requirements of Subtitle U 8 320.2, and pursuant to Subtitle
X, Chapter 10, for variances from the residential conversion requirements of Subtitle U § 320.2(d), and
from the limit on number of stories under Subtitle E § 303.1, to convert an existing detached principal
dwelling unit to an 11-unit apartment house in the RF-1 Zone at premises 421 T Street, N.W. (Square
3090, Lots 804, 805, and 807).

WHY YOU ARE RECEIVING THIS NOTICE

An Applicant within 200 feet of your property is seeking zoning relief for a project or use that is not
allowed as a matter of right for the zoning district. You should have already received an official notice
regarding the application’s original hearing date per the Zoning Regulations of the District of Columbia.
