The applicant has up to 60
mnutes. | think this record is conplete that we wll need
nowhere near 60 m nutes. Maybe we do introductions and hit
a highlight, and I think that will do it for this case. CQur
organi zations have five mnutes and individuals, three
m nut es.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Okay, at this tinme, the Comm ssion
will consider any prelimnary matters. M. Hanousek, do we

have any prelimnary matters?
M5. HANOUSEK: There are no prelimnary matters.

CHAI RMAN HOQD: kay, with that, I will turn it
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over to you, M. Tummonds.

MR TUMMONDS: Thank you, M. Chairman, Paul

Tummonds with the law firm of Goulston & Storrs. As you
menti oned, we have, | think, a pretty sinple case here. W
are going to just have one wtness, M. Bell, our urban

pl anner, to walk through the proposed anendnents, this
proposed zoni ng map anendnent.

Thi s case has t he support of OP, DDOI, and ANC 5A.
Wth that, M. Bell?

MR, BELL: As noted in our initial statenent and
inthe Ofice of Planning report, this property is designated
for mxed use, mnmedium density residential and noderate
density comercial on the future land use map of the
conpr ehensi ve plan which you can see here.

Currently, there is no underlying zoning for the
property given the federal ownershinp. Therefore, we are
proposing to rezone the property to a MJ5-B zoning district.
So you can see the limtations and the constraints of that
zone here with the FLUM

To give a sense of the appropriateness of this,
this district, this zone wll be |ocated between sone
institutions |ike the Washington Hospital Center, Trinity
WAashi ngton University, Catholic University, and a very cl ose
proximty to the Brookland Metro Station. You can see the

wal ki ng di stances there.
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This is a sketch we made showi ng one possible
outcone of this rezoning. This wll enable us to put
commer ci al uses such as hospitality uses which wll serve the
university and the hotel, retail uses, and residential uses
inaway that wll in-fill this area and bring sone vitality
to what is currently parking lots, and serve the community
by bringing retail and bringing the opportunity to serve
peopl e who are visiting these institutions via hospitality
uses.

So we believe the MJ5-B is totally appropriate
here and will allowfor sonme very significant new devel opnent
that will serve the conmunity.

MR. TUMMONDS: That's all we have. W're hereto
answer any questions.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Thank you. Any questions up here?
M. Turnbul I ?

COWMWM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Thank you, M. Chair. M.
Tummonds, but the property has been transferred from the
federal governnent to the city, right?

MR, TUMMONDS: Jurisdictional authority has been
transferred.

COWM SSI ONER TURNBULL:  Ckay.

MR, TUWONDS: Title to the property still exists

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: And it still is?

MR TUMMONDS: - and is still on the fence, yes.

COWMWM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Ckay, all right, thank
you.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Any ot her questions? Vice Chair?

VICE CHAIR MLLER So is this the case where we
had a PUD previously approved and is that PUD expired now?

MR, TUMMVONDS: So there was a consolidated PUD
along the front, along M chigan Ave. That is expired. There
was a first stage PUD that expires at the end of this year.
We are going to let that expire, and then this MJ5-B zoni ng
wi || guide future devel opnent of the property.

VICE CHAIR M LLER: Okay, well, hopefully this map
anendnment will finally facilitate the devel opnent of this
property. So | know, and it seens like a nuch, well, at
| east at this point in today's world, it seens |ike a much
nore realistic mx of uses, so hopefully it will facilitate
that m xed use devel opnent.

And t he federal governnent is supportive? | know
at one point there was a snag, but they are supportive of
this going forward? There's no further federal approvals
that are needed other than NCPC s comments on the map
amendnent ?

MR. TUMMONDS: So, yeah, throughout the PUD case,
t here was the concern about the SVMDA wi th GSA and whet her or

not residential uses would be permtted based on the
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authority transferring the property from the federa
governnent to the District.

That is still ongoing, but what this zoning map
anendnent allows us to do, it allows us to nove forward first
wth a hotel, which GSA never had a problemw th, and then
It allows us in the future phases of developnent to have
residential in future phases.

By that tinme, we are hopeful that this issue wll
be disposed of. At the end of the day, the issue is, it's
not really a zoning issue or a planning issue. It's atitle
issue in that it was - there was this transfer of ownership
and they said the transfer of ownership is to allow a hotel,
conference center, and other ancillary and incidental uses.

| think the devel opnent team certainly thought

t hat having residential would fit that. For whatever reason,

we're still working through that and we hope to be able to
have that issue addressed well in advance of - we're going
to need to have that addressed well in advance of any
proposal for residential on this site.

VICE CHAIR MLLER: And | certainly think the map
amendnent is consistent or not inconsistent wth the

designation for the | and use designation there, but what -
and we're not really |ooking at the proposals, but they are
presented in what we have before us, the alternatives, and

it's a lot nore residential units than was previously, and

those residential units will be subject to the inclusionary
zoning, and do you know if condomnium or rental is
cont enpl at ed?

VMR, TUMMONDS: | nean, we are.

VICE CHAIR M LLER  You are?

MR TUMMONDS: Yeah, they'll be subject to 1Z
absolutely at this point.

VICE CHAIR M LLER Ckay, all right, thank you
very nuch for your information

CHAI RVAN HOOD: M. Tummonds, how many tines has

t he Zoning Conm ssion seen this partial infringed parking

lot? | think, I want to say at least this - | don't have any
problems with this. |I'mready to nove this forward, but it
seens like this is about the fifth time, | think, |'ve seen
it.

MR,  TUMMONDS: | think that's true, and M.

Mari ani, a fornmer chairman of the Zoni ng Conm ssion is here.
He's been dealing with this property, he said, since 1990.

CHAI RMVAN HOOD:  Ckay.

MR, TUVMONDS: So not just your Zoni ng Conmi ssi on,
t he current Zoni ng Comm ssion has seen it, but even previous
i terations.

CHAI RMVAN HOOD:  Ckay.

MR, TUMMONDS: And | think the benefit of this map

anmendnent is that we really think this is going to allowthe
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devel opnent on this site to nove forward.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: Ckay, because | renmenber
specifically the last tine we dealt withthis, | specifically
said, "Hopefully it gets done this tine," so | wll repeat

what | said previously. Hopefully it wll get done this
tinme.

Let's go to the
O fice of Planning, Ms. Thonas?
