CHAI RVAN HOOD: Ckay, we're ready to get started.
Good evening, | adies and gentlenen. This is a public hearing
of the Zoning Conmmission for the District of Colunbia.
Today's date is July 12, 2018. My nane is Anthony Hood.
We're located in the Jerrily R Kress Menorial Hearing Room

Joining nme this evening are Vice Chair Mller
Comm ssi oner Turnbul |, Conm ssi oner Shapiro, and Comm ssi oner
May. We're also joined by the Ofice of Zoning staff, M.
Donna Hanousek, as well as the Ofice of Planning staff M.
Lawson and M. Jesick, and the District Departnment of
Transportation, M. Zi nmerman.

This proceeding is being recorded by a court
reporter and is al so webcast |ive. Accordingly, we nust ask
you to refrain from any disruptive noise or actions in the
heari ng room including the display of any signs of objects.
Excuse ne.

Notice of today's hearing was published in the DC
Regi ster, and copies of that announcenent are available to
ny left on the wall near the door.

The hearing will be conducted in the course of
provi sions of 11 BCVR, Chapter 4 as foll ows. Prelimnary
matters, the applicant's case, report of the Ofice of

Pl anni ng, report of the other governnent agencies, report of
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5

the Advisory Neighborhood Comm ssion, organizations and
persons and in support, organizations and persons in
opposition, rebuttal, and closing by the applicant.

The following tine constraints will be mai ntai ned.
This neeting, Applicant has up to 60 m nutes, but we believe
you can do this in 15 or 20 m nutes. Organi zations five
m nutes, individuals three m nutes.

Again, all persons wishing to testify before the
Commi ssion in this evening's hearing are asked to register
at the wtness kiosk to ny left and fill out two w tness
car ds.

The deci sion of the Commi ssion in this case nust
be based exclusively on the public record, and to avoid any
appearance to the contrary, the Comm ssion requests that
persons present not engage the nmenbers of the Conm ssion in
conversation during any recess or at any tine.

The staff will be avail abl e t hroughout t he heari ng
to discuss procedural questions. Please turn off all
el ectronic devices at this time so as not to disrupt these
proceedi ngs.

Wuld all individuals wishing to testify pl ease
rise to take your oath. Ms. Hanousek, would you please
adm ni ster the oath.

M5. HANOUSEK: Do you hereby swear or affirmthat

be the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth?

M5. HANOUSEK: Thank you, be seated.

CHAI RVAN  HOCD: Ckay. At this tinme, the
Comm ssion wll consider any prelimnary nmatters. Does the
staff have any prelimnary matters?

MS. HANOUSEK: Yes, sSir. First, to tee up the
case, Catholic University is before you with a request to
anend t he 2012- 2027 canpus plan and for a further processing
of the plan at Square 3671, Lot 3.

At the June 4 hearing, the Conm ssion asked the
applicant to provide a further explanation of why it did not
conply with several TDM conditions to submt a view of the
parking lot fromthe street, to confirmthat there will be
no negative inpact on the neighborhood, and to nodify the
public hearing notice to spell out all the relief requested.

The applicant submtted its response at Exhibit
32 to 32C. A new public hearing notice was distributed, and
the property was re-posted on June 7.

W have as a prelimnary matter two proffered
experts, Paul Wese from the Smth Goup is a |andscape
architect, and the resune you'll find at Exhibit 18A. And
Dan Lovas, a traffic engi neer who was previously accepted in
Case 1201.

But before the Conm ssion continues to hear the
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7

case, we have a prelimnary matter carried over fromthe June
4 hearing. The applicant requested a waiver from the
requi renent to submt a supplenental TDM and parki ng study
to DDOT 45 days prior to submtting any further processing.
The Comm ssion did not act on the waiver request, and staff
asks how it w shes to proceed with that.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Ckay. Thank you, M. Hanousek.
| believe, colleagues, as M. Hanousek just nentioned, |
woul d deal with the expert witnesses second. Let's deal with
this i ssue about the granting of the waiver. And |'mtrying
to capture it as | recall it.

