SCHELLIN:  The applicant has proffered one11

expert witness who's previously been accepted, Ms. McCarthy.12

CHAIRMAN HOOD:  Okay.  No objection?  Any13

objections?  Not hearing any, we will continue that status.14

MS. SCHELLIN:  And then just to advise the15

Commission that we did receive an ANC report from 2A in16

support at Exhibit 25.17

CHAIRMAN HOOD:  Okay.  All right.  Anything else,18

Michelle?19

MS. SCHELLIN:  No.20

CHAIRMAN HOOD:  Let me ask.  Is there anyone here21

who's in opposition in this case?  Not seeing anyone.22

Ms. Prince, I really think that we can move fast23

forward.  But I think the record is complete unless you just24

want to introduce yourself.  And if you just have to give us25
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five minutes, you can.  But if not, you can stand on the1

record.  It's your pleasure.2

MS. PRINCE:  I'll just introduce myself.  Allison3

Prince with Goulston and Storrs here on behalf of Thayer4

Lodging.  And with me is Bruce Wiles who is also with Thayer. 5

And Ellen McCarthy was our expert in planning.  But if you6

find the record complete, we're happy to rest on the record.7

exception of the applicant's presenters.2

Okay.  Do you have any closing?3

MS. PRINCE:  We just would ask that you support4

our rezoning application.  We think it's very straightforward5

and supported by the comprehensive plan.  And we've worked6

with the community since the outset and have no opposition7

whatsoever.8

CHAIRMAN HOOD:  Okay.  Thank you.  Colleagues, I9

think this is where someone would like to make a motion?10

COMMISSIONER MAY:  Mr. Chairman, I'd move the11

VICE CHAIR MILLER:  Second.15

CHAIRMAN HOOD:  Okay.  It's been moved and16
