that the Zoning Conm ssion approve text anendnents to
Subtitle K, the STE zone, to assign height limts of 40, 80,
and 90 feet across the STE zone, all ow energency shelter as
a matter of right to use within the STE-2 zone, and correctly
identify the healthcare use category as nedical care in
Subtitle K, Section 612.

At the tine of zoning of the St. Elizabeth's East
canpus, Parcel 2 of the STE zone was assigned and identified
for the FEMA building, a federal use, and a height [imt was
not assi gned.

The proposal is to assign height limts of 40, 80,
and 90 feet for buildings within this zone. The proposed
height limts are based on the height limts approved by the
Commi ssion of Fine Arts for the FEMA building as being
conpatible with the existing buildings and proposed hei ghts
on other parcels within the historic district.

The proposal will al so al |l owenergency shelter use
as a matter of right within the STE Zone 2 instead of by
speci al exception. The proposal would allow the current
men's shelter on another parcel to be relocated to Parcel 2
and would provide a holistic set of services and uses,
i ncluding a nunber of matter of right uses, such as daytine
care and nedi cal care.

Third, at Subtitle K, Section 612, a correction

is proposed to identify the healthcare use category as
