MS5. SCHELLIN: Pl ease raise your right hand.

CHAI R HOCOD: Ms. Schellin, would you please
adm ni ster the oath?

(Wtnesses sworn.)

CHAIR HOOD: Ckay. At this tinme, the Comm ssion
will consider any prelimnary matters. M. Schellin, do we
have any prelimnary matters?

MS. SCHELLIN  Yes, sir. So there are a couple
of proffered expert witnesses. Bob Keane in Architecture has
previously been accepted. Dan VanPelt in Traffic
Engi neering, he's previously been accepted. Trini Rodriguez,
she has previously been accepted in Landscape Architecture,
and | believe that's the only prelimnary natters.

CHAI R HOQOD: Ckay. | think we have accepted
everyone that was called by Ms. Schellin. Unless soneone

feels otherwise, we will continue our acceptance. Anything
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el se, Ms. Schellin?

M5. SCHELLIN:  No sir.

CHAIR HOOD: Okay. Ms. Batties, if you want to
just introduce yourself and then give it back to us, give it
back to ne.

MS. BATTI ES: Leila Batties, Chip d asgow and
Shane Dettman on behalf -- with Holl and and Kni ght on behal f
of the Applicant.

MS. HACKLER: Pai ge Hackler with Toll Brothers,
representing the Applicant.

MR. KEANE: Bob Keane, WDG Architecture,
representing the Applicant.

MR, VANPELT: Dan VanPelt wth Gorove Sl ade
Associ ates, representing the Applicant.

CHAI R HOOD: Ms. Batties, | think it would be
better served if we ask sonme questions, to make sure that
you' re ready for what we're going to ask tonight. W had a
nunber of questions it seens |like. | know you know it's a
bi g project and we've got a | ot of things going on, a lot of
novi ng parts.

So we're going to ask a few questions, and
dependi ng upon t he responses of whether we wi I | nove forward.
W're going to try to nove forward. W want to nmake sure
that you have those questions, which |I'm sure you. [''m

pretty sure you do. So we're going to ask a few questions.
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Wio would like to start off with any questions
t hat we have or concerns that we m ght have on this project?
Comm ssi oner Shapiro.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. [|I'm
going to start with sone questions fromthe DDOT report. So
first there was an issue in the renoval of the heritage
trees, and there's an allusion to sone kind of resolution to
it, and we'd |like to have nore detail about that.

MS. BATTIES: Sure.

CHAIR HOOD: Here's what -- we don't want you to
go in detail. W just want to make sure you can answer it

and we know where we are, and then maybe if we get through

this hearing tonight, we'd like to have them all in one
pl ace, you know. Sone of us up here -- well, let ne just say
me.

|"m getting older sone tine and it takes ne a
while to search things. So it would be easier for nme if |
can find a sound bite in one place. kay, |'m sorry.
Commi ssi oner Shapiro.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Sure, and anot her DDOT
issue is related to the L Street design. The proposed
treatment design of L Street requires coordination with the
adj acent redevel opnent site to the south, to determ ne the
ultimte roadway alignnment, cross section and construction

responsibilities. So coordination is underway, but a
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coordi nated plan has not been finalized. So we want the
status of that. Is there a letter of agreenent? |f there
is, what's init?

Anot her issue related to the | oading dock. The
proposed curbside |oading for the southwest building is in
conflict with truck maneuvers for the northwest building' s

| oading facilities. W hear that you' re working to resol ve
the issue, that there's been sone redesign and we'd like to

get the | atest update on that as well.

From what | wunderstand, what you've cone back
with, it's not clear that DDOT is in accordance with -- is
supporting the redesign.

A few nore DDOT issues and then I'Il turn it over
to my coll eagues, M. Chair. Pierce Street design. You've
proposed an acceptable cross section designed for private
Pierce Street that concurrently tracks with proposed curbsi de
| oadi ng area. So you state that the redesigned project wll
resolve the conflict. Again, where is DDOT with that?

And rel ated to trash, the proposed buil di ng desi gn
requires trash for the sout hwest building to be carted a | ong
di stance to the trash room beneath the southeast buil ding.

The Applicant nust -- we would |i ke you to provide
an operations plan describing the procedures for ensuring
that this is a viable solution. You state you're sticking

with the plan, and we'd |i ke to see -- hear nore about that.

VWhat's the evidence for it and where's DDOT with that?

There's also finally, I'll leave this, the |ast
one for ne related to parking, that you are providing a large
nunber of parking spaces. Generally, you're providing a
| arge nunber of parking spaces that exceeds the zoning
requi renents, which may contri bute to operational issues that
nearby intersections. So we'd |like to hear your response to
that, addressing DDOT's concerns. So I'll stop there, M.
Chair.

CHAI R HOOD: Ckay. So any other comments or
guestions? Vice Chair Mller?

VICE CHAIR M LLER  Thank you, M. Chairman, and
the Applicant may be prepared -- nmay very well be prepared
t o address these this evening or in post-hearing subm ssi ons.
But nore general than what Conmi ssioner Shapiro just cited,
though | agree wth those. This is a very inportant
transformati onal project, another New Communities project
which is inportant for the City, and which the Mayor and
Counci | have supported. And | renmenber working on this when
| was back at the Council, and that's over nine years ago
now.

So it's been a long tine conming. So there are
a nunber of zoning challenges that the project, the PUD
faces, especially given the history of this Comri ssion with

the D.C. Court of Appeals in recent years, although we have

But | can't remenber when we first, did the first
stage of this, and | didn't go back and | ook and I should
have and | will as to what we said about the Conprehensive
Pl an consi stency i ssue. But the noderate density/ parks,
recreation, open space, future |and use map designation is
a challenge, and that just needs to be acknow edged and
addressed, given that the |land use map hasn't been changed,
which it should have been changed by now gi ven what we know
the city has wanted to do on this project for the |ast --
over a decade.

But it hasn't been changed, so it just needs a
very coherent explanation in witing fromboth the Appli cant
and fromOfice of Planning, which may be there in the record
and | mght have missed it, as to how ot her Conprehensive
Plan policies may outweigh what on its face is the future
| and use map potential inconsistency with the |evel of
density that's being devel oped on the site, or as -- or how
the project is attenpting with all the open space and ot her
overall totality of the FARis neeting, is neeting the FLUM

But nore inportantly howthe other policies m ght
out wei gh the FLUM desi gnation given what it is. And then a
nore coherent statement of each of the -- acknow edgnment of

So, I"'m sure the Applicant is ready to provide
that kind of information, as well as the Ofice of Planning.

CHAIR  HOCQOD: Al | right. Anyone el se?
Commi ssi oner Turnbul I .

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL:  Thank you M. Chair. |
think OPin the report shows there is a tenant rel ocation or
repl acenment pl an. Has that been submtted in the record?
| didn't see anything. Is it?

MS. BATTI ES: It's part of the first stage PUD

approval, and so that's in --

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Oh that's, okay, okay,
okay. So we have to go, okay. The plans, | see bal conies
on the renderings, but | don't see you ve got good floor
pl ans that show bal conies per se. They kind of get lost in
the coloring of the units and everything. |Is there -- can
we get sone floor plans that actually show the bal coni es?

MS. BATTIES: Yes.

COWMWM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Okay. |s the First Source
Agreenment still valid?

MS. BATTIES: The First Source Agreenent that was
proffered with the first, the original application was not
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fully executed. It wasn't signed by DOES. So the Applicant
agrees to enter into the First Source Agreenent prior to the
| ssuance of the building permt. W wll have to go back to
DOCES.

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Okay. | have sone issues
on the design of the project, but |I think we could get into
that --

CHAIR HOOD: So let ne just -- what | want us to
do though, | want us to put our questions out. | don't want
you to necessarily answer them because in about 30 m nutes
they' Il be forgotten. So | want to make sure that we codify
and put everything in one place after you do your
present ati on. So M. Turnbull's going to give you the
guesti on. If you can capture them have M. Devin or
sonmebody write them down.

COWMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Okay. | guess ny ot her,
because | have sone design questions, but | guess we can get
into that when we get into it. M only other questions is
on your signage plan. Wy would a reasonable adult agree to
this plan? | nean there are issues, there are five or six,
ten signage el enents that are 45 feet high vertical elenents
ri ght around the corner from each ot her.

You have to give ne a very definite reason why on
a residential building in a neighborhood like this you need

si gnage so outrageous for a residential building. | really
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need an explanation of why you would to inpose this on the
nei ghborhood. To ne, it is an affront to the people who |ive
t here. It is an affront to the people who wll be |iving
there, and | just can't see why you woul d want to i npose t hat
kind of signage, those huge signs on the neighbors. M.
Chair, that will be it for me for now.

CHAI R HOOD: Comm ssi oner Shapiro, you have a
follow up and then I'"mgoing to end it up.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RC: | did, M. Chair. This
Is also related to the OP report. It's related to the
anenity spaces, which was recently proposed along the L
Street frontage in the southeast building, which has been
elimnated and replaced with walk out units. But OP stil
has concerns that you haven't addressed howthe open anenity
spaces are going to be activated and programed. So if you
could answer that as well, address that as well. Than you,
M. Chair.

CHAI R HOOD: Ckay, and some of this may have been
expounded upon, but | want to talk about the Metropolitan
Police Departnment's report, what are the effects on the hones
and the locations imedi ately to the east of the devel opnent
in the 1100 bl ock of 1st Place. W can tal k about that.

Al so, the green space, its intended use and how
that will be articulated and enforced, and -- which is key

nowadays not just in this city, but anyway |let's ensure that
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t he paths, and explain howthe paths and the street |ighting
on the private property wll be |Iit and how the shrubbery.
Peopl e hi de behi nd shrubbery.

So |'m expecting to hear sone of those things,
make sure it's clear sight and shrubbery, how that's going
to work, cone together, and basically the MPD report. Any
ot her questions for followup? W nay have sone nore as we
go along, but those are ones that we wanted you to hit in
your presentation.

Now I know what the answer's going to be, but |'m
going to ask you can you proceed with those tonight?

MS. BATTIES: Yes.

CHAI R HOOD: Ckay, all right. You may begin. You
need 45 m nutes or you need nore tine?

M5. BATTIES: 45 minutes is sufficient. Let nme
just say | would like to just -- I'"mnot going to repeat all
t he questions and comrents.

| will address up front the issue of the renoval
of the heritage trees, the discussion on the Conp Plan, and
t hen Dan VanPelt wi |l address nost of the DDOT issues in his
comrents during his presentation, and then we can go through
t he desi gn pi ece.

CHAI R HOOD: And the MPD.

MS. BATTI ES: And the MPD. | wll just say,

Chai rman Hood, we did submt into the record a full witten
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response to the MPD report, and so Shane's going to pull up
the exhibit nunbers so you can refer to it.

CHAI R HOOD:  Yeah. If you can tell ne exactly
where it is, that would be helpful. Al right. Anything
else? Al right, Ms. Batties. So 45 m nutes and you can go.
Hold on for a second. You're going to give ne that so | can
| ook at it? You know what exhibit it is?

MS. BATTI ES: 37. Ckay. Again, good evening.
Leila Batties, Chip dasgow and Shane Dettnman of Hol | and and
Kni ght on behalf of the Applicant, TBSC Omer 1 LLC. The
Applicant has two requests before the Commssion this
evening. The first is the nodification to the first stage
PUD appr oval granted under Zoni ng Conm ssion Order 15-20, and
t he second request is the second stage PUD approval for Phase
1 of the devel opnent, which is the south parcel.

I"'m going to just go off ny script here for a
mnute. So | want to tal k about the renoval of the heritage
trees, answer the specific questions that were raised, and
Commi ssi oner Shapiro, I'mjust going to pull directly from
the DDOT report. We were unable to neet with DDOT and get
resolution on the heritage tree issue through the PUD
process.

So we were -- then went to work with Council
Menber Allen's office. They drafted the original heritage

tree legislation and worked with us to draft energency
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| egi sl ation that woul d exenpt the Sursum Corda project from
the heritage tree |egislation because the PUD for Sursum
Corda was approved prior to the heritage tree |aw taking
effect.

In response to the energency |egislation, DDOT
reached out to Council Menber Allen's office and to us and
of fered a settl enent agreenent, negotiations for a settl enent
agreenent, which was acceptable to the Applicant. So we
reached a settlement where the Applicant woul d pay $270, 000
essentially into the tree fund, which would have been the
fine under the heritage tree law if the trees were renoved
illegally.

So they agreed to pay that fine, or that fee as
consideration for the renpval of the trees, so that the
project would not have been redesigned. So that's that
| ssue.

As it relates to the Conprehensive Plan
di scussion, Comm ssioner MIller, there's a pretty extensive
di scussion on this under the original Zoning Conm ssion
or der. Al though the Future Land Use Map designation is
noderate density residential and |ow density conmercial,
there is a Small Area Plan that was adopted for the site in
particular, that dictates the higher density as well as the
199 affordable units, and that Snall Area Pl an was the basis

for the zoning that was approved by the Comm ssion back in

2015-16. So we can provide that discussion again in a post-
heari ng subm ssion, if that's hel pful.

VICE CHAIR M LLER: That woul d be hel pful.

MS. BATTI ES: Ckay. So with regard to the
nodi fication of the first stage PUD, Bob is going to go
t hrough the changes in the configuration and hei ghts of the
buil ding for the project. There's also been a shift in
density. But also we've proposed nodifications to certain
conditions in the order, as well as additional conditions
that relate to the affordable unit mx, the nunber of
reserved units.

And | just want to note quickly that when we fil ed
this PUD back in 2015, +there were 136 Sursum Corda
househol ds. There are now 122 households. So we propose
conditions or revisions to the conditions to reflect the unit
m x for the remaini ng househol ds.

