OP recomends that the Conm ssion set down a PUD
application 19-19 for a public hearing. A WC Snith
affiliated conpany is proposing to develop a 130 wunit
apartment building at the site that is outlined in blue on
the nmonitor that -- on the map that is on the nonitor. The
siteis on the northwest corner of 23rd and Savannah Streets,
Nort heast, in the Randall Hi ghl ands nei ghborhood.

The proposed new units would be reserved for at
| east 40 years for househol ds earni ng no nore than 60 percent
of the nmedian famly incone.

The proposed building would replace an existing
61 unit Garden Apartnment Conplex that suffered extensive
deterioration under its previous owner. The 13 residents who

had remai ned in that conplex have already been relocated to
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a nearby WC. Smth property.

The Applicant is seeking a PUD under the site's
existing RA-1 zoning. To access approximately .2 nore FAR
and seven and a half additional feet of height that it could
achieve as a matter of right, but that could be permtted as
a PUDin the zone. No other zoning flexibility is requested.

The proposal is not inconsistent with the city
wide and near sout heast / sout hwest el ements  of t he
conprehensive plan and wth the Myor's housing and
af f ordabl e housi ng goal s.

The building' s size and use woul d be appropriate
for a site designated noderate density residential in the
generalized future |and use map and shown as nei ghborhood
conservation area in the generalized policy map.

OP's report notes a few areas where the proposal
woul d benefit from additional consideration prior to the
heari ng. These relate primarily to design requirenent
refinements, further expl oration of on-site outdoor space for
resi dent use, and a conmtnent to achieving LEED Gold -- not
just setting that as a goal for a |evel.

The Applicant has already commtted to working
with OP and other District agencies on these things if the
application is set down.

That concl udes our testinony and, of course, we

woul d be happy to answer any questions.
