a request for a mnor nodification to the plans approved in
BZA Order No. -- excuse nme -- in BZA Order No. 19618. This
woul d raise and rebuild the carriage house wth an inproved
structural integrity in the RF-3 Zone on Prem ses 19 4th
Street Rear Northeast, Square 816, Lot 18.

CHAI R HI LL: Ckay, great. Are we all ready to
del i berate? GCkay, all right. Okay, so | can begin. After
reviewing the record, as well as the analysis of the Ofice
of Planning, | would al so agree with the O fice of Planning's
analysis in terns of the mnor nodification as the new
buil di ng would be a footprint of the original building and
the height would be less than the existing carriage house
hei ght . Also | believe this would qualify for C203.6 or
gualify under in ternms of that it's an exception exenpti on.
And that they're basically just rebuilding what was al ready
there. And that these are a nodification to the plans.

In 19618, the ANC -- that was the original order -
the summary. The ANC was actually in support of that and
they were also in support of 19618A, which is the tine
ext ensi on. In this particular case, we have a -- | don't
think there's specifically anything fromthe ANC, but | do
think that, you know, this is again sonething that they
didn't have any issues with prior to. And | do believe they
neet the criteria for us to grant this application.

And fromthe decision made on August 27, 2019 by the
Zoni ng Adm ni strator, Departnent of Consunmer and Regul atory
Affairs to issue Foundation Permt No. FD1800040 to permt
t he foundation of a new conmunity center in the RA-2 Zone at

prem ses 2940 North Capitol Street Northwest, Square 3128,
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Lot 800.

CHAIR HILL: Ckay. Is the Board ready to
del i ber at e?

MEMBER JOHN: Yes, sir.

CHAIR HILL: Ckay. | don't know -- again and M.
John -- and this is just for future stuff |ike your canera
went in and out on that for ne. You did not turn your canera
off. Correct, M. John?

MEMBER JOHN: No, | didn't.

CHAIR HI LL: Okay. So when we're doing our full
heari ng next week, if anyone -- any Board nenber has anyt hi ng
to say, if they do not see me acknow edgi ng their question,
pl ease just continue to speak up because | can hear the audi o
very clearly, but sonetines the video seens to be going in
and out for ne. So just for everyone to know. Thank you.

Wth regard to the notions, | guess there's a
coupl e of prelimnary notions on the table for us. There's
again the notion that has been put forward to postpone the
public hearing until we neet in-person again. And then al so
a notion to dismss from DCRA and the property owner. \Wat
| would suggest is that, you know, this is up before us, |
think -- | don't know when this is up before us -- in July
sonmetine -- but what I'd like to do is just kind of set a
time for us to hear the prelimnary matters and gi ve everyone

an opportunity to submt into the record their issues or
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concerns about the prelimnary matter.

So what | believe is that nmaybe on June 24th, we
can schedule for the prelimnary notions and therefore by
June 8th -- and this is a tineline, M. My, if you could
make note of this -- by June 8th, 2020 at 11:55 p.m, parties
shall submt any notions on prelimnary matters or provide
any updates to pendi ng notions regarding prelimnary nmatters
to the record and serve all parties.

By June 18th, 2020 at 11:59, parties shall submt
any responses to notions regarding prelimnary matters to the
record and serve all parties. Al parties are advised that
t he deadlines that the Board has set inthis matter are final
and any untinmely subm ssions will not be permtted into the
record without a witten explanation of good cause that the
Board determnes is justified.

So again M. My, we wll deliberate these
prelimnary matters on June 24th. And then the tineline |'ve
set down here concerning when the record will be open for
responses, if you could go ahead and wite that up and then
submt that into the record, so that the parties can all see
what the tinelineis. This is at |east my thought. Does the
Board have any -- and I'Il go around in a circle here as to
whet her or not you guys think this is a good way to approach
the prelimnary matters. M. John, can | get your opinion

pl ease?
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MEMBER JOHN:. M. Chairman, | agree that it makes

-- for efficiency, it makes sense to schedule all of these
prelimnary matters to be heard, you know, on June 24th

heari ngs i n-person and that depends on the health conditions
at the tine. So | believe that this is an appropriate
response.

strategy, M. Chairman. And | don't know whether in fact

That's the date that this is going to cone up again. Right?