As you know, we put some regulations in place
before you go to further processing that there are sone
t hi ngs that, you know, conditions, and not just this case but
every case. And we did that for a reason, they need to be
fl avored and correctly done, and there are sone neasures t hat
need to take place before you ask to conme in front of the
Commi ssion for further processing.

As nmentioned, Condition No. 13 in this particul ar
case, that Catholic University was not follow ng, we heard
testinmony that the applicant is, and | believe DDOT agrees,
that they said they didn't have to do it. But regardl ess of
all that, there should have been sonething that triggered
t hat even before they came for this further processing.

So nmy recomendation is that any out of
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conpliance, actually I think would fall in the jurisdiction
of the Zoning Adm nistrator. |'"'m going to ask that the
Ofice of Zoning would strongly encourage the Zoning
Adm nistrator, which | think thisis in his purview, strongly
encourage him to serve sone kind of infraction for not

follow ng the rules that we have.

Now, |I'm not going to say what the anount is or
what they should do or anything. But |I'll |eave that up to
his discretion. But | would like for him to at |east

consi der or serve sone kind of infraction for not follow ng
our rule.

The other thing is | would recommend strongly to
the Commi ssion, as |'ve stated in ny conversation, is that
we do not consider this waiver at all. W just |leave it and
| eave it up to the ZA

Sol'll openit up for any comments. Conmm ssioner
May.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: | woul d agree with t he Chai r man.
| don't need to say nuch nore than that. Thank you.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  Any ot her comments?

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Il will concur with, |
concur as well, M. Chairnan.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  All right. Anybody else? So |
guess we would just leave it that we woul d not consider. |

woul d nove that we not consider this waiver request, and that
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we strongly encourage the Zoning Adm nistrator, who has
authority to carry out our rules, | strongly encourage him
to look at sone type of infraction. But we | eave that
discretion up to him And | ask for a second.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Second.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: It's been noved and properly
seconded. Any further discussion? Al in favor, aye.

(Chorus of aye.)

CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Any opposition? Staff, woul d you
record the vote.

M5. HANOUSEK: Upon the notion of Chairnman Hood,
as seconded by Commissioner My, the Zoning Conm ssion
approved a notion not to consider the waiver request by a
vote of 5-0-0, Hood, MIler, Shapiro, My, and Turnbull to
approve not to consider the waiver request.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Ckay, and let nme just make sure
| make it explicit that we believe that the violation of the
conditions are outside of our authority, and that's why we're
shifting to the ZA. And we nmake sure that the Ofice, M.
Hanousek, sends a letter that we strongly encourage himto
find sone type of infraction. Ckay?

MS. HANOUSEK: Yes, sir.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  All right. Al right, nowlet's
nove with the case. W have one person, | believe, that has

not been an expert witness, and this is M. Paul Wese. Am
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| pronouncing that right?
MR, WESE: Wese.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: Ch, Paul Wese, okay. When |

| ooked at it, | said M. Wese is a | andscape architect. H's
resune is in Exhibit 18A Any obj ections? Ckay, no
objections. W will put M. Wese in our book as an expert

I n | andscape architecture.

And M. Lovas, is it Lovas? Lovas, M. Lovas,
we've already accepted him previously, and | believe, M.
Roddy, that's it, right? GCkay, all right, anything else?

MS. HANOUSEK: No, sir.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: kay, Ms. Roddy, you all nmay
begi n.

V5. RODDY: Thank you. Christine Roddy wth
Goul ston Storrs and for Land Use Counsel for the University.

W' re happy to be here this evening to present an
application for further processing approval in amendnent to
the canpus plan for inprovenents on Catholic University's
north canpus.

Catholic University is proposing a surface parking

| ot and service building, both of which will serve its newy

renovated athletic field. The parking lot will include 144
surface parking spaces, the mgjority of which will utilize
pervi ous paving. And the proposed service building wll

consist primarily of restroomfacilities.
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The application before you requires a nodest
nodi fication to the canpus plan in two regards. It requires
a nodification to allow the surface parking lot in that
| ocation, and during the canpus planning process that was
initially contenplated to be a practice field.