Four of the Sursumhousehol ds are househol ds with
i ncomes over 80 percent of AM. They will be counted toward
the reserved unit m x, but based on our discussions wth the
O fice of Planning and DHCD, they will not count toward the
199 affordable units that are required for the project. So
we wll have our reserved units plus neeting the 199
requi rement, the 199 affordable unit requirenent. But they
won't include those for over income househol ds.

Third, assumng that a portion of the Sursum
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househol ds el ect not to return to the site, the south parcel

will still have a m ni numof 100 affordable units with phase

one and then the balance of the required -- the bal ance of

the required affordable units will be on the north parcel
Then lastly, the south parcel. W' ve proposed

that the south parcel include a m ninmum of 52 two bedroons
units and 27 three bedroom units, and for the two bedroom
units that are not reserved units, they'll have a m ninum
square footage of 850 square feet, and the three bedroom
units will have a m ninmum size of 1,000 square feet.

And I will note those are bigger than traditional
mar ket rate spaces, but they're -- the reserved units for
Sur sum househol ds, the same two and t hree bedroomunits, w |l
be substantially larger. The Sursum households for the two
bedroomunits, they will be 1,100 square feet, and the three
bedroom units will be alnbst 1,400 square feet, and that's
based on the size of their townhouses when the property was
devel oped at Sursum Cor da.

So before | conclude ny opening remarks, |'d just
like to briefly note a fewthings, and | think they relate
to some of the corments that were raised by the Conmm ssion.

First, the OP suppl enental report dated Septenber
16th noted two outstanding issues. One was the activation
and progranm ng of the anenity space. This norning, we filed

into the record a diagramor exhibit of the anmenity space and
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it includes the types of uses that could be programed for
t hat space.

| already noted that for the First Source
Agreenent we wll -- it would have been the nost recent.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO The Power Poi nt, probably
t he Power Poi nt presentation?

M5. BATTIES: It is, | don't knowif it's part of
t he Power Poi nt but yeah, the anenity space.

(O f-m crophone comment.)

M5. BATTI ES: It is. But it was also filed
separately this norning. Also again, we will -- the first --
the original PUDrequired the Applicant to enter into a First
Source Agreenment prior to the issuance of the building
permt. The Applicant has agreed to do that, so there wl|
be no changes with regard to the First Source obligation.

And then lastly, if you can pull up Sheet A02 on
t he second stage? |If you notice and if you have a pointer,
| can show. In an abundance of caution, we'd |Iike to expand
the design flexibility requested to include the side yard
court condition on the south, theoretical lot line for the
sout hwest bui | di ng.

It's always been reflected in the draw ngs, but
we want to nmake sure that there are no technical issues when
we go through permtting and zoning review for permtting,

just based on the current interpretation of like what is a
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court or what is a side yard in the MJ.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Does that have to do with the
fact that it -- part of it's right on the lot |line and part
of it is set back just a bit?

M5. BATTIES: Well, and also if it was going to
be a side yard, it doesn't extend the full | ength of the |ot.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Ri ght.

M5. BATTIES: So it doesn't -- so under the MJ
zones, you don't have courts that abut the lot Iines. So you
have side yards, but this doesn't net the actual definition.

COWMM SSI ONER MAY:  Side yard requirenent because
it's not continuous.

MS. BATTIES: Right.

COMWM SSI ONER MAY:  Yeah, okay.

M5S. BATTIES: So we'd just ask for flexibility for
that condition in the plan.

COWMWM SSI ONER MAY:  Ri ght, okay.

M5. BATTIES: And that's all that | have in terns

of my opening remarks.

CHAIR HOOD: So let nme just interrupt. After we
do the presentation, | always do this. Wen we have young
folks, | would like for the young fol ks, whoever is with the
young fol ks are going to testify for your presentation, |

just want to give them the opportunity to cone up, because

| know tonmorrow i s a school day.
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|'ve been out of school a while, but | think
tonorrow is a school day, and they may have to go to school
tonmorrow. So we want to make sure we at |east afford them
the opportunity to be able to leave. And | will say, M.
Batties |I'm very inpressed, because we hit you with sone
stuff and it seens |like you hit it right back. So anyway,
all right. You all can continue.

M5. BATTIES: Al right. So |'"'m going to just
turn the presentation over to Page Hackler wth Tol
Br ot her s.

M5. HACKLER: Hello. | represent the Applicant.
The Applicant is a partnership between Toll Brothers and L&M
Devel opnent Partners. W purchased the property in March of
2018 from the Sursum Corda Co-op. Since then, we've had
three mai n objectives. The first was to clear and secure the
site. The second has been to advance the design of the
approved PUD, particularly the Stage 2 approval of the south
parcel, and the third has been to nmaintain open and
consi stent communi cati on with Lonni e Duren.

Lonnie Duren is the chair of the Board of the
Sursum Corda Co-op. M. Duren has been very val uable to the
ownership team He has provi ded updated contact information
for the Sursum Corda households. He provided us the
opportunity to present our application to the famlies at a

co-op nenber neeting.
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He has set up and oversees the content of a
website about the application that's for the famlies. It
I ncl udes the application plans and filing, and he has al so
provi ded valuable feedback on the distribution of the
reserved units, as well as other aspects of the project that
| npact the famli es.

In addition to Sursum Corda, we have worked
extensively with other stakehol ders on this application. As
you know, we were originally scheduled to be heard in July.
Since then, we have worked extensively with the Ofice of
Pl anning to i nprove the building design.

We have worked with DDOT and t he devel oper of the
Nort hwest One project to the south on the conceptual design
of L Street, and we have worked with Munt Airy Bapti st
Church, our neighbor to the east, to include them in the
di scussions of the L Street inprovenents, as well as other
aspects of the project, so that we do not adversely affect
t he church operati ons.

So our goal has been to respond to all
st akehol ders as nuch as we can, so that we can proceed into
permtting and construction as quickly as possible, so that
the famlies who want to return can return to the property
at the earliest opportunity.

|"m now going to turn it over to Bob Keane with

WDG, who will discuss the nodifications to the Stage 1 PUD
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as well as the design details of the Stage 2 application.
MR, KEANE: kay, thanks Paige. So |I'mgoing to
start off wwth the nodifications to the Stage 1. So this is
the original Stage 1 plan that you can see here. Sone of the
maj or attributes is how 1st Place, and pardon the |ack of a
poi nter here, but 1st Place connects through from M Street
to L Street. That's a very inportant aspect of the plan.
Qobviously bringing Pierce Street through the
mddle of the site in an east-west direction brings, you
know, further sort of access to the project. The project
al so includes a significant north-south pedestrian spine,
whi ch again connects L Street to MStreet. And |ast but not
| east, there's a public park. There's a public park at the
sout hwest corner, at the corner of 1st Street and L Street.
So the project has got a good franework. The idea
initially was that the majority of the mass in the units
would be on the north parcel, and a |esser degree to the
south parcel. So what we've done -- SO you can see we
originally, and there's a total of 1,131 total units across
the site and originally there was 421 on t he sout h parcel and
what we're proposing today is actually 562. So it's an
i ncrease of 141 units. |It's a balancing of the site.
So we're basically shifting density fromthe north
parcel to the south parcel. So the heights of the buil dings

on the north parcel were between 6 and 11 stories on one
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bui l ding, 10 and 6 stories on the other building. On the
south parcel, it was originally 8 stories and 6 stories. So
what we're proposing today with the shift in density is
actually eight stories and ten stories on the southeast
bui | di ng, and nine stories on the southwest buil ding.

So again, an increase of about 100 -- a shift of
about 150, 000 square feet of FARfromthe north parcel to the
south, and approximately 141 units.

When we | ook at the initial P-1 plan, one of the
-- three things of note | think in this plan is that we
initially, the Stage 1 PUDinitially had anenity spaces al ong
L Street, and now we' ve changed that to residential spaces,
and you'll see that in sone nore detail as we nove through
our project.

The initial PUD also had the garage basically
exposed to the park, which isn't a very good condition from
an urban planning standpoint. So we have inproved on that
by addi ng sone anenity spaces as a buffer between the garage
and the park. And then lastly, the initial PUD had the
service, the front in/front out service off of L Street, and
we have noved that to 1st Place and Dan will tal k about that
in some nore detail |ater on.

So just sone quick nassing. You can see this is
the original PUDwith a majjor nmass to the north parcel, and

the Iower buildings to the south. The south was actually
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three buildings in this initial schene, and then what we're
proposing is actually two buildings with the additional
density.

So you can see again, the southwest building is
nine stories; the southeast buildingis ten andit steps down
to eight, and again the buildings to the north, we just have
| eft those al one for now because we've sinply been focusing
on the south parcel.

So again, another view. Three buildings on the
south with slightly less height than mass, and then what
we're proposing today again is two buildings with nine
stories, ten stories and again the stepdown to the eight.
Anot her interesting aspect, as the project evolved, as we
devel oped t hese what we call anenity pavilions that franme t he
pedestrian experience as you nove up through the site and
head down this pedestrian pronenade that we have devel oped.
W think that's a very positive attribute to the project as
it devel oped.

So getting into the Stage 2 | guess design
refinements, again, | won't rehash the obvious, but the
framework of the project remains the same with 1st Pl ace
going through Pierce Street, reconnecting the grid so to
speak and, you know, we've talked about the heights and
density, so I'll just keep noving through here.

The parking -- so we've got two |evels of bel ow

ground parKki ng. We've got a total of 304 cars currently
pl anned for the project, and that -- when we go to the P-1
| evel, again | tal ked about the residential units along L
Street. The dark blue represents the reserved units and
we'll continue to tal k about that.

But there's the di sbursenent of the reserved units
Is a real inportant aspect to the project, and as Paige
menti oned we worked pretty closely with the co-op on that.
And agai n, you can see the anenity spaces fronting the park,
and then we've got a nunber of bike storage facilities.
There's, | believe, 220 total bikes and what's nice about
this is they all have pretty nmuch at grade access, multiple
at grade access points to get to those bikes.

So when we ook at a little bit nore specifically
at the anenity program so again this is the P-1 level. So
we have a range of spaces -- this keeps junping on nme, sorry.
And so it's, you know, it's everything from like a bike
| ounge/ jui ce bar/pet spa/fitness. There's a kids' play area,

and the idea is that this is for the residents of the

proj ect .

So there's going to be access control |l ed entrances
so they'lIl be secure. But again, the residents will have
access to the outdoors and there will be a strong sort of

i ndoor/ outdoor relationship fromthese spaces, so you can go

fromthe private anenity spaces to the public park.
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So then when we | ook at the Level 1 plan, so the
Level 1 plan, this is actually flush with Pierce Street. So
we're approximtely 19 feet above L Street. And so as you
nove through the pedestrian pronenade, the street is |ined
wth comunity oriented anenity spaces. So there's a great
sense of transparency and there's also a ot of outdoor
| andscape spaces that allow people to cone in and out from
the anenity spaces, again in sort of a controlled access
manner .

These white -- the white spaces represent two
story spaces, and again the dark blue represent the reserved
units. Again, when we get inwith alittle bit nore detail,
the blue arrows represent the entrances to the building. So
the entrance to the southeast building is right here. So
there's leasing and a |obby in that area. That represents
t he bl ue area.

The yel |l ow area represents conmunity spaces, and
again that can be anything from game roons to party roons,
co-wor ki ng, | ounge, conference roons, naker spaces and t hi ngs
li ke that. Very comrunity oriented. So the vyellow
represents community spaces and then the green represents
fitness type spaces, and again the white represents two story
spaces.

And then this diagramagain just shows sort of a

bi gger picture. Again, the white. W're now at Level 2
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So we're at sort of one story above the | obby spaces. So the
white represents the fact that as nentioned, there's a | ot
of two story spaces as you' re wal ki ng through this pedestrian
spine. So these are going to be big, tall, very transparent
spaces that | think will create a nice quality as pedestri ans
nove through the pedestrian spine.

And then we've got the pool area, which is
obviously a major anenity to the residents of the project,
and they're able to | ook down on the public park into the
private courtyard. So again, thisis just the detail show ng
that there's a small amenity space supporting the pool at
t hat | evel

And then I'm going to nove through these slides
rather quickly inthe spirit of time. But the point of these
slides, so we're going to -- all the residential slides
between this | evel and up to the top, obviously there's this
continued sort of dispersion of the reserved units.

So that the idea was that we wanted an equal
nunber | ooking down on the private courtyards, an equal
nunber | ooking down on the public streets, and again we
worked a ot with the co-op to sort of figure this out.

Sol'"mgoing tojunp upto Level 8. This is where
the L Street wing drops off. So again, it's a very inportant
aspect of the project, that the scale of the building steps

down to L Street, and again it's sort of being deferenti al
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to the Mount Airy Church and just bringing the scale of the

proj ect down at that point.

|"mgoing to junp up to the top of the buil ding.
Again, | nentioned there's an anenity space up there. So
there's, again, community spaces with access to two outdoor
pati o spaces. Again, so the roofs also contain nechanical
equi pnent . There's solar energy elenents on the roof as
wel |, and obviously there's trenendous views, not just sort
of city views and Capitol views, but you're | ooking down on
this beautiful new park and sone of these private courtyards.

So I want to talk a little bit about the
| andscaping, and | won't do this much justice. Trini
Rodri guez woul d do this much better than | woul d, but she did
a great job onthis project. There's a lot of grade changes.
So if you go to the |lowest point, if you go to the sout heast
corner, it's elevation 41. If you go to the top of the
pronenade at Pierce, it's elevation 60, so it's 19 feet of
grade change.