And it also requires, and actually, if you | ook
at the on the slide we'll show where the initial service
bui I ding was antici pated to be |ocated. It was supposed to
be in the mddle of the north canpus, and we are shifting
that to the north end of the north canpus. And so that's the
second nodification of the approved canpus plan.

And we noted i n our supplenental filing that there

have been sonme changes since our initial filing. 1'Il run
t hrough them quickly here. They are noted in the record
al r eady. W have renoved the dining facility from this
application. The University intends to file a separate

application for that later this year

The second change is that we have, we are no
| onger proposing to relocate the gate on Bates Road. And
that has conme about upon discussions wth DDOT. The
Uni versity has al so added a request for screening relief for
the surface parking area. W have detailed the satisfaction
of the standard in our subm ssion.

And then finally, we have spent a considerable

anount of time wth DDOI and OAG and revising the
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conditions. And so we appreciate all the tinme that has been
spent on that. W are happy to say that there is consensus
on the |anguage of the conditions while we're here this
eveni ng.

And 1'd like to note that by and |arge, the
nodi fied conditions are nuch nore stringent than they were
during the approved canpus pl an process.

So per the Conm ssion's direction after the | ast
nmeeting, we did circle back wwth the community. W worked
with the Ofice of Zoning as well as OAGto revise the notice
that was sent out to the comunity. It went out to all
nei ghbors within 200 feet of the entire canpus, not just the
north canpus.

And we al so reached out directly to the ANCs. The
University is located within the ANC 5A. W not only reached
out to them we presented at their June neeting. They voted
agai n i n unani nous support of the application.

We also sent notices to ANCs 5B and 5E, which
border on the University, and we received positive feedback
from5E. W did not receive feedback from 5B.

And with that, we have three witnesses this
evening. W have Rob Specter, who is a Vice President for
Fi nance and Treasurer at the University. W have Paul W ese,
as you know, as a | andscape architect. And we have Dan Lovas

as the Traffic Engi neer.

So wth that, I will turn to M. Specter first.

MR, SPECTER: Good evening, Chairman Hood and
Comm ssi oners. My nane is Rob Specter, | serve as Vice
President for Finance and Treasurer of the Catholic
Uni versity of Anerica. Thank you for the opportunity to
present to you on behalf of the University this evening.

We are presenting our Carlini Field inprovenents
proj ect, which consists of three elenents. First, a newturf
athletic field that is part of the 2012 master plan. Second,
a service building to provide code-required restroons and
concessions, also part of the 2012 plan, but noved slightly
to the north to better support the field.

And third, a parking facility on the portion of
the site that was originally approved as a second turf field
in the 2012 pl an.

I'd like to addr ess W th you very
straightforwardly an issue that cane up repeatedly during
your June 4 neeting, the commtnent of the University to
resol ve its outstanding obligations fromthe 2012 master pl an
process.

The 2012 master plan requires the University to
achieve a litany of transportation demand nmanagenent and
ot her neasures on a schedule that the University has fail ed
to neet.

Among ny reasons for being here this evening is,
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are to acknow edge that, first, we did not live up to your
expectations for these obligations. And second, we didn't
meet our own goals for inplenenting the plan and the
requi renents that cone with that plan.

Why did this happen? Shortly after conpl etion of
the plan, the University focused its attention on areas ot her
than capital inprovenent. And sinultaneously, we experienced
significant turnover in the planning, architectural and
engi neering, and facilities devel opnent areas of our staff,
the very persons who are charged with the day-to-day
responsibilities associated with inplenenting the naster
pl an.

Begi nning at about the sane tinme and continuing
even through last year, the President of the University
br ought about significant turnover in our senior |eadershinp,
wi th changes in five vice-presidential-|evel |eaders our of
Si X.

Further, we reorgani zed our entire corporate Board
of Trustees, strengthening our governance structure and
preparing ourselves for a capital fundraising canpaign, a
portion of the proceeds of which will be to transform the
physi cal canpus through capital projects such as the Carlin
Field i nprovenents project before you this evening.