So there's actually an accessible route. |If you
go to the corner of 1st and L Street, there's an accessible
pat h that goes across our big open space and then there's a
littl e performance area, and we've got this grand stair that
acts as an anphitheater. |In additionto that there's this --
there's these swi tchback ranps which are very flat and they

don't require railings. So that | think they're going to
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meld into the | andscape very nicely and it's got a very nice
tree canopy above it. So it's going to be a nice shaded
experi ence.

So the point is there's an accessible route from
the corner of 1st and L up to Pierce Street through the
pronenade. The | andscape, the green space, the park itself
Is also kind of interesting in that there's actually a six
foot grade change from north to south. So there's really
sort of three tiers.

There's the | ower zone along L Street, and then
there's a transitional green area which starts to really --
it's actually sort of sloped. But again, |lots of shading,
then flat area, and then another allee of trees and a nice
sort of shady path on the top edge of the park. And this
isn't advancing. That's weird.

(O f-m crophone comment .)

MR. KEANE: Thanks. W have a nunber of street
sections and the point of the street sections is to showthat
we consistently have eight foot sidewalks at 1st Street,
Pierce Street and L Street, with the proper sort of green
strips between the curb and sidewal k. The one exception is
1st Pl ace.

W worked a bit with DDOT on this, and this
happens to be 7 foot 4, and that's sonething we worked

t hrough together with DDOT. One nore street section to talk
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about . So there's an interim Pierce Street section and
what's unique is that there's going to be a tenporary asphal t
path and curb under the second phase is conpleted and then
we'll have the full sort of eight foot walk and four foot
pl anni ng strip.

So architecturally again, as nentioned earlier,
there's quite a bit of work with the Ofice of Planning in
hel ping refine the architecture. W really worked hard to
make the project nore residential-looking and to really
differentiate the two buildings. So one thing that canme out
of a lot of that discussion was we refined this idea of this
subtractive bay, we had a range of bay types and we cane back
and we nade them all vertical bays. They have this wood
panel detail.

So these bays are actually set into the wall 18
i nches, and then there's a nmetal frane around each of them
that projects about 12 inches in front of the masonry.
There's two different masonry colors, a very |light gray and
a charcoal gray. So you know, again it's a neutral palette
j uxt aposed to these warnmer wood tones. So the wood panel s
show up in a nunber of places in the subtractive bays up at
the top of the building at the anenity area.

And then we utilized the darker brick at the base
of the building, and then we have this feature corner tower

at the northwest corner of this building. W wanted there
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to be a strong vertical nmarker.

This is actually an architectural enbellishnent,
and we wanted to have a strong architectural statenent at
this location. |It's the entrance to the larger of the two
buildings. It's where the |leasing area is, so we thought it
was i nportant to have a strong architectural elenent there.

As we nove around the building, you see again the
use of the same vertical bay w ndows that breaks down the
overall facade. You'll notice that the w ndow fenestration
Is a series of -- is a conbination of nulti-story openings
and single story openings, which againis in contrast to the
sout hwest building that you'll see in a nonent.

In addition to these subtractive bays, we also
have sone projecting bays, and you start to see sonme of the
bal coni es that we have introduced into the project as well.
So coming around to L Street, one of the aspects that was
mentioned earlier is we've created these apartnents that have
street access. So there's stoops. So it has sort of a
t ownhouse feel, but it's not actually townhouses. But we
think it brings a nice residential element to the
streetscape, and you'll see that in nore detail in a nonent
and t he perspective. So again, the vertical bay wi ndows with
t he wood accent panel s.

And t hen when we nove around to the west side of

the building, you see one of the anenity pavilions which
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actually slips under the building and then cones out. |It's
got a bit of a chevron-shape and it really starts to frane
t he pedestrian experiences as pedestrians cone, nove from
the park, up the grand stair and down the pedestrian
pr onenade.

And again, we've got projecting bay wi ndows in
this location. W've got bal conies flanking that. W' ve got

a projecting bay wi ndow here as well with bal coni es fl anking

t hat .

So junping to the sout hwest building, again, you
can see the pallet is quite different. It's warm |It's a
warmbrick. It's a warnmer earth tone brick, and you can see

that it's predom nantly single story punched openi ngs for the
wi ndows. W do have two story openings at the base to give
it a slightly different scale.

But unlike the southeast building, we have
projecting bays in this as opposed to recessed bays, and we
have a nunber of different masonry details that nmakes it --
that distinguishes it fromthe previous building. And then
there's al so bay wi ndows beneath the projecting -- I'msorry,
there's bal conies beneath the projecting bay w ndows, and
there's a stack of balconies inthis |location as well, again
just making it have a nore residential feel.

So as we turn the corner, we're now on the

pedestrian pronmenade. This is where the entrance to the
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building is. There's a trellis canopy el enent, again, that
brings the scale of the building down. Then you see
obvi ously the wood cl addi ng of the anenity pavilion for this
building. So it's a bit of a cormmon thene that we wanted
this warm wood tones to be sort of weaving throughout the
project, but we did it in a different manner between the two
bui | di ngs.

So finally, not quite the |ast view of this, but
the south el evation, again stacks of bal conies. You see the
anenity pavilion. The idea here is it's going to be a very

active rooftop with a pool anenity and then the courtyard.

So people will be | ooking down on the public park. People
will also be noving in and out of these comunity fam|ly-
oriented anenities that | discussed earlier, wth access,

controll ed access fromthose spaces into the public space.

The west el evation, again the two story openi ngs
along the base, the projecting bay w ndows and then the
bal coni es bel ow the base and then again another stack of
bal coni es, adding this residential | ook. So the
perspectives, finally |l thinkit's alot easier to understand
t he project when we | ook at these.

So again | think you really start to see how the
two buildings have been differentiated with the use of
material, with the bays being significantly different, you

know, the subtractive bay versus the projecting bay, and if
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we kind of go to the next view

COW SSI ONER MAY: Can | interrupt for one second?

MR, KEANE: Yeah.

COW SSI ONER MAY: So these views are all shown
t hrough what will be the second phase of the project, right?

MR. KEANE: That's correct.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Al that |lawn area there is
actually going to be a building?

MR, KEANE: Correct.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  So nobody' s real ly going to see
it like this, or they will for a period and then it will go
away ?

MR. KEANE: Yeah, yeah.

COWMM SSI ONER MAY:  Okay. | just want to nmake sure
it was clear, because it mght give the inpression that this
is a building that's fronting on a gi ant park.

MR. KEANE: No, no, that's a good point. Yeah,
the idea is that it is going to be a |l arge, open space and
| guess how that's managed i s ongoi ng.

M5. HACKLER Well, it's going to be --

MR. KEANE: So again, |ooking south across the
open space, you can pretty nuch see -- you can start to see
again the differences between the buil dings, the projecting
bay, the subtractive bays. W nentioned the architectural

enbel I i shnent on the corner.
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This is a view at the corner of L and 1st, and
again the public park. W talked about sort of the three
different |levels of the park. W' re proposing sone nan- nade
shade structures. W're going to have over 60 trees on this
phase of the project. So again you see the stacked bal conies
overl ooki ng the park, on both buildings. Again, theideais
that there's just a lot of interaction between the
residential building and the public space.

This is noving up L Street a little bit. W're
kind of hovering up in the air, and you really start to see
the effect of the two anenity pavilions as they frame the
residential -- the pedestrian, excuse ne, the pedestrian path
and experience as you're noving through the park, up the
stairs and up towards the pronenade.

And then just another view W're in front of the
Mount Airy Church, and again you can see how the building
steps down to bring the scale down to be nore in keeping with
sonme of the adjacent historic context of the street.

And then just a detail of the base of L Street.
W tal ked about this beingalittle bit nore residential, and
we switch fromthe anenity spaces. So we've got stoops and
canopi es and we brought down t he wood panel s, just again warm
up the pedestrian experience along the street.

And then just a couple nore views. So we're on

the north edge of the park. The park steps down, |
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menti oned, six feet. So there's an outlay of trees that
fornms the north edge of the park, and then the park basically
steps down to the nore active open space, and then
transitions down to L Street.

And then this is just a bit of a detail along
Pierce. This is showing the southwest building. Again, a
| ot of masonry details, rustication, soldier coursing. W've

got these accent brick panels that again creates a nice

detail in the building facade.
Qops. |'mnot sure what's going on. GCkay. This
is the last slide. Just one nore view. This is the

sout hwest building. W're | ooking at the entrance al ong t he
pronenade, and again we've got a simlar sort of trellis
el ement as described around on the corner of the buil ding
near the juice bar that fronts the park.

Simlar idea, sort of an open frane, dark steel,
wood sl ats. Again, just creating sort of soft l|ight and
bri ngi ng down the scale of the building. And with that, ['m
going to turn it to Dan, who's going to talk about
transportation. Here we go, yep. Transportation planning.

MR,  VANPELT: There you go, and do you mnd
driving for ne Bob.

MR, KEANE: Sure thing.

MR, VANPELT: So | think -- again for the record,

I'm Dan VanPelt wth Gorove/ Sl ade Associ ates. W' ve
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performed the transportation review and have Dbeen
coordinating with DDOT. W' ve al so been involved with this
project since its inception, so we're really pleased to be
with you this evening to talk about the second stage for
Phase 1.

| did want to start out by just addressing sone
of the comments that Conm ssioner Shapiro brought up. Aot
of those itens, | think, were fromthe DDOT report that was
dated July 11th. W did submt -- we did submt to DDOT a
response to the July 11th report. That appears -- when |
just checked the record, that that full response did not get
into the record.

A portion of that did get into the record, which
is the letter of agreenent with the Northwest One devel oper
and the plans associated with that. But we did respond, and
| think Ms. Batties, Leila talked to you about the heritage
tree. But we did respond to DDOI's, that July report, and
t hat part of the conversation and the coordi nati on wi th DDOT,
there's been a lot on this project.

That is not in the record, and | think we need to
get that into the record and we certainly can tal k about sone
of those elenments and | think a | ot of those are picked up
in ny presentation tonight. W've since reviewed --

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Could I, could I?

MR. VANPELT: Sur e.
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COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO So you' re saying that, for

exanple, the heritage trees, that DDOI, your understanding
Is that DDOT is accepting of the agreenent that you have?

M5S. BATTIES: The agreenent has been negoti at ed,
the fee has been paid and the trees have been renoved.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay.

MR. VANPELT: And then, yeah. And then the other
itenms in the staff report were responded to in our Septenber
16th response. We've been continuing to coordinate and
col |l aborate with DDOT since that tine, and we've reviewed
their |atest report, Septenber 23rd report. | think that's
where -- so you have a missing part of the coordination with
DDOT. Certainly happy to tal k about any of that if | don't
hit it in nmy presentation this evening.

So the SursumCorda site is | ocated west of North
Capitol. | think you're all probably pretty famliar with
it at this point in tinme, south of the New York Avenue
corridor. It abuts M Street, 1st Street, L Street and 1st
Pl ace. The site is well-served by transit, including
mul tiple bus lines. There's service on the Red Line that's
a ten mnute walk to the east down by Gallaudet, and the
G een and Yellow Lines are about 15 mnutes to the west at
Mount Ver non.

There's multiple Capital Bi keshare stations and

the Applicant is conmtting to a new one at the site. So |
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think Bob touched on this, but just to touch on it a bit
nore, the site again abuts 1st, L and 1st Place. 1st Terrace
and L Place were the streets that were internal to the site,
and they were closed so that the internal street could be
established wth a new private Pierce Street and a 1st Pl ace
extension to L Street in accordance with the Md-City East
Smal | Area Pl an.

The goal of the plan here is to establish the
fabric of the street grid back to what's |argely existed, and
this includes inproving L Street at the southern edge of the
site, but we'll talk nore about that in a m nute.

The plan also provides a north-south pedestrian
spine that's illustrated conceptually, but Bob's plan showed
that better or | guess Trini's plans. Bob's plan showed t hat
better than I do. This provides porosity through the site
with the project terminated at the new park

So | want to touch again on the access that's a
change for Phase 1. Previously the plans included a driveway
on L Street. That would serve both | oadi ng and parki ng, and
t here was a second parking access on 1st Place. Nowin Stage
2, that has changed as the Phase 1 plans evolved. There was
a desire for the residential liner along L Street, so the
| oadi ng access was rel ocated around the corner to 1lst Pl ace
as shown here.

It's the access for the internalized | oadi ng that
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w Il serve the full Phase 1 block. This change was di scussed
with DDOT early in the process and they were supportive,
because the plan would hel p activate L Street, and it pl aces
the | oading access on the lesser street from a functional
roadway st andpoi nt.

Now speaki ng of vehi cul ar parking, the nunber of
spaces remain simlar to -- fromStage 1 to Stage 2. There
are about 32 spaces that added to the Phase 1 bl ock, but the
total for the project is, remains at 746. The nunber of
spaces required for the second phase of the project wll be
evaluated when the Stage 2 PUD application or the block
advances in the future, and that's one of the things that was
in the response in Septenber that we stated back to DDOT.

W did renove sone vehicular parking from the
pl ans, and they -- we added sone bi ke parking. So the nunber
of long term spaces has increased from Stage 1 to Stage 2.

One of the great things about the | ong-termspaces
is that the cyclist can roll right into the garage where
t hese spaces are | ocated wi thout needing to use an el evator
or a steep garage ranp. There will also be space for non-
traditional cargo bikes and the nunber of short-term bike
spaces renmai ns the sane.

The internalized I|oading for Phase 1 s
consolidated to the sout heast corner of the site. It's fully

head in/head out truck maneuver and it's encapsulated into
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the project. Gven that the loading is centralized, this
all ows efficiency sothat one fewer 30 foot | oadi ng berth and
one fewer 20 foot space is provided.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO M. VanPelt?

MR, VANPELT: Uh- huh.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO What are non-traditiona
cargo bi kes?