Now our Leadership Teamis noving our university

forward together. W have stabilized our facilities staff
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and added to it. | amrelatively new to the canpus now at
two and a half years in ny role, and our new University
Architect and Chief Facilities Oficer wll join the
Uni versity at the end of this nonth.

We under st and our obligations associated with the
pl an. W will renain focused on their resolution, and we
will neet themin the revised tineline that we agreed to with
DDOT. That is ny principal nmessage to you this evening.

Wththat, '"dliketoturnit over to Paul W ese,
Architect fromthe Smth Goup, who will review the details
of the parking area and the building. Thank you.

MR. WESE: Good evening, Conm ssioners. | just
want to start out the conversation to | et you know that this
siteis particularly unique in terns of grading. The fields
are actually about 30 feet in elevation higher than the
fields to the south. And the parking area is about 12 feet
hi gher in elevation than the adjacent field.

So why we opted to provide for parking in this
| ocation is because there's not an accessible rout currently
to get to those fields. So by providing parking and the
associ at ed handi cap par ki ng, we can now provi de an accessi bl e
way for our visitors to get to the conplex. So we've got a
uni que gradi ng condition that we're dealing wth.

So the parking area al so accommpdates a drop-off

area adjacent to the building, because we expect to be
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bringing a lot of our visitors to the site via shuttle bus,
because parking is, the other closest parking is over at
DuFour .

And we also want to nmake sure that we're
accommodating energency vehicle access and nmaintenance
vehi cl e access in this parking area.

As Christine nentioned, all of the parking bays
are planned to be perneabl e paving. W added sone perneabl e
pavi ng based upon sone comments that we heard. The one
parking area that is not shown as perneabl e paving is al ong
t he west side.

And based upon the soils information that we
gat hered during the testing phase, the soil conditions there
didn't provi de any benefit to goi ng to perneabl e pavi ng al ong
the west side. But all the other parking areas are
per neabl e.

The drive aisles are asphalt. And we are
provi di ng t he necessary |lighting throughout the parking area.
"Il talk a little bit nore about lighting in a second.

From a | andscape perspective, we are neeting the
| andscape ordi nance in terns of the amount of | andscape, ten
percent of the lot will be | andscaped between the i sl ands and
the areas adjacent tothe lot. W're neeting the tree count
requirenent.

And regarding screening, we're neeting the
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screening on the west froma retaining wall. Again, dealing
with that grade condition that we have.

On the south, we have added evergreen shrubs, and
there's two openings on the south, and that's for, to access
a wal k and to access a | evel area where pregane and postgane
activities wll take place. Oherwise it will be screened
fromthe south.

On the north and on the east i s where we're aski ng
for a special exception. And we have the next slide
I ndi cates sone images that were taken fromBates. Actually
the top imge on the screen is looking from the practice
field to the north.

The site, what isn't practice field or gane field
right now is all heavily wooded. And so we're going to
mai ntain as many of those trees as we possibly can. And
al ong Bates you can see how heavily wooded it is fromthe
practice field | ooking north.

And then the inage below that is an inmage from
Bat es | ooking towards the property, |looking to the south.
So that vegetation will renain.

We also have a condition where there wll Dbe,
because we're trying to save all that vegetation, we would
not be altering any grades in that area. So there's already
a berm between Bates and the parking area that al so provi des

some additional screening.
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And then lastly, the parking is over 80 feet set
back fromBates. So that's, we're just asking for, because
of the topography, the existing vegetation, and t he set back,
we' re asking for a special exception fromthe -- we feel it's
still going to be screened, but it's not the exact screening

that's asked for in the ordi nance.

On the east side, we have our drop-off, and then
we have our service building that ['Il talk about in a
second, and that's where, | nean that's the purpose of the
parking, is to, for people to then enter the site to the
east . So we were asking for an exception to not have
screeni ng, because that's where we want people to go once

they park to access the facility.

The service building itself, and there on the
i mage you can see again sonme of the topography that we are
dealing with, but the service building will be at the sane
el evation as parking. And the service building primarily
contains restroonms for the visitors and spectators and
pl ayers.