MR, VANPELT: Well it's so -- bike SUVs | think
Is a good way to explain it. | nmean you're starting to see
bi kes that have enough -- Shane could probably tell you. He
owns one. W were just talking about it earlier this
evening. So essentially bikes that have --

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

COMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO Did you bring it with you
t oni ght ?

(Laughter.)

MR, VANPELT: So they're | arger than your typical
bi ke, and they could cone in different fornms. But usually
that would be a place for cargo or a place for the kiddies

or your dog, however you would want to transport things.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you.

CHAIR HOOD: So let's stay on that for a second,
and sorry to interrupt. So they're bikes if you go to the
grocery store, you mght be able to carry ten bags of

groceries? That's true?

MR. VANPELT: So one of the concerns noted in the
DDOT report is the distance one nust travel fromthe | oadi ng
area to the elevators serving the western buil ding. The
yellow line here, | think you can see it there, shows the
path fromthe | oading through the PON garage, the el evator
in the western buil ding.

G ven the park on the sout hwest corner, DDOT not
wanting or 1st Street appropriate for a curb cut, and | oadi ng
access on Pierce is also not desirable, there were limted
options for serving the western building and then
term nalizing the |oading.

When you add the distance of travel at the P-1
| evel fromthe loading to the elevators and the additional
di stance fromthe elevator to the far units once up in the
bui | di ng, the maxi num di stance is about 677 feet of travel.

Toll has successfully operated other buildings
with a path of travel soneone nust follow for nove in/nove

outs. Servicing trash is even longer. A couple of those
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projects are Kensington, located in Jersey and the Kenrick
| ocated i n Massachusetts. The typical Kenrick floor planis
shown here.

These are existing properties that Toll manages,

and those nove in/nove out distances are around 900 feet at
their greatest. Wile this may not be typical for the
District, it is sonmething that this residential devel oper has
done and is famliar wwth, and we believe this sol ution works

when managed properly.

To make sure the loading facilities adequately
accommodat e the service needs of the building, the project
wi |l adopt a |oading nanagenent plan. Al'l noves wll be
schedul ed and tenants will be instructed on the proper use
of the facilities. Trucks will also be linmited to 30 feet
inlength or less, and the goal is for all service activities
to occur within the internalized service area.

Movi ng on to anot her managenent conponent of the
project, the proposed TDM package in the CITR the
Conpr ehensi ve Transportation Review, it carries over fromthe
Stage 1 approval. The main elenents are given here, one of
which is the commtnent to a new Capital Bi ke Share station.
In the DDOT staff report, they are requesting enhancenents
to the proposed TDM and we're agreeing to those, and I'I|
touch on nore of those in a nonent.

So segue into the DDOT review and coordi nati on.
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We scoped recei pts here with DDOT before proceedi ng and DDOT
has reviewed it. W also interacted with DDOTI on site
pl anning elenents, public space elenent and mtigation
measur es. Qur proposed commtnents such as |oading
managenent plan, TDM and L Street inprovenents are all a
result of our coordination.

So in DDOT's latest report, the Septenber 23rd
staff report, they listed six conditions and one
recommendation. |'ve summarized themall here, and we agreed
to all of them W do have sone clarifying coments on the
TDM pl an enhancenents, which we are still discussing with
DDOT, and we'll touch on those in just -- nore in a nonment.
But we believe we're satisfying DDOT's PUD conditions.

One of the major points of coordination with DDOT
was L Street, the existing L Street, while a public right-of-
way, isreally hardly a street. It's nore |ike an alley, and
therefore it does not neet DDOTI's standards. The bottom
right image is what L Street | ooks |i ke eastbound approachi ng
North Capitol Street today. There aren't even signal heads
facing this intersection approach at a signalized
i ntersecti on.

Unfortunately, L Street was subject to what
happened to nmany streets when inpacted by urban renewal.
Toll and L&V have been working with the devel oper of the

Nort hwest One project on a plan that will inplenment the new
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L Street, and this has been coordi nated with DDOT. They even
adjusted their site plan fromthe Stage 1 PUD approval so
that a reestablished L Street can be realized.

There wi Il need to be further coordinati on between
bot h devel opers, Munt Airy Baptist Church and DDOT as the
design plans are finalized and go through public space
permtting. But in the record is a signed letter of
understanding -- | have to check that is in the record --
bet ween the two devel opers, that establishes a path forward
to put L Street back to the way it once exi sted.

This plan shows how L Street will reestablished
once Sursum Corda and Northwest One projects have been
conpleted. There will be one travel |ane in each direction
al ong with street parking, proper sidewal ks, street trees and
a handi capped accessi ble ranps. The traffic signal at North
Capitol Street will also be nodified and brought up to
current DDOT standards.

There is a pinch point that will remain al ong the
TurnKey Apartnents, but at some point inthe future that site
I s expected to be redevel oped. The conplete frontage on the
north side of L along the Sursum Corda site wll be
constructed to its ultimate configuration with sidewal ks,
planning strip and the ultimate curb | ocation.

So when the TurnKey site does redevel op soneday,

it opens the opportunity of restoring the rest of L Street
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over to 1st Street, as shown here by the green curb |ine.
This ultimate inprovenent will be conpleted by others, but
It hel ps set the appropriate alignnent and curb to curb for
L Street inthe entire bl ock between North Capitol Street and
1st Street.

And so noving on to an additional point of the
DDOT coordi nation, we received the DDOT staff report, the
Septenber 23rd report, and it contained el enents to enhance
the overall TDM plan. W are in agreenent with these
additional elenents, just wth a fewtweaks. W're currently
di scussi ng our proposed anmendnents to the enhanced TDM pl ans
wth DDOT now, and |I'm confident that we wll reach a
finalized TDM package that DDOT will find acceptable.

After the hearing, we plan to submt a revised,
conplete TDM plan into the record that we believe wll
sati sfy DDOT.

COMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO So what are t he out st andi ng
| ssues?

MR, VANPELT: So | think we are discussing sone
of the incentives. DDOT has asked for annual Bikeshare
menberships to all of the affordable units for five years.

We are in discussion with themif that could be
each unit. But | think that's still a point of conversation.
W are talking to them about DDOT asked for SmarTrip cards

and CaBi vouchers to each of the dwelling units and we are
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asking about if that could be per unit at occupancy.

And we also want a little bit of flexibility on
DDOT requested that the parking only be for tenants. We
think it should be for tenants and visitors, and al so all ow
opportunities for Mount Airy Church, who was a co-applicant
to have access to it for, you know, services and ot her needs.

W will also add that they asked for bike repair
stations in each long-termbi ke room W are doing that, and
there's also going to be a bi ke | ounge.

| am still not totally clear nyself what that
i ncludes but there will also be a bike |Iounge as one nore
anenity to the project.

So | think, certainly, a project that we are
wor ki ng very hard to acconmodate cycli sts.

So it's very minor things at this point. At this
point it's very -- they are very mnor things. W are
agreeing to all of the conponents that they've asked us --
of us.

W are just trying to figure out sonme of the final
details, and having just received the report yesterday we
didn't quite have the tine to get that all fully penned out
for you tonight.

COMWM SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay. Thank you. That's
cl ear.

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: M. VanPelt, are you al so
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t weaki ng the | oadi ng managenent pl an?
MR, VANPELT: | think that that's not -- | think
we understood that DDOT was agreeable with what we had

submtted into the record. So we weren't anticipating doing

t hat .

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL:  Ckay.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: So here's what | want to ask, Ms.
Batties. There are a |lot of things that are still out. |

may be restating nyself. Let ne state it again.

The out st andi ng t hi ngs whi ch you agree w th, what
you don't agree with, where there's a problem we'd like to
have centralized in one place.

But | will tell everyone that | do support -- |
think LB West is still at Monterey. But anyway, the church
parking in this city. He's still there, LB Wst?

M5. BATTIES: Yes. Yes.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: | do support that and I am goi ng
to push that, and we need to nmake sure that happens. There
are churches inthis city who have a | ot of parking probl ens.
It's not just Mount Airy, but there are a lot of churches
t hat are havi ng parking probl ens.

So we will revisit that later. But anyway so if
we can put everything in one place, were there's a problem
where there's still disagreenent, that will be very hel pful

to us.
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Thank you.

MR, VANPELT: | just have one nore slide to wap
up. There are several itens that DDOT list in their staff
report that will require further coordination. There's al ot
of things that are happening in the public space, and so that
w Il need to be coordinated through that permtting process.

We recogni ze all these itens and we | ook forward
to continuing to coordinate on the design details and the
phasing for those with DDOT, the Northwest One team Mbunt

Airy Church, and other conmmunity stakehol ders through the

publ i ¢ space approval s process.

Thank you.

COW SSI ONER SHAPIRO  So |'m sure we will hear
fromDDOT as well. So they are essentially saying they think
you're still over parked?

MR, VANPELT: | think that we coul d probably say
that we are not -- we probably agree to disagree a little bit
on the parking. But what we are going to do is |ook at --

COWMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO But | amcuri ous about your
position on it and why you think it's okay.

MR. VANPELT: | think that -- | think from and
maybe Pai ge can speak to that froma market standpoint, but
| think, you know, what Toll and L+M believe is that they've
got the appropriate ratio for the market for the first phase

and we have agreed to look at it as the second phase
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proceeds, and we nmy have an opportunity to build I|ess
parking in the second phase and utilize the reservoir of
parking in the first phase.

M5. HACKLER: Yes. |'d just like to add, in the
st age one approval the parking ratio for the southern phase
was .64 spaces per unit. W are currently parking at .54
spaces per unit. So we have reduced the ratio at the request
of DDOT. We have surveyed the narket.

We have done anot her market study and we do feel,
like, to go -- to keep going below that we woul dn't be able
to adequately serve our residents.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you.

M5. BATTI ES: So that concludes our initial
presentation to the Zoni ng Comm ssi on.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Ckay. Did you all do that in 45

m nut es?

MS. BATTIES: Less.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: They did? No, | think she -- did
the clock stop? |'m just curious. Did you all rehearse
t hat ?

Yeah, |"msure. |'msure. | think you went over.
But anyway, okay. W appreciate the presentation and what
we are going to do is ask sonme additional questions and |
real ly appreciate those that were answered first.

Let me open it up.
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Comm ssi oner May?

COW SSI ONER  MAY: Yeah. Thank you. And |'m
sorry if I ama bit scattered here because it's -- there's
a lot going on and I nmay not group ny questions the way it
makes sense. Bounce around a little bit.

Anyway, so one thing that's not totally clear to
me and maybe it was covering one of the subm ssions. But
there's a lot to absorb.

What actually was driving the shift inthe density
fromthe north parcel to the south parcel ?

Was it an aesthetic choice? |Is it because you
want to make a certain nunmber of units in the first phase?
What's the --

M5. HACKLER: Oh, we thought it was better for the
proj ect, just balancing the two phases nore. There's still
fewer units in the southern phase than the northern phase.

But we thought a better bal ance woul d be better
for the project. W thought the overall project will be nore
successful if we can get nore people back sooner and
activating that nei ghborhood and those spaces.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: So okay. So it's partially
economc and it's -- | nmean, it wasn't driven by aesthetics
or anything like that? It's nmore -- it's nore about
bal anci ng and getting it right.

And you were not involved inthe initial planning
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of it, right?

MS. HACKLER:  No.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  All right. So you're picking
It up and trying to make it work. GCot it.

CHAl RVAN HOOD: Excuse ne. | forgot already. So
that's why | am saying we are getting ol der.

There's a young person back there. The person
who's with that young person, would you -- do you -- are you
going to testify tonight?

Ckay. GCkay. The other two young people. | just
wanted to make sure because we were going to |l et you cone up
now so you can take himhonme and he can finish his honework
and -- okay.

All right. So we don't have any other young --
wel |, everybody's young but any school -aged people in the

audi ence. kay.

Thank you. Thank you, Comm ssioner May.

COMM SSI ONER MAY:  (Okay. So with regard to the
change in zoning, because this was -- this is a stage two.
W had done stage one and we had al ready gone through all of

t he di scussion necessary to nake a change fromthe existing
zone to CG3-C, right?

| mean, that's -- so we have gotten to the high
density. W have sort of made the argunent already, right?

M5. BATTI ES: Correct.
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COW SSI ONER MAY:  And that was all litigated, as

It were, in stage one.

MS. BATTIES: Correct.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Ckay. So, | nean, for nme | am
not sure why we need to reargue that. I'"ve always been a
long -- I've long thought that issues that are settled and
decided in the stage one should not be relitigated in stage
two, whether it's by us or by people who -- you know, nenbers
of the public or parties who want to bring it forward or, you
know, and the only thing that woul d drive sonething |Iike that
is if there were a change in the part of the applicant. But
that's not what the case is here.

Tal k about park space for a mnute. First of all,
what will be happening with the phase one space whil e phase
two is -- sorry. That's the wong -- the north parcel.
What's going to happen with the north parcel while -- once
this is devel oped?

Is it just -- | mean, is it going to be as we see
it on sonme of those renderings with just green space? Is it
going to be grass? 1Is it going to be -- what are you goi ng
to do?

MS. HACKLER: Well, our intention is to be under
construction on the northern parcel by the time we are
delivering units on the southern parcel.

COMM SSI ONER MAY:  kay. And right now, it's --
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what's there? The buildings are gone? The trees are gone?

M5. HACKLER Right. Currently, it's a cleared
site. It's fenced and --

COW SSI ONER MAY:  It's fenced?

M5. HACKLER: Right. |It's secure.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  kay.

M5. HACKLER: W have security on site so --

COW SSI ONER MAY: Okay. And is it ever going to
not be fenced?

MS. HACKLER: No, that is not our intention.