There will also be a concession area that wll
serve prepackaged food, and it wll also double as a
ticketing area. And then we have a snmall nultipurpose room
for staff when there's activities taking place. And then
there's a mechani cal room But it's primarily a restroom

buil ding for the visitors and the teans.
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The materials for the architecture, it's a,
generally it's a nodern aesthetic, as you can see in that
| mage. And we tried to nmake the structure as durable as
possible, so it's an all-masonry building. | have sanples
here in front of ne of the masonry units. W have sone

snooth face, sone split face.

The school colors are red, so there's an accent
wall that will have a glazed brick onit, | have a sanple of
that. And then the trinms painted in grey and red. All the

glass will be clear on the building.

The building will sit in a entirely, an area
that's entirely enconpassi ng perneable pavers as well. W
were asked to consider solar panels or a green roof. And
Catholic has the largest solar array of any institution in
the District.

And so the school is commtted to alternative
energy. We |looked at that for this building. And given the
setbacks required to maintain either a green roof or the
solar panels, and just the limted square footage, we also
have sone roof drains and sone roof penetrations.

It just did not, it just wasn't practical, given
the size of the structure, for us to introduce solar or a
green roof. But we did go with a reflective surface on the
roof to just address the heat island effect.

And then lastly the lighting. Al of the lighting
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inthe facility is LED. They are all cutoff fixtures. And
so with the LED fixtures, we get a very direct angle,
vertically down. So the fixtures are not shielded, but
they're, operate nmuch the sane way because of the LED | anps
that we're using throughout the conpl ex.

MR LOVAS: My nane's Dan Lovas with VHB, |'m a
transportation engineer, and 1'lIl go over sone of the
findings of the transportation eval uation.

The site has been descri bed, includes parking | ot
accessi bl e fromBat es Road, NE, accessi bl e via John McCorm ck
Drive. Because of the gate | ocated on Bates Road, the only
path of access to the site is via John McCormack Drive, the
same route that drivers use to get to the DuFour Center
currently.

Qur evaluation of the site entrance, which wll
replace two existing field access points, is that it's
adequate from a site distance perspective, and that site
| ines are appropriate for drivers to view turning vehicles
or pedestrians or bicyclists in the area.

The canmpus master plan approved in 2012 had a
requi rement to maintain a maxi mum of 1920 parki ng spaces on
t he canpus, canpus-w de. This project includes 144 new
par ki ng spaces in the north canmpus area.

Si mul t aneous with this process, the University has

cl osed access to the Pangborn Lot, which is |ocated on the
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sout hern portion of the canpus, which contains 172 parking
spaces i n excess of the anount included in this application.

So the applicationincludes areductionin overall
parking for the canpus. Utimtely, when the north canpus
parking is constructed, the canmpus will naintain a parking
capacity of 1892 spaces, so a reduction from the 1920
originally required, or the maxi mumcited i n the master pl an.

Utimtely, the canpus naster plan and the
University is nmoving forward toward further parking
reductions on canpus, as central parking in the University
is renoved to be used and put to better purposes. So the
overall trajectory for the University is parking reduction
i n general .

We col | ect ed conmrut er or revi ewed commut er par ki ng
or conmuter travel pattern and node data as part of the
transportation eval uation. That data suggests that there are
sonme, has been sone i nprovenent in certain alternative nodes,
i ncl udi ng use of bus and bi ke and wal ki ng.

However, the single occupant vehicle node has
remai ned essenti al |y unchanged si nce t he 2012 naster plan was
approved. And there has been sone reduction in use of subway
ridership to the canpus in terns of that node.

However, that may be influenced based on the data
collection period, by the SafeTrack Program And there are

some data elenents, including use of the transit subsidy
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programt hrough smart benefits at the University that suggest
transit use has actually increased nodestly relative to the
conmut er popul ati on or the canpus popul ati on.

The University has also enacted parking fee
I ncreases annually in excess of the requirenent in the 2012
mast er pl an.

The University is proposing, or has acconplished
a nunber of the TDM neasures included in the original master
pl an requirenents. You can see those |listed here.