COMM SSI ONER MAY:  Okay. So that inage we were
seeing is a conplete fiction. And | amnot saying that in
a negative sense. | amjust -- there's a reason behind ny
guestioning that. So --

MS. HACKLER: Right.

COW SSI ONER  MAY: -- and that has to do wth
establishing a park space and then taking it away, which is
a problem and has been a problemin other cases.

The -- all right. Your report in your filings
that the to be renovat ed park and t he sout hwest corner of the
siteis still inthe -- under managenent of the National Park
Servi ce.

Somewhere in the OP report | think they m ght have
made reference to being -- it being a district-owned park.

Now, it is federal space -- federally-owned | and
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and it is currently under the jurisdiction of the park

servi ce. We took action to transfer jurisdiction to the
federal -- now, granted, we never thought we owned it or we
haven't thought we owned it for, | don't know, 20 or 30
years.

We didn't do anything to nanage it. But it just
-- it seened to have been an anomaly in the records and |
think I even went through this at the stage one di scussi on.
What ' s happening on that right now?

Because we took our actions at the urging of the
district to make this happen fast, and a couple of years ago
we got the transfer of jurisdiction approved by NCPC, which
was our part of it, and we are still waiting for it to get
finalized. Were does it stand right now?

M5. BATTIES: W are waiting for the district to
accept the transfer of jurisdiction. | amtold that's to be
in the formof a resolution sent down by the mayor, and --

COMM SSI ONER MAY: A mayor's order or a resol ution
to be acted upon by the council? | thought the council had
al ready taken action.

M5. BATTIES: The council did take action. | am
not sure if it's a mayor's order or resolution. But ny
understanding it was an i nstrunent that woul d gi ve DVPED t he
ability to proceed with accepting the transfer and entering

into an agreenment for the use and nmintenance of the park
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Site.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. So at this point, is
this -- is that -- the fact that that transaction is not
conplete hindering the developnent of the park or the
agreenents that you need to put in place?

MS.  BATTI ES: It's not in that the Zoning
Comm ssion order -- the original order says that the park and
the i nprovenent of the park is subject to an agreenent --

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Right.

M5. BATTIES: -- with the district and we have
been - -

COW SSI ONER MAY: R ght.

M5. BATTIES: -- working diligently to get that
agr eenent .

COMM SSI ONER MAY: | f everything goes well, when
do you think -- | nmean, when do you think that construction

m ght start at that park?

MS. BATTIES: | really cannot answer that. | have
-- it's been years that we have been working with the
district on this. Yeah.

COW SSI ONER MAY: | knowit's -- | knowit's been
years. But what | amtrying to understand is that if it
doesn't happen soon and you're going to conme knocking on the
door -- the devel oper is going to come knocki ng at the door,

the Park Service is seeking a permit to construct sonething
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that we are not going to be able to permt.

M5. BATTIES: Right, and | want to -- | shoul d say
the park is -- you know, it's a great feature to this
project. W have even contenpl ated just going back to the
Nati onal Park Service and trying to enter into an agreenent
with the National Park Service.

W will continue to work with the district. W
wll continue to work with the National Park Service. But,
unfortunately, we just haven't made nuch progress.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. So I'll have a few
guestions for the Ofice of Planning along these |ines
because | think the tine is right to get this thing over the
finish line and it's very frustrating because it's taken a
lot of ny time and I've -- | nean, | renmenber talking to the
deputy mayor about this just about two years ago and getting
assurances that it was going to nove al ong.

And | know it got tangled up in surveyor issues
and things like that. But, you know, | think all of that's
done. So | just want to get this over with, please.

The -- oh, and by the way, one reason why you
m ght not want to work with us on the park, the anmenity space
that imediately abuts the park, | think one of the things
that | am concerned about is that this is a public park.

It's a district park and you are doing the

| mprovenents and | assume you're going to be maintaining it.
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But you're maintaining it for use by the public, and the way
the park i s desi gned shoul d not send a nessage to peopl e t hat
this park belongs to the apartnent building, right, because
It Is public space.

So | think that there has to be great care in how
any anenity space fronts onto it. And, frankly, if it were
us, we wouldn't want to have any doors that open directly to
it.

We woul dn't want to have a path or sonething |ike
t hat between it. You know, we have been through this in sone
ot her pl aces where we work wi th partners and new devel opnent s
and so on.

But we don't want anything that's going to nake
it seemlike this is not a totally public park. So |I'd ask
you to take a |l ook at that and i f you coul d show sone bl owups
of that area and that interface | think that would be very
hel pful from ny perspective.

| didn't see -- do we -- | nean, do we actually
have full elevations of the courtyards including the -- |

nmean, the interior courtyards for all those el evations in the

package -- the drawi ng package?

No. | am seeing heads shaking no. You can't
answer fromback there so -- you need to have your m crophone
on.

MR. KEANE: | don't think the elevations are in
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t he Power Poi nt .

COW SSI ONER MAY: I n the PowerPoint. O in the
drawi ng sets that we previously received?

M5. BATTIES: Aren't they in this set?

COW SSI ONER MAY: No. GOkay. So those should be
inthere, for the record, so we know what it | ooks |ike. Can
you bring up this -- the Page A29? | don't know what nunber
it is in the PowerPoint.

A29. Yeah. So what is this in the foreground that
we are seeing this lush planting?

MR, KEANE: Well, it's obviously a rendering. But
it's --

COWMM SSI ONER MAY: It's not your land, right?
This is across the street.

MR, KEANE: Onh, it's in the foreground.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Yes.

MR, KEANE: Oh. That's poetic |icense.

COMM SSI ONER  MAY: Ri ght. So what is that
actually going to be? | nean, am| -- in this inmage am |l
standing in the mddle of the building?

M5. HACKLER It's SeVerna. |It's the property in
front of SeVerna, the apartnment building. They set their
bui |l di ng back to anticipate the widening of L Street in the
future. So right now, it's grass.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: Okay. So but inthe future is
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It going to |l ook anything like this or is there going to be
a building right where we are?

M5. HACKLER: In the -- in the future it wll be
L Street.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Well, | nean, L Street you're
showi ng through -- running through there, right? Is it --

M5. HACKLER: Right. In the future, L Street is
going to extend. R ght nowit's 40.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  It's going to get w der.

M5. HACKLER: It's going to get wider and it's
going to extend in that direction.

COW SSI ONER  MAY: Got it. So this doesn't
reflect the newL Street. All right. Thank you.

kay. I'msorry. I'mgoing to try to nove very
gui ckly through the rest of these things. So, | appreciate
t he huge vol une of bicycle parking and | amwondering i f you
are now planning for outlets so that people can charge their
E- bi kes because many peopl e are buying E-bi kes, especially
young peopl e wi th cargo bi kes who have to haul their children
around and are not strong enough to do it with their own
|l egs. Not that | amcalling out anybody in particular. And
their scooters.

So this is a real question. | nean, is it -- is
it sonmething you' re planning on? Because | think it's snart

to do that and if DDOT isn't already insisting on that they
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probably shoul d be. | nmean, you don't want people taking
their E-bikes up to their apartnents to charge them
M5. HACKLER: Yeah. We have not thought about

that yet but we are happy to look into that.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. | think that's a good
thing to do.

The materials board we have here -- | was | ooki ng
at the brick selection and | am curious about the white

brick, which | ooks |ike a concrete brick as opposed to a true

masonry product. Am|l just, |ike, reading that wong?
MR. KEANE: | believe that is a concrete product.
COWM SSI ONER  MAY: It is -- it is a concrete
product .
So I've not seen a concrete brick product |ike

that used on a building facade. You're going to have a | ot
of that, right?

MR, KEANE: Yes.

COW SSI ONER MAY: | nean, | amcurious about how
that's going to wear and how dirty it's going to get and
things like that. First of all, it's light and it's nore

porous than a fire product or at |east, generally, concrete

I S.

So | am just wondering about how it's going to
performand whether it's going to -- you know, you're going
to get running off it and it's going to get streaky. | have
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a thing against, you know, white brick or white products
because of that reason.

MR. KEANE: Yeah. Yeah. | would think it would
-- it would wear very nmuch |i ke a precast concrete facade and
many of those are light in color and sort of |inestone
colored in nature.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Yeah.

MR. KEANE: You see that all over the city.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Ckay.

MR KEANE: So it's extrenely durable.

COW SSI ONER MAY: Well, | am not worried about
the durability. It's a matter of how clean it's going to
| ook.

MR. KEANE: Right.

COW SS|I ONER MAY: Ckay. | mean, | still have
sonme reservations. Wiy are you -- why are you even bot heri ng
Wi th a concrete brick instead of a regular brick? Is it just

a cost issue?

MR, KEANE: W |like the way it | ooks.

COWMM SSI ONER  MAY: Ckay. If possible -- |
woul dn't be exhaustive about this and | am not going to be
a big pain about it. But if you can show an exanpl e of where
brick like this has been used in a |arger facade --

MR. KEANE: Sure. Yeah.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: -- that would be worth seeing
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MR, KEANE: Yeabh.

COMM SSI ONER MAY:  -- so | can understand it and
stop conpl ai ni ng about stuff that, you know, is not really
a probl em

MR. KEANE: That's fair.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Let ne just add to that. | think
Comm ssioner May is on to sonething. | actually learned it
from-- | wll tell you, | had a chance recently, and |

mentioned this the other night, of sonething that we approved
some years ago and it's terrible.
So | would associate ny cormments as well. So |

amdoing it nowso | don't have to do it later and we don't

have to go back toit. But I'dlike for you -- | amnot sure
where he is on this but I'd like for you all to |ook at
somet hi ng el se because to ne that doesn't -- that's not going

to work, because in about four or five years and ei ght years,
whoever lives there it's going to | ook deplorable Iike some
other things that I've had the opportunity to vote on and |

have problenms with that now So | think we need to revisit

t hat .

Thank you.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: Is it just the color?

CHAlI RVAN  HOOD: He knows nore about it. I
actually learned it fromhimso and | just started noticing
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COW SSI ONER MAY:  You know, again, | nean, it may
be perfectly fine but | think this is -- every building is
different and the way it's detailed is going to determ ne
much of it.

| appreciate the fact that, you know, there's
| i ght-col ored precast around. Precast, generally speaking,
has a finer finish than what | seeinthis brick, whichis --
and maybe it's just because you all didn't handle it well

when you were putting together the board and you're chi ppi ng

the edges of it. | don't know.

| mean, it just looks likeit'salittle bit rough
around the edges. So whereas -- | nean, precast is a very
fine looking product and if you -- you have to | ook very
carefully to know that it's not |imnmestone, right.

So | just feel like you got to denonstrate that
it's going to |l ook good and it isn't going to get dingy and
it isn't going to get dingy and it isn't going to get
streaked by water running off the wi ndows and things |ike
t hat .

So the loading path -- okay. So that is a very
| ong one and | know they are very |arge apartnent buil di ngs
t hat have | ong | oadi ng paths through the corridors.

It's a little different running your stuff down

a corridor in the apartnent building versus through the
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parking garage, and so | am still a little bit concerned
about that. | nean, | think that's the nost significant flaw
In the -- in that aspect of the project of all the issues

that were raised by DDOT and | think we need to understand
why that -- a little bit nore about why that actually can
work and if, in fact, sone of these ot her apartnent buil di ngs
that you operate have a simlar circunstance.

One of the questions | have about that is that the
-- it looks like thereis alift that gives you a transition
fromthe | oadi ng dock level tothe -- to the garage | evel and
it's, | don't know, three feet or sonething |like that.

Did | read that correctly? Yes.

MR, KEANE: Yes.

COMM SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. So if anything that can
be done to avoid that | think that would be a smart thing.
| mean, if there's a way to ranp up to the | oading dock so
that the -- you know, the dock itself is alittle bit higher
or if you can -- you know, | amnot sure if ranmping it is
going to nmake it that nmuch better.

But | think it's awkward having to cone off the
truck, get on a ranp, go up four feet and then travel 673
feet or whatever the hell it is. That's an awkward
ci rcunstance for people noving stuff now.

Yes, novers are probably going to be doi ng nost

of that work. But, you know, that's a | ot nore work for them
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and it's alot nore cost to the people who pay themto do it.

So wll you be -- | nean, sone people, you know,
still nove thenselves in, | assune. Are you going to provide
any kind of carts or things like that for people doing that?

M5. HACKLER  Yes.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  (Okay. And are they notorized
at all or anything like that or are they just going to be
pushcart ?

M5. HACKLER: Typically, we provide pushcart.
That's our typical --

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Yeah. | amjust curious. It's
a really long, |ong distance.

Al right. Last coupl e things. | appreciate
Commi ssi oner Turnbull's concerns about the signage pl an.
am not quite as concerned. | think part of the problemis
that it's a really conplex building and you have |ots of
different sign types and there's not a lot of clarity about
how it will actually | ook.

They are just, you know, sort of the colored
stripes -- brightly colored stripes that indicate this type
of sign or that type of sign and | am not sure that
necessarily hel ps you describe what it is that you want to
do. So sonething that's a little bit nore illustrative may
hel p in that regard.

| agree that the -- sone of the building signage
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-- the building identifying signage -- is very large, a 6-
foot by 45-foot blade signis -- gives ne sone pause.

But on the side of the building | don't think I
have quite as much of an issue about that. | assune that
that's consistent wth the rest of the city's signhage
regulation and that's sonething that gets approved on a
regul ar basis for non-PUD projects. |Is that the case? M.

Batties, maybe you know.

M5. BATTIES: | don't know the answer to that.
COW SSI ONER MAY: Ckay. | nean, that m ght be
hel pful to know as well whether that's -- how far out of the

ordinary that is. They are large, certainly.

And then the last thing is that you need to put
nore solar panels on the roof. | nmean, there's just --
there's just a lot of roomup there and it seens to nake
sense to put nore solar panels up there. And you don't need
to answer that. You just need to try to put nore on.