They i ncl ude conti nuati on of transit subsidies for
enpl oyees and tax deduction benefits. The prohibition of
freshmren and as well as sophonore parking on canpus.
Instal lati on of 137 bicycle racks. Sustainability neasures
i ncluding a | arge sol ar panel array above one of the parking
| ots and phasing our faculty and staff parking over tine
since the master plan period.

Additionally, this application includes, through
coordi nation with DDOT, a proposal for a nunber of additi onal
or continued TDM neasures, which include things Ilike
provi ding a dedi cated TDM pl an coordinator in the Ofice of
Parking and Transportation for the University who wll
oversee the inplenentation of the TDM program | ssui ng
carpool permts through a priority system Instal ling
addi tional bicycle racks and spaces on canpus, and then

installation of the Captial BikeShare station on canpus as
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wel | .

This is a broad overview of a nunber of the
measures. There were sone additional ones as well in the
conditions, but thisis in general an indication of the types
of nmeasures that the University is commtted to providing
through this application. And that concludes ny portion.

M5. RCODDY: That concludes the presentation, and
we're happy to answer any questions that you have.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: Ckay, thank you for your
presentation. Let's see if we have any questions or follow
up comments. M. My.

COMM SSI ONER  MAY: So this is actually under
construction now, right, the parking lot? No? Sonething' s
going on in that spot. There's earth being noved? You need
to be on a mcrophone if you're going to answer a questi on,
or sonebody on the m crophone shoul d answer the question.

MR, SPECTER. W are noving earth. W' re grading,
but we have not begun any construction of the paving or the
bui | di ng.

COW SSI ONER  MAY: kay, well that's under
construction, but howd you get a permt to start noving
earth if you don't have approval from us for further
processing? |s that possible? | don't even know, |'mjust
curi ous.

V5. RODDY: | think for the grading work that
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they're able to nove forward with that. They aren't able to
start the surface parking lot, and obviously any verti cal
construction would not be permtted.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. | just, | nean, happened
to be out there because, you know, the transfer station's
there. The District citizens use the transfer station all
the tine, like ne, so. | was just curious about that.

M5,  RODDY: I would just clarify also that the
field constructionis also what's going on. That's primarily
what you may have seen.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  No, no.

MS. RODDY: (kay.

COWMM SSI ONER MAY: The access point is up at that
driveway entrance there, way up Bates Road, so. | don't
think I have any other questions, thank you.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Ckay. M. Shapiro.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. Just
a question about the, a coment that you made related to the
existing tree coverage. And |I think, M. Wese, you said
t hat your expectation is that you wouldn't be renoving any
nore trees than are necessary.

| just wanted some clarification around that. |If
| understanding of it is, you said a 60-foot setback off of
Bat es, 60, 80 foot setback?

MR WESE: |It's about 80 feet fromBates to the
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proposed par ki ng.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO And then the road, that
service entrance is existing, soyou're not, there's notrees
t hat are com ng down because of that, right. So is there any
reason to take down any trees? I'mjust trying to get an
under st andi ng of why the tree covers woul d have to be reduced
at all.

MR WESE: Wll, per the planning to, there is
sone, and | can't, | think it mght be even in the teens or
so that trees that m ght be inpacted by the parking. W're
trying to fit the field that is there nowis not of the size
recommended by t he NCAA.

So there are sone trees planned to cone down, but
we're absolutely trying to keep it to, you know, a m ni num
But because of trying to neet the rules of NCAA, there are
some planned over by the field area. And the drive that's
currently off of Bates is just a single width drive.

The plan is for a two-way drive, so | believe
there's a couple trees in that area. But we've got an
arborist on the team and we're evaluating all those. But
there are a few trees planned to cone down.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO So what's before us is the
| andscape plan that's before us reflects what you just said.
It reflects the widening of the road, it reflects the trees

that may need to conme away, that conme away because of the
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extension of the field. O is that in addition to what we
see before us?

MR W ESE: No, that's what's reflected before
you.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay. And just related to
solar, | appreciate what you said about the building, that
makes sense. Did you consider, what's the Iot, the O Boyle
Lot, that has solar carports, | assune? D d you consider
that for this parking lot? Have you, wll you?