Al right. That's it for nmy questions and
conment s.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: All right. Thank you.

Commi ssi oner Shapiro?

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. Just
a fewnore fromthe OP report that | wanted to nmake sure got
on the record and that you addressed as wel |.

So the three additional pieces that were in the
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OP report was, one is -- and these are just negative inpacts
that 1'd like to hear how you -- that need to be mtigated.
There's, clearly, a nunber of benefits but that's just -- we

want this to be part of the record.

So theincreaseintraffic as aresult of the size
of the devel opnent. OP nentioned the increase in demand on
public utilities and you' ve already tal ked about this a bit
but we want to get into it and -- have you get into it in
nore detail and to see it as a negative inpact that needs to
be mtigated, which is that residents who nmay not qualify to
return or choose not to return.

Okay. And then the other piece that | have which
is building off of what Conmm ssioner May just ended with.
Coul d you -- can you pull up the -- something that shows us
t he roof ?

(Pause.)

COMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO So just in terns of the
environnmental benefits to the roof, | see sone sol ar panels
and | agree with Conm ssioner May -- it |ooks |ike you could

doubl e or triple this.

But then aml| -- and | may just be mssing it if
| am | saw a reference to a green roof down below. But is
any of -- is any of the rest of this green as well?

MR, KEANE: No.
COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay. And why not ?
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MR, KEANE: | don't know, Paige, if you want to

handl e t hat.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO:  Before you answer, did you
nmeet with DOE -- the Departnent of Environnment?

MR KEANE: | didn't personally but | don't know
if our teamdid. No.

COW SSI ONER SHAPIRO:  So | would -- | would Iike
you to do that and then it mght have all sorts of things
that could i nprove the energy efficiency of the building and
help neet the D.C. 's cl ean energy goals.

So yeah, | think that's inportant. So | don't
even need a | ot nore discussion about it beyond, you know,
neet with DOE and figure out what nore you can do.

Thank you. That's all on this issue.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: | am just curious, is anybody
bored with what we are tal king about? |Is this boring to --
| am just curious. | always ask -- | always ask people.
Li ke ny sister watches sonetinme and how |l ong do they really
watch it? You know, ny sister sonetines watch -- | shoul dn't
say this but she watches sonetines and | just wonder how | ong
people watch it if they are not really -- | amjust curious.

Maybe that wasn't the right question to ask but
it happens sonetines, especially when it gets late. l's
anybody bored? Raise your hand.

kay. Is this interesting?
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(O f-m crophone comments.)

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Ckay. | amgoing to get there.
| am going to get there -- the testinony. But | just was
curious, and | amglad that you said that but | want to --
are you going to testify tonight?

(O f-m crophone comments.)

CHAI RVAN HOQOD: Yeah. Yeah. Well, that's good.
So what you -- maybe | want to have -- nmaybe | do want to
talk. Are you going to testify tonight?

(O f-m crophone comments.)

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  No, | actually want you to because
| am going to ask you a question. So we have one person.
kay. | want to ask you a few questions.

Okay. All right. Conm ssioner Turnbull?

COWMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Ckay. | just want to get
back to the density issue and the C3-C. W have al ready
agreed that it's high density. M concern was that it seens
to me, though, in-- when we set this down in the first stage
we wanted the higher taller buildings at the north end on M
Street.

That's what we told the comunity. W said we
woul d go | ower as we canme south, try to make it fit in nore
residential and keep -- try to keep a | ower aspect to that
part of the ground.

But now we are adding nore height to the south.
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How do you justify that to the community, going back to first
stage, | guess?

MS. BATTI ES: Well, we have presented these
revised drawi ngs to the community, the ANC, and --

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Because you tol d t hemt hat
It was | ower originally.

M5. BATTIES: They have -- they have seen -- |
mean, we have copied --

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: So you didn't nention it
to thenf

MS. BATTI ES: No, we have copied the ANC on the
change in the building heights and the configuration, yes.

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Ckay. Good.

MS. BATTIES: And Mount Airy Baptist Church, which
is the nost imediately inpacted nei ghbor, they are also a
co-applicant. They have no objections to the hei ght that has

been proposed.

But I will say, Comm ssioner Turnbull, also to
respect the concept of |owering the heights as we get closer
to L Street, the portion of the building that fronts on L
Street is two stories lower than the rest of the buil ding.

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL:  Yeah, | appreciate -- |
appreciate that. | guess part of the thing with the -- the
architecture seens to -- no real conplaints with it but it

sort of accentuates the verticality.
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| nmean, it actually makes it read higher yet. |
mean, it's this nmassive -- these are big bl ocks of buil di ngs,
al nost super bl ocks, and | just have a sense that when | | ook
at these buildings with the verticality that you' ve tal ked

about it really makes it | ook nore of like awall. It's very
-- | nmean, it's going to be a dense building. There's a |ot

of people going to be living here.

But it's accentuated by the verticality of the
design of the building and | -- did you ever think about
softening that, trying to make it nore of an intinmate

nei ghbor with the community or -- it looks like it's standing
up by itself saying, here | am-- this is what | amand | am
a big building.

MR. KEANE: You know, we spend a lot of tine
| ooki ng at the surroundi ng buil dings. W | ook at precedence,
you know, in D.C. and beyond, you know, when we design
buil di ngs like this.

COW SSI ONER  TURNBULL: el |, resi denti al
bui | di ngs.

MR. KEANE: Yes. Yes. Residential. W are --

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Residential. For people.

MR. KEANE: We build nore -- we are one of the
| argest residential design firns in the United States. So
we are used to working in urban environnents and desi gning

very successful buildings that fit into their surroundings.
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So coul d we have done things to make the buil di ng
seem nore horizontal? W could have. But, you know, this
Is the conversation we had with our owners and with the
nei ghbor hood and we went through a process, and | thought it
was a very thoughtful process and it was a very inclusive
process and this is where we ended up.

And | thought the comments that cane fromOP were
good comments. | thought that was part of the dial ogue. |
thought it actually sinplified the building and created a
little bit nore repetition, which is usually a good thing.
Li ke, better buil dings have good repetition.

So we are confortable with the aesthetics of the
bui | di ng.

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: All right. Let's take a
| ook at what | talked about earlier -- the signage -- and
let's see if | can use our conputer here to -- can you pul
up what is in the book as A28?

(Pause.)

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: | think you went by A28.
Yes, looking at the -- it's the rendering of the southeast
corner of the -- well, I'll go back to where we were. There.
Leave it there. Those three areas have huge 45-foot-high
signs and | think in one case there's actually a bl ade sign
withit.

So if you | ook out your balcony you're going to
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see a blade sign. |If you're going to see a blade sign you're
going to see another wall sign and you're going to see it
t here.
| mean, you're basically turning the corner to see
the sane sign. You nust think people are not very
intelligent to be ableto find their -- to find the buil ding.
| nmean, | think this is superfluous. [It's just

superfluous. You were going to say sonething?

M5. HACKLER: | was just going to say that there
Is no intention of installing all of the signs at the
| ocati ons shown on those plans. It |ooks |like that because

we actual | y have not nade deci si ons about where we want signs
yet.

COMWM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Don't give us things --
don't give us things to | ook at that you're not going to do.
That puts -- right nowyou're | ooking for extrenme flexibility
on signs everywhere.

Pick some spots, show it, and I want to see it
actual |y depicted on a rendering what they | ook |ike so that
peopl e know -- the community knows what it's going to | ook
li ke.

But here's the other thing.

COVWM SSI ONER MAY: Comm ssi oner Turnbull, could
| ask a question? | mean, do you think it would be

acceptable if they were to indicate that they will pick one
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of these two or three locations to --

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL:  Yeah. | would think --
| woul d think we need to know sone ki nd of definition of what
they --

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Right. Yeah. So they don't
necessarily have to deci de exactly where it's going to go but
that it would be one of the three that we are -- that you
poi nted out or do you want to --

COW SSI ONER TURNBULL: Well, let's |look at A30.
If you go to A30, which is fromthe church -- the view from
the church. ©OCh, howdo I get rid of this?

CHAI RVAN HOOD: It's a click. Ht the click.
COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: On, yeah. Onh, not cl osed.
CHAl RMAN HOOD: Onh, it's here. dick.

COMM SSI ONER TURNBULL: Thank you, sir.

Now, on this -- on your signage drawing here

you' re showi ng big signs here and you' re show ng big signs

here, right around the corner fromeach other. Again, it's
the same thing, Comm ssioner May. |It's superfluous.

Show us -- show us where you want to do it, what
it's going to look Iike, not |ike you've got these huge signs
everywhere. | think having blade signs that -- especially
by bal conies. Wuo the hell wants to go out on their bal cony
and see a huge blade sign? You have to think. You got to

t hi nk where you're putting it, what people are going to see,
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what are the tenants going to see -- the people who live
her e.

| nmean, |'ve seen in Virginia and Maryl and
bui | di ngs -- condos put up where they put the huge sign of
the building al nost in front of the wi ndows of people who are
going to live there.

If | go by these places |I find that they are
vacant because they can't sell them They are putting signs
i n places that people who are going to live there say, |
don't want a damm sign in front of ny wi ndow or next to ny
wi ndow -- | got to | ook out it.

| want you to think. That's all. And conme back
with a plan that makes sense for these huge signs and
t hi nki ng about the people who are going to live there and
what they are going to see and what the nei ghbors are going

to see across the street.

| am not saying you can't have a big sign. | am
j ust saying think about it. Think about what you want, where
it's going to go and how it affects the people who |ive
there. That's all | am sayi ng.

| am just saying right now | saw sonmething |ike
10 huge signs next to each other, both bl ade signs and a wal |
sign together, which just seened to be overkill. Overkill.
And | think there is a rational anmount of signage any
bui |l di ng can have. W don't have this kind of flexibility

Are they nostly market rate units that are getting
bal conies or are you giving sone to the affordable units
also? 1'd like -- and | can -- it's hard to |look at the
renderings and then go back and | ook at the plans. So |

really want it to be shown.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: Al l right. Thank vyou,
Cormm ssioner Turnbull. Vice Chair Mller?

VICE CHAIR M LLER: Thank you, M. Chairnman.

And just following up on that |ast point,
Comm ssioner Turnbull, | do like the -- | think one of the
changes was the additional rows of bal conies that have been
provided in the project as well as other attractive design
features -- recessed bays and the coloring that would help
nmake the building seem nore residential in feel and
character, and | think all those are positive changes. And

so | comend you in working with the comunity on those
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positive changes.

On the affordable -- the 122 affordable units in
this phase, | nean, | sawthe breakdown of unit size for them
I n one of the subm ssions.

| think it was your subm ssion. And | commend you
al so on the | arger sized units and | think you elimnated all
the studio units and you have -- | think the majority of
units are two, three, and four bedroons. So that's
comrendabl e.

But | don't think | saw, or you can point ne to
it or you can provide it as part of a subm ssion |ater, of
what the nedian famly inconme level is for each of those two
bedroons, three bedroons, four bedroons. How many of them
are at 30 percent, 60 percent, 80 percent? | saw that the
bl ended i nconme | evel for the affordable units would be at no

nore than 60 percent, which is -- which is great.

But | knowthat there are -- there's a range here
and | just wanted to see of the unit sizes how many are at
each incone level, if you can provide that for the record.

That's really all | have, M. Chairman. Thank
you.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  And Commi ssi oner Shapiro has one
followup and | have one question, and then we wll Kkeep
novi ng.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair.
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Yeah, if you could restate one nore tinme what the
situationis wwth the first source agreenent. The chair and
Il -- 1 think | amcertainly a little confused about exactly

what the status of it is and what you' re proposed sol ution

I'S.

M5. BATTIES: | probably just -- the subm ssions
weren't hel pful -- the expl anations.

W entered in -- we proffered a first source
agreenent with our stage one approval. It was signed by the

co-op but not fully executed. It wasn't signed by DCES.

Since then -- and our order just says that prior
to the issuance of the first stage -- prior to the issuance
of a building permt for phase one we will enter into a first
sour ce agreenent.

Since the first stage PUD approval, the first
source agreenent has been anended. So the form | ooks
different. The requirenents -- there are tw sets of
requi rements now and, quite frankly, the new form does not
i ncl ude PUD as one of the types of enployers that woul d be
subject to the first source 51 percent hiring requirenent.

The applicant is conmmtted to the 51 percent
hiring requirenent. W will have to work with DOES in either
getting themto sign the old formor marking up the new form
to include the PUD and commtting -- you know, fulfilling the

commitnent for the 51 percent | ocal hiring requirenent. But
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at this point, we don't have a fully executed first source
agr eenent .

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO: But you are commtting to
neeting those enploynent goals that you just laid out?

M5. BATTIES: Yes. The 51 percent |ocal hiring.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Ckay.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: So | et ne just piggyback on that.
So whether it's in the district's program or your own
program |Is that what you're saying? O you're going to --
depends on the district?

M5. BATTIES: W are going to work with DCOES to
do the first source.

CHAl RMAN HOOD: Ms. Schellin, | renmenber sone tine
ago that their PUDs did cone off and | have been talking to
the adm nistration. Where did we | eave off with that? Like
| say, we are getting old and I am forgetting.

But | know we had -- | had been personally tal king
to the adm nistration about getting that back on there.
Where did we | eave of f?

MS. SCHELLIN: My understanding is that they are
only doing first source agreenents on projects that are --
| think that there's, like, an LDA or sonething invol ved.

M5. BATTIES.: O where they get district funds.