MR W ESE: No, we did not consider covered
parking in this | ocation because it's prinmarily going to be
used for activities. Wereas |'massum ng the | ot on canmpus
is nore cars that are parked there all the tine. So we
weren't planning on any kind of covered parking for this
particular |ot.

COMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO: Just, it's another way to
maxi m ze generation of energy. So | would encourage you to
at | east consider it. It doesn't even cost you anything to
pull it off, and there are environnental benefits and all the
rest, so. No other questions, M. Chair.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: Any other questions? M.
Tur nbul | .

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Thank you, M. Chair. On
your TDM neasures, you talk about real tine transit

i nformation. Are you going to be putting additional transit
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screens in buildings, or what?

MR LOVAS: Yes, there is a proposed transit
screen in the primary student center building, the Pryzbyla
Center.

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Okay. There would be no

MR. LOVAS: That's to be install ed.

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: |'m assum ng there woul d
be not transit screen at this facility, or would there be?

MR LOVAS. There's not a proposed transit screen
at this facility.

COWMWM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Ckay, you're | ooking for
relief on the | andscaping. |f, when you' re all finished, the
ANC or t he nei ghborhood do see sone i ssues that the screening
may not, that you, what you think you're going to be okay
with is not sufficient, is it your intent then was go back
and suppl enent that?

MR. SPECTER: It is in our interest to maintain
good relationship with the neighbors and the nei ghborhood
representatives. And through the course of construction, but
nore inportantly once this is done and we see the actua
i npact, we will be soliciting conments and listening for
concerns, and we will respond appropriately to them

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Ckay, all right. Thank

you.
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CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Ckay, any other coments? Vice

Chair Mller.

VICE CHAIR M LLER.  Thank you, M. Chairnman, and
t hank you for your presentation. And thank you, M. Specter,
for your acknow edgnent of the failure to i nplenent previous
TDM neasures and commtnent going forward to conply wth

pr evi ous and new ones, new neasures.

| guess | just was thinking, | saw the list of
Applicant's proposed conditions, and | just was seeking
clarification because | was little bit confused by the

nunber s.

| guess it's an existing condition that's going
to be mai ntained that requires any new parking facilities to
be offset by a reduction in existing parking facilities,
according to that Condition No. 3, University shall only
propose new parking facilities that can be offset by
el imnation of an equal or greater nunber of parking spaces
i n other canpus parking facilities. So this is a new parking
facility of what, 147?

V5. RODDY: One hundred and forty-four spaces,
correct.

VICE CHAIR MLLER. One hundred and forty-four.
So you're going to reduce sonmewhere el se 144? Al though the
nunbers that |I'mreading in the next paragraph don't seemto

be down by 144. But maybe nmy math is wong, | never was very
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good.

MS.  RODDY: No, you're correct. So they are
reduci ng on the nmai n canpus. They're taking the Pangborn Lot
offline, and that's 172 spaces.

VICE CHAIR M LLER:  Ckay.

M5. RODDY: And so Pangborn will ultimately cone
back onli ne. But before that does, they'll be taking
addi ti onal spaces with the McMahon Lot offline, and that's
284 spaces.

VICE CHAIR MLLER R ght. And | can understand
the need for it to have a parking and pedestrian
accessibility close to an athletic field.

So you don't need, Catholic doesn't need the
second athletic field that was originally contenpl ated for
where the parking facility is going? And did you ever
contenplate putting the parking one |evel underground, and
just putting it the second |evel above, which many
institutions in the city have recently done? O is that too
expensi ve?

It is raised high, 12 feet you said already. So
you don't have to excavate that |ower.

MR. SPECTER: The chall enge of the second field
is that the topography and the physical constraints of the
site, we tried every which way to design the two fields to

be adj acent to each other, but we can't fit themboth. And
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the NCAA' s expectations of field size and capacity for fans
to engage with the contest, it just becane clear we couldn't
fit two.

We did | ook at burying parking, and it sinply is
beyond our financial capability to do so, so we deci ded not
to proceed in that way.