M5. SCHELLIN: District funds, yes.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Ckay. Maybe that was it.
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M5. SCHELLI N: District funds.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: Let's put that on -- in the
parking lot and let's try to revisit that again. Maybe we
need to see if we can see where that is. [|'d like to -- |
forgot. I know it was explained to ne but I want to nake
sure that's not a m ssed opportunity, especially in this case
and ot her cases.

Comm ssi oner Shapiro?

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. So,
based on that then, it would be hel pful to hear a comm t nent
to nmeeting these goals whether or not you sign an agreenent
wi t h DOES?

M5. BATTIES: W agree to neeting the 51 percent
| ocal hiring requirenment, which was conmtted in the original
PUD approval .

COMWM SSI ONER SHAPI RO kay. Thank you.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: That's good, but still, we wll --
we need to follow up on that. I only had really one
guestion. Can we put back up -- | think it was L Street.
It was -- | think it was during your presentation, M.
VanPel t . It's right where the church's steps were -- the
church's steps. Munt Airy's steps was right there. | think

that was L Street or whatever --

MR. VANPELT: Are you referring to the photo of
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CHAI RMVAN HOOD: Yeah. The photo. Photo.

MR. VANPELT: Yeah. Gkay. So that woul d be slide
15. | think it mght -- there you go.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Ckay. Explain to ne what's goi ng
on right there again because how am| going to get in the --
maybe | am just -- maybe -- | don't know, maybe it's a
optical illusion.

MR, VANPELT: Well, as | described to you earlier,
L Street is not really a street.

CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Ri ght .

MR, VANPELT: It's norelike an alley. So | think
probably the best thing to do would be to go to the next
slide there, Bob.

So as you can see in this i mage you can see where
t he church steps cone down and | think beyond the base of the
steps we will have sonewhere around eight feet now to the
future back of curb.

So today there is no sidewal k and so the street
that you're seeing when you go back to the other imge is

MR. VANPELT: Yeah. So the future curb |ine of
L -- 1 nmean, approximately -- is going to be al nost where you

see the words L Street on the pavenent there.
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So you're going to have a curb sonewhere in that
| ocati on. So that's how nuch of L Street was -- just

envi sion how much of L Street was | ost with urban renewal .

So that'll be the northern curb line. And so when
-- what would be an appropriate situation you'll actually
cone down of f the church steps to a sidewal k and you' ||l have

a landing on a sidewal k up on a curb.

CHAI RVAN  HOCQD: Ckay. So right now, help ne
remenber. Wat does that nean, useful now? Is it --

MR VANPELT: It is a street and it's supposed to
serve one-way eastbound traffic. It's signed with a Do Not
Enter off of North Capitol, which nost people don't pay
attention to that. But --

CHAI RMAN HOOD: And who basi cally uses that right
now? Is it church nenbers? Wo basically wuses it?
Ever ybody?

MR, VANPELT: | think -- yeah, it's open -- it's
open to the public so I think you'll get nenbers from the
community. | nmean, anybody can go through it. 1It's public.
| think the church uses it. There's sonme church parking
that's along it today.

CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Ckay.
MR, VANPELT: When you get to the -- if you turn
around kind of in front of the steps to the east just behind

us here.
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CHAI RMAN HOOD: And in the conversations with the

church they were aware this -- that this was going to take
pl ace?

M5. BATTIES: Yes. W have net with the church
once at the church, once at DDOT, and we have provi ded them
witten -- copies of all of our witten subm ssions rel ated
to the inprovenent of L Street.

CHAI RMVAN  HOQD: Ckay. Al right. Al right.
Let's go on.

| got a question -- did | get ny police questions
answered. | actually |ooked in the -- well, one of themwas
outstanding. One of the -- thank you. Yeah.

One of the questions was outstanding and | am
trying to renenber -- oh, in your subm ssion in Exhibit, what
was that, 36? Thirty-seven? Let ne see. Hol d on a sec.
Oh, | amon another night. Wat's this -- okay. Ckay.

Thirty-seven. Exhibit 37, and -- there it 1is.

And | know
that's not part of what we are doing but -- okay. All right.
I nt eresting.

Maybe | will ask the Ofice of Planning. Any
ot her questions up here? kay. Let nme just do a
backgr ound. How many people are here in support of this
case, if you can raise your hand?

How many people are here in opposition? kay.

How many people are in opposition to this case? |If you can
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rai se your hand.

Okay. Looks |ike you have overwhel m ng support.
M. Duren, | knewyou would be in support. I|f your hand went
up for opposition | would have had a problem | would have
st opped the hearing, actually.

Ckay. Let's go to the Ofice of Planning and
DDOT.

M5. BROWN- ROBERTS: Good eveni ng, M. Chairman and
menbers of the Conm ssion. Maxi ne Brown- Roberts with the
O fice of Planning.

The O fice of Planning recomends the Conm ssion
approve the proposed nodification to the first stage PUD and
second stage PUD for the south parcel with the requested
flexibility.
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As analyzed in OP's initial report, the proposed
devel opnment woul d not be i nconsistent with the conprehensive
plan and would neet the relevant conditions of the first
st age PUD.

OP's original recommendati on was conditioned on
the applicant providing additional information, about six
itenms. OP worked with the applicant to address sone of these
I ssues including the design and colors on the building, the
breakdown of affordable units and, in particular, those for
the return of Sursum Corda residents.

Si nce the suppl enentary report, the applicant has
worked to provide a first source agreenent and provided
i nformati on on the uses within the outlined anmenity spaces.

OP has worked with DCHA and the applicant
regarding the continued nonitoring of the returning Sursum
Corda residents in units and other affordable units.

The applicant wll continue to fulfil the
conditions of approval of the first stage PUD and public
benefits.

Regarding the park that M. My nentioned, the
Ofice of Planning will work with the appropriate agencies
and get back with you on sonething.

COW SSI ONER  MAY: Can you get sonme sort of a
response fromDMPED about when this is going to nove forward?

Because | think the ball's intheir court, right? Isn't that
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who it is?

M5. BROMN-ROBERTS: | think we w il ask. W wll
ask and see what we can --

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Okay. | just -- | just found
out | got a neeting on Tuesday with John Falcicchio. So
maybe 1'11 ask him

M5. BROAN- ROBERTS: Ckay. There you go. And then
regardi ng the conplaint issues | think in areport we did and
did an anal ysis on howthe plan was not inconsistent with the
-- with the Conprehensive Plan and that the Md-Cty Snall
Area Plan outlined the conditions under which this property

specifically woul d operate.

| think we can al so submit sonmething to the record
to talk about the issues -- the negative issues from the
plans in order to address your questions.

Thank you, M. Chairman.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Thank you, Ms. Brown-Roberts.

Let's go -- Ms. Steingasser?

MS. STEI NGASSER: M. Chairman, |I'd like -- |'d
just like the -- | don't want the applicant to be left out
there on their own regarding the design and colors of the

bui | di ng.
W worked closely with the applicant on the
colors, especially of the brick, and it was a |ot darker

bui | di ng, which we felt was al nost overwhel m ngly dark. And
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so we pushed the applicant to cone forward with a |ighter
palette. So | just feel like | need to speak up alittle bit
on their behal f.

COW SSI ONER MAY: | appreciate that. M question
was about the specific bricks that they had chosen as opposed
to the color.

MS. STEI NGASSER: The material? Okay. We wll
work with that.

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Yeah. Exactly.

CHAI RVAN HOOD: My question -- | appreciate the
work that you all did. Maybe | pushed them back a little

further the other way where they m ght have been.

| am not sure how dark they were but | can tell
you that | object to real |ight colors because |'ve seen it
and |'ve nentioned this again, and there's just certain parts

of the city in certain areas and | think that we do a
di sservice when we have those lighter colors and they get
dirty after so many years.

And | just think |I've seen other buildings that

don't do that, and | just ask that we | ook at trying to make

sure we deal with that. Gkay. That's where | am That's
nmy stance and | amsticking with it.

Al right. Comm ssioner Shapiro?

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair. Just

a quick request for OP, and | think that you've been doing,
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at |l east fromny perspective, you' ve been quite attentive to
the environnental aspects of the -- of the devel opnents and
| hear it nore and nore and nore, and | knowthat is in part
because you're bringing it tothe attention of the devel opers
as well and | appreciate that.

I f you coul d add one nore thing to your checklist.
When devel opers cone to you can you nake sure that you are

pushing themto a DOEE as wel | ?

MS. STEI NGASSER: Yes, sSir. We, at our initial
neeting --

COMM SSI ONER SHAPI RO You may be al ready doi ng
t hat .

MS. STEI NGASSER: -- we al ways advi se themto neet
i mredi ately with DOEE.

COMW SSI ONER SHAPI RO kay. Thank you.

MS. STElI NGASSER: W also invite DCEE to our
neetings with the applicants as projects get submtted.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you. And | knowit's
not in your control but | appreciate that you are attentive
to it.

Thank you, M. Chair.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  Thank you. Any other follow up
guestions for O fice of Planning?

Al right. Let's go to DDOTI.

M. Rogers?
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MR, ROGERS: Good eveni ng, Chairnman Hood, nenbers

of the conmm ssion. Jonathan Rogers wth the District
Departnent of Transportation.

As you can tell, this is a conplex project and
"Il provide an overview of the progress made on the issues
outlined in DDOT's July report. These updates are descri bed
in further detail in our Septenber 23rd report.

On the heritage tree issue, DDOT considers this
| ssue resolved. W always do try to preserve heritage trees
consistent with the heritage tree preservation |aw.

Utimately, inlight of proposed | egislation, DDOT
entered into a negotiated settlement with the applicant
including a fee of about $270,000 for the renoval of the
heritage trees. This is equal to the anbunt of the fine that
woul d be required for the legislation. That noney will be
used to plant new trees and support the district's tree

canopy. And as | noted earlier, DDOT considers this issue

resol ved.

On L Street, this particular itemrequired quite
a bit of coordination between this developer -- this
applicant -- and the applicant and devel opnent teamfor the

adj acent Northwest One project.
They have jointly signed a |l etter, which has been
submtted to the record, that acceptably outlines the

appr oach, t he desi gn -- concept desi gn -- and

responsibilities for the ultimate build out of L Street,
which wi || be a vast inprovenent over the existing conditions
for L Street.

DDOT wi shes to note that the concept pl an i ncl uded
inthe letter is just that. |It's a concept and it is a good
one. However, final design will be determned as part of
further coordination with DDOT as the project advances.

Regardi ng | oadi ng and trash, particularly for the
sout hwest buil ding, DDOT does find that is -- it is a long
di stance to travel wth both trash and nove in/nove out
materials between the |loading dock and the southwest
buil ding. This involves both alift and a long travel route
t hrough t he garage.

This would not be considered best practice and
could potentially | ead to uni ntended curb si de | oadi ng either
fromPierce Street or First Street. However, the applicant
has devel oped a |oading nanagenent plan that is heavily
reliant on active managenent of |oading activities and DDOT
finds that this plan is sufficiently robust to address any
potential negative inpacts fromthe | oadi ng schene.

Pierce Street has been -- the design of Pierce
Street has been resol ved. It is acceptably designed wth
adequat e parking |lane width and traveling w dth.

One note is that for the phase two devel opnent on

the north side of Pierce Street DDOT will have to work with
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the applicant to confirmthat the |oading design for those
future buildings confornms with the proposed design of Pierce
Street including parking on the south side of the street.
So we | ook forward to that coordination.

Regardi ng parki ng, DDOT's July letter was
referring to a higher parking provision than what was
ultimately proposed in this nost recent subm ssion. At that
time, there were about 330 par ki ng spaces that were proposed.

After raising the issue, the applicant -- after
DDOT raised the issue the applicant reduced the parking
supply by about 330 -- excuse ne, to 300 spaces so it'l
reduce 30 spaces and the overall parking provision is
consistent with the stage one approval .

In ternms of the bi ke roomrecomendation that was
made this evening by Comm ssioner May, that's an excell ent
one and DDOT woul d support the inclusion of electrical plugs
in the bicycle roomand that is definitely sonething that we
will look to include in future devel opnents. It's a good
i dea as technol ogy evolves to include nore electric-powered
mcro nobility type transportation.

Wth that, DDOT has no objections -- no objection
to the action, subject to sonme conditions that the applicant
has agreed to, with the exception of sonme mnor discussions
still needed on the loading -- excuse ne, on the

transportati on demand managenent side. W |look forward to
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havi ng t hose conti nued conversations and believe that we can
cone to resolution on that outstanding el enent.

Wth that, |I'll pause and be happy to answer any
guestions you have.

CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Yeah, | want to thank you both for
your reports. It looks like a lot of work has been achi eved
and done from the perspective that | had comng in here
tonight. So | appreciate all the work that everybody's put
intoit. | knowthere nmay be sonme m nor things that need to
be tweaked. But | appreciate the work that it |ooks |ike
that went into this case.

Al right. Let ne open it up. Any questions --
well, we already did Ofice of Planning. Any questions of
DDOT? Not seeing any. M. Rogers and Ms. Brown- Roberts, you
all obviously have done a great job. Not nany questions.

Okay. Does the applicant have any cross, either
DDOT or O fice of Planning?

M5. BATTIES: None. No.

CHAI RMAN HOQOD: And, again, | don't see anyone
here fromthe ANC who woul d have been Chai rperson Marriott --
Al exander T. Marriott, ANC 6E. | wll do the ANC report.

Basically, the ANCs at the comm ssioners' neeting
duly noted with a quorum present, four out of seven
comri ssioners required to be in attendance to achieve a

guor um ANC 6E voted wunaninmously five in favor, zero
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opposed, and zero abstentions to support this application,
and this letter 1is our Exhibit Nunber 14 signed by
Chai rperson Marriott.