VICE CHAIR M LLER. Thank you.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Okay, | don't necessarily have any
questions -- well, let nme take that back. |'ml ooking here
at your TDM existing TDMsustainability neasures. Were are
your freshman and sophonore residents, where are they
par ki ng? It says there's parking, their parking' s
prohi bited. Where are they parking, in the nei ghborhood?
O what they doi ng?

No, they ain't riding bikes.

MR, SPECTER: W strongly discourage their
bringing cars to the University.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: Ckay. So when you say you
di scourage, is there anything where it's like in the
application you can't bring a car? | mean, you strongly
di scourage themto bring it. It doesn't nean they can't, but
you don't want them-- how do you enforce that?

MR, SPECTER: So students who do drive strongly
prefer to park on canpus. And by policy we do not permt

freshmen or sophonores to do so. For themto be able to, for
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nost it is financially difficult to afford to pay for parking
for el sewhere, off of the canpus. So we don't allowthemto.

If they bring a car tothe city, we do not control
what they do, and they have to figure -- | honestly have no
| dea what they do with their cars. But there is a cost to
themto bring a car into the city, and they bear that cost
I f they choose to. The vast mpjority of our students do not
and do just fine with the public transportation options that

we suggest to them

CHAI RMAN HOOD: So they, so basically they just
can't park on canpus. GCkay. All right, | could go down that
line a little nore but I'm not going to do that because |
think, as you stated, |'mjust curious how many are in the
nei ghbor hood.

And |I'm sure the ANC 5, if they were in the
nei ghborhood, it would be taken care of, |ike sonme other
universities that are in the nei ghborhood parking. kay,
Commi ssi oner Shapiro.

COMWM SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. You
menti oned that when you re-advertised, that ANC 5A actual ly
voted at their June neeting. | may have missed it but |
don't see it.

M5. RODDY: It does not appear that their letter
made it in time, but they did take a vote at that neeting,

| think it was June 27, and they voted unaninously at the
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time in support of the application.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Is the 27th a Wdnesday? kay,
because that's when they neet. Ckay, all right, anything
el se up here? Al right, first et me ask do we have anyone
who's here to testify in opposition to this case? Ckay.

Al right, let's goto the Ofice of Planning and
District Departnent of Transportation. M. Jesick and then
we'll hear from M. Zi mrerman.

MR JESICK: Thank you, M. Chairman and nenbers
of the Comm ssion. The O fice of Planning supports the
application, both the canpus plan anendnent, the further
processi ng, and t he speci al exception request. The applicant
has addressed all of our concerns, and we can recommend
approval . Thank you.

CHAI RMAN HOCD: Thank you. Let's go right to you,
M. Zi mrer man.

MR. ZI MMERMAN: Good eveni ng. Thank you, Chairman
Hood and Conmi ssi oners. For the record, my nanme is Aaron
Zimrerman with the District Departnent of Transportation.

As you heard in M. Roddy's and M. Lovas's
presentation, DDOI and the applicant have reached an
agreenent on all of the conditions, including revisions to
both the TDM plan, which is Condition No. 8, and the

performance nonitoring plan, which is Condition No. 10.

To make them nore robust and to ensure they are
brought into conpliance in the near future, the revised TDV
plan includes installing a Capital Bi keShare station prior
to the fall 2019 senester, installing additional bike racks
and a transit screen, and inplenenting the renmai nder of the
TDM strategies by the fall 2018 senester.

Revisions to the performance nonitoring plan
I nclude the establishnent of non-autonotive and single
occupancy vehi cl e node-share goals and defining the netrics
to be analyzed in the annual nonitoring reports, all of which
were not clearly defined in the previous zoning order.

So with the revised conditions in the docunent
dated May 30, 2018 uploaded to the record by the applicant,
DDOT has no objection to the approval of this canpus plan
amendnent .

CHAI RMAN HOOD: | want to thank you both. Let's
see if we have any questions for either DDOT or the Ofice
of Planning. |'mnot seeing anything. Thank you. Does the
appli cant have any questions, cross?