Ckay. Do we have any other -- other than what we
have al ready di scussed, did | m ss any other reports besides
the ones that we have already discussed?

| don't want to nane them but we have already
di scussed a few, and al so coordi nati on has al ready been goi ng
on with DOEE as well from what we understand.

CHAI RMVAN HOOD:  Yes.

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Just for the record, |
think the nessage that | heard is that coordination actually
has not been ongoi ng wi th DCE.

The only
t hi ng we woul d suggest is the devel oper look into installing
conduits and infrastructure needed to provide electric
vehi cl e charging stations in the bel ow grate parking garage.

| didn't see any nention of them in Section D
circulation parking and loading on Page 11 of the
subcommittee's statenment filed on July 5th.

COMM SSI ONER MAY:  So perhaps the applicant can
handl e that on rebuttal and answer that question.

M5. HACKLER: W do have electric car charging
stations.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: kay. So we are good -- we are
strai ght, Comm ssioner May?

COW SSI ONER MAY:  Mm hmm

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Okay. All right. Anything el se?

Al right. Do we have any organizations of
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persons who are here in support other than the young | ady
that | amgoing to ask to cone forward?

Do we have anybody el se, organi zati ons or persons,
who'd |like to testify in support? Any organizations or
persons who'd Ilike to testify in opposition? Any

organi zati ons or persons who are undecl ared?

So | amgoing to ask the young lady that -- it's
al ways good to hear fromthose who are nost -- Ms. HIl? M.
H1l, are you undecl ared?

(O f-m crophone comments.)
CHAI RMAN HOOD: That was actually -- well, cone
on up, Ms. Hill. M. Duren, you re undecl ared, too?

kay. You want to cone up? GCkay. Come on up.

Ckay.

M5. SCHELLIN:  She needs to be sworn in.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: (Ckay. So was that for both of
you? | amsure M. Duren was here at the begi nning.

M5. SCHELLIN:  Just her.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: Was everybody sworn in?

MR. DUREN: | was. She needs to be sworn in.

CHAI RMAN  HOQOD: Ckay. Could you -- could you
rai se your hand and take the oath?

(Wtness sworn.)

CHAI RMAN HOQOD: kay. So, Ms. Hill, let's make

sure we make that correction she's not -- you're in support,
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correct?

M5. HILL: Yes, | amin support.

CHAI RMVAN  HOQOD: Ckay. So can you identify
yoursel f and give us your nane and give us your testinony?

MS. HILL: My nane is LaTeasa Hill and I am a
resi dent of Sursum Corda Cooperative. | amhere in support
of the project. W hear a lot of good things in the D strict
of Col unbia when it cones to gentrification.

However, what we as residents are opposed to is
we are opposed to being displaced, |like the |onger we wait
t he nore people have to nove, you know, nultiple tines.

That means people m ght have to nove to Maryl and
to find af fordabl e housi ng because it's hard. But everybody
wants to cone back to Sursum Corda initially so we are
definitely in support of the applicant.

CHAI RMAN HOQOD: So let ne ask you, how has the
applicant been working along with the residents?

M5. HILL: W have definitely been hand in hand
wi th Lonni e Duren, our president. W have definitely been --
he's definitely been in touch with us, keeping in contact
with all of the heads of househol d.

W are a famly, period. W grewup together, you
know. Qur kids grew up together so a lot of us are akin to
-- you know, we famly. So pretty nmuch we keep in touch with

each other and we give Lonnie the information because we
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don't want to be displaced.

CHAI RVAN HOOD:  Ckay.

M5. HILL: So when it cones down to sone of the
presentation, now, | haven't had the nost recent stage, |ike,
| think it's the stage two. But we have had -- we have had,
| i ke, stage one planning. W do have those plans at hone.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: | think it's -- | think it's
I nportant to hear -- even though you weren't signed up, |
think it's inportant to hear fromresi dents who are affected.

And | am glad to hear that they are staying in
touch with you constantly because | can tell you we have had
cases where people get lost in the pipeline but those are
over sonme period of years.

So that's why | wanted to nake sure that | hear
from a resident, at least one, and | am sure you're
representative of everyone el se who's in support.

So it's always good to hear from those who are
directly inpacted and | greatly appreci ate you com ng up here
to testify off the cuff.

Now | amgoing to ask nmy col | eagues not to be hard
on you and ask you no tough questions since you did that for
me and | appreciate that.

M5. HILL: Thank you, M. Chairnan.

CHAI RMAN HOOD: So before we go to M. Duren,

Commi ssi oner Shapiro?
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COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO Thank you, M. Chair.

Yeah, | prom se not a hard question. But | am
just curious. You' ve been -- you've been here. You've been
listening and | amjust kind of curious about your enotional
reaction to it.

You know, when you -- when you | ook at the design
and, you know, what's going to be happening in the
nei ghbor hood and the -- and the return and all that, | nean,
you know - -

M5. HLL: Right. So --

COW SSI ONER SHAPI RO.  But what does it feel |ike?

MS. HILL: Ckay. So definitely sone of the

reactions -- you nmay have been seeing in my conmunity i s that
we definitely want to nove forward. Sonme people have
mentioned -- sonme residents have nentioned that we are

al ready noving. Like, we have been gone for two years now.
So sone residents are already noving again.

And so the last thing a person wants to do is that
they are noving again. They don't want to nove outside of
the city because the city has so nuch to offer.

And anot her thing, you m ght have seen sonme of ny
reactions to the bike thing. Like, D.C. is bike city so we
|ike the fact that -- yeah, so we |ike the fact that our --
t he devel opers are going to be arguing on our behalf, you

know, for DDOT to offer us the five-year thing for the bikes,
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you know, and stuff |ike that.

What | didn't like was | think earlier on you may
have seen a di sappointnment in ny face when | saw that sone
of the parking spaces were taken away, because as a District
resident | don't think | really need to explain about the
parking tickets. But yeah, that's -- we are all -- we are

all for the parking. So we don't want any nore parking taken

away by --

Yeah, so, basically, it's ajoy to see -- to see
this project nove forward and to see -- be able to visualize
the plan. 1t |ooks nice and we appreciate the fact that the

city is bargaining on our behalf.

The devel opers, they work hard al so to cone, you
know, and give us what they want -- give us what we want.
We have constant neetings where they bring forth the plans
and what their next step is and it's very detail ed.

So sonetines, like M. Chairman said, sonetinmes
it gets boring. So a lot of tines it's, like, oh, it's
boring -- it's boring. You know, so but when we hear that
oh, it's a neeting it's, |ike, oh, okay, so the people are
|istening so, like, let's -- we got to nake this one count.
You know, so as | nentioned earlier, during our neetings we
are abreast on what the next nove is, what the next step is.

Li ke, we have already been held up behind the

trees, you know, so it's really a relief to hear that DDOT
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has approved the renoval of the trees. And so | just -- |
don't think | can stress nore about us, |ike, noving forward.

COW SSI ONER  SHAPI RO | appreciate that. I
appreciate your words. | appreciate you com ng down and
spending the tinme to do this. | appreciate your honesty with
your answer so thank you. Thank you very mnuch.

M5. HI LL: Thank you.

CHAI RVAN  HOOD: Ckay. Any ot her questions up
here?

Ckay. M. Duren, do you have any question or are
you going to have a statenent?

MR. DUREN. Yes, sir. | would |like to say good
evening to everyone.

CHAI RMAN  HOOD: Go ahead, turn your mnmic on.
| dentify yourself.

MR DUREN. | would like to say good evening to
everyone. My nane is Lonni e Duren, the chairperson of Sursum
Cor da Co- op.

When we first started we had 136 fam |ies and now
t he number has gone down to 121. W just lost a famly
Monday -- one of our seniors. Over that period of tinme in
regards to the famlies, we had quite a few seniors and t hat
right there showed how good the conmunity is with npost of
t hese, also those other famlies that you see tonight. And

all in Sursum Corda, can you stand up, please, that's here
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to support?

And as you see, you know, they wll cone out and
support nme in regards to the things | need to do. So I've
been wor ki ng very close with Paige and Toll in regards to the
pl anni ng, and sonetinmes | think | get on their nerves. You
can sit down. Thank you.

Sonetinmes | think I get on their nerves when we
are tal king about the reserve unit and where they place that
because | feel, too, before anybody cone in there | finally
said their first right to return. So they should get sone
pri me spaces, not just, you know, bottomrent (phonetic).

So and | amvery pleased to see in the setting of
the units that we do have outside units. But | amglad you
brought it up. W are going to have a discussion too about
t hem bal conies. That's going to be on ny |list.

But the thing, too, we invited themto a neeting
and they nmet the famlies. So it's not like they don't
understand where the famlies' comng from and getting a
better idea of what they say.

And this is one of ny co-hosts. Even in the
neeti ng she touched nme. It ain't like you go in there and
say what you want to say and do what you want to do. My
neeti ngs have never been |ike that. But the whol e thing,
too, is without themit wouldn't be nme sitting here.

And so that, based on ne speaking now and the
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conversation she brought up in regards to the |longevity of
when we started and how long it took us to get here, and we
are still here.

So ny plea tonight is for our side and your side
to put sonething together and we can get this stuff done
because | amlosing famlies, and | would |li ke for people to
actual ly cone back and be part of it and not sonebody who was
part of it. That's one of ny main concerns.

And two, we are goi ng to have a conversati on about
the history of Sursum Corda going to have to fit in there
somewher e. | am speaki ng about the signs. That's very
i mportant to him but the history is inportant to me from
where we started and where we are at, and the progress and
the nodern stuff that's going on now because when you're
bui |l di ng these buildings a lot of history is forgotten. You
don't even know they exist at one tine. So that's very
| mportant.

And the famlies that have a webpage in which |
connect with the famlies, | even have -- when we first did
the first zoning here using your all web page to add the
famlies they want to go back and pull it up and | ook at the
heari ngs and all of that.

But they have all the update information that |
sit dowmn and deal with Toll and meet with them and the

architects. | neet with all of them to be honest. But |
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don't do no constant neeting with them because |I'd probably
bore themw th ne trying to demand t hings.

Sony thingis tothe applicant, | feel is in the
ri ght place and been -- everythingis -- | feel is for us and
I f you know there's sonething against us |'d be saying it to
you.

So the thing now is for us to Kkeep in
conmuni cation. But | know, too, we have been out two years
and | amnot trying to |look at five or six years.

And bringing up the trees, Jonat han, we have been
having this conversation since we started. So | didn't know
that they had a | egi slation hearing -- the enmergency hearing
-- and | got a call fromthe city council to cone and speak
on their behal f.

So | ended up turning into a | obbyi st and | never
| obbied in ny life. So ny thing is that | feel, too, is |
| ove trees but | love the famlies nore.

So that's the whole thing and | think sonebody is
| ooki ng over us because you all sit there and know what's
going on with our famlies, too, because you're just |ike
famly now because you're going to take care of these
fam|ies regardl ess, Lonnie or whoever el se.

So if sonething is put in place, as you nenti oned,
where DHCD wit h their covenant going to cover the kids -- the

famlies once we are gone to | ook after them plus they had
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a voucher. So they do have organi zations. Once we -- all
Is said and done that they still have different agencies
going to still nonitor famlies. So that's one of nmy main
concer ns.

Any questions?

CHAI RVAN HOOD: Al l right. Thank you. | think
| know t he answer but when you say loss -- you lost famlies
-- what do you nean?

MR DUREN: Fam |l ies that died. From the 136,
when we just lost a famly on Monday.

CHAI RMVAN HOOD:  Ckay.

MR  DUREN: So we are down to 121. So when
sonmebody sees that nunmber and it's dwindling, that's the main
concern which I am speaking on. They are saying |longevity
and it's not -- see one thing, too, she nentioned
gentrification. | feel with us we voted to leaveit. Didn't
nobody pull us out.

W |eft on our own. That's one thing. A lot of
them don't have that right or didn't have that right to do.
So when you hear people tal king about Sursum Corda got put
out, we know better. We sold it to Toll and we are still in
their pocket to cone back. So that's the only difference.

CHAI RMAN HOOD:  Ckay.

The true nanme for Sursum
Corda is the lifting of hearts. That's the nane that ny
church nanme where | live at. | was so proud. | was very
proud to nove into Sursum Corda. | am proud of the |awers
t hat hel ped us.

| am nostly proud of Lonnie Duren for the work,
the hours, he did. OCh ny god, | couldn't even tell you guys
what this gentleman right here have done for this comunity.
He's just a wonderful person. He fought and he did what he
had to do to hel p the nenbers of Sursum Corda. | was one of
the volunteers in Sursum Corda for 30 years.

| have volunteered for 60 years in the conmmunity
but different places. W did a |ot. W had -- | nmean
Sursum Corda was a beautiful place. A beautiful place.
thank God for the secretaries that hel ped us, the |awers,

whoever. But | especially thank this gentleman right here
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because he nade it possible. He nade it possible.

And | ast but not | east, he's a gentlenman. He used
to play for GCeorgetown. | know you all know about Lonnie
Dur en. This is Lonnie Duren, and | want you all to know
t hat .

CHAI RVAN HOOD: W al so know about -- we al so know
about Peter Muy.

M5. CAMPBELL MORTON. Okay. | want you all -- |
want to bring that -- bring that to you all's attention now.

CHAI RMVAN  HOQOD: Peter May al so. | want you to
know t hat Georgetown i s uni que.

M5. CAMPBELL MORTON: And | am a graduate from
Howard University. | amalumi from Howard University. So
|"ve been in the neighborhood all ny Ilife. |'ve seen
bui | di ngs go up and |'ve seen buil di ngs go down.

The buil di ng design reflected in the second stage
PUD request is the result of extensive feedback and
coordination with DDOT and the O fice of Planning and the
tinmely approval of this application is really critical to
maxi m zi ng the opportunity for Sursumfamlies to cone back.
