CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Thank you, M. My.
Let's see. Is it M. Canpbell?

MR. CAMPBELL: Yes, good norning.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Good nor ni ng. Could vyou
i ntroduce yourself for the record, please?

MR, CAMPBELL.: Yes, good norning. My nane is
Johnat han Canpbell. [I'mthe architect representing Rachel
Harriet for this case.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: GCkay. M. Canpbell, if you can
go ahead and wal k us through the application as to why you
believe your client is neeting the -- tell us nore about the
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project and why you believe your client is neeting the
requi renents for us to grant the relief requested. |'magoing
to put 15 mnutes on the clock there so | know where we are,
and you can begi n whenever you I|ike.

MR, CAMPBELL.: kay. Good nor ni ng. | have a
slide deck to follow along wth ne as | explain the project,
and we believe we net the burden for the relief.

All right. So this project is arear addition in
the RF-1 zone.

Next slide, please. The project is to construct
atwo-story rear addition to the existing principal dwelling.
It's a two-story with basenent. The property is located in
the historic district of Capitol Hll. W' re requesting
speci al exenption relief for the rear addition requirenents.
We have |l etters of support fromthe nei ghboring tenant at 737
12th Street and the neighboring property owner at 741 12th
Street, and we have al so received | etters of support fromthe
ANC. W have received one letter of opposition from the

Capitol H Il Restoration Society.

And next slide, please. So the property is
| ocated here along 12th Street. It has a front el evati on and
a rear elevation. You can see in the rear elevation the

property at 741 12th Street has received approval fromthis
board in 2020 to construct a rear addition that's

approxi mately 20 feet and 6 inches fromour property at 739
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12th Street. And then the property to the north of us, 7
12th Street, has an existing one-story rear enclosed porch
that's approximtely 10 feet deep. So our property sits in
the mddle of those two, and we're proposing to construct a
rear addition.

The next slide, please, will show us nore detail.
So here you can see the existing condition of the hone. It
has had sone deteriorating exterior materials on the rear
facade. So this project is going to help repair and renedy
this, sothisis very inportant for the owners to hel p reduce
the damage that's currently being done to their property.

Next slide, please. And the property to the
north, 737 12th Street, here's the rear facade. It has a 10-
f oot deep enclosed rear porch, as | explained previously.

Next slide, please. Again, the property to the
south is constructing their two-story addition with a
basenment. And this, again, was approved by BZA in 2020.

Next slide, please. So here's the proposed infill
for the property. We're proposing to construct a rear
addition that will extend 15 feet beyond the nei ghbor to the
north. That is 5 feet greater than the by-right of 10 feet
that's all owed.

So next slide, please. And here's a nore detail ed
description of how that appears. The by-right is marked at
10 feet, and our proposal is 15 feet beyond to the north.
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Next slide, please. So these are the existing
architectural plans of the current hone. You know, that
deteriorating rear porch structure has been renoved, you can
see in the photographs.

Next slide, please. Here's the proposed |ayout
for the extension to the rear.

Next slide, please. Elevations. These el evations
show and depict the finishes, as well as the scale, of the
addition, two-story addition. The historic review of this
property was approved by the Hi storic Board of Preservation.

Next slide, please. W provided shadow studies
for the ANC, as well as for the neighbor to the north, to
depict how this would inpact their property. The shadow
studi es show the by-right condition, as well as the proposed
full 15-foot extension.

Next slide, please. And this is the other shadow
study showi ng the 15-foot extension.

Next slide, please. So we believe we neet the
standards for the special exception relief. The proposed
addi tion does not alter the dwelling or increase the nunber
of dwelling units allowed by Zoning. W also intend to
provide or nmintain open space in the rear of the Iot,
approxi mately 51 feet of open space. This is in concert with
t he other adjacent properties in the rear of 12th Street.

The adjoining property at 737, again, has an
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exi sting one-story enclosed porch that is approximtely 10
feet deep, and the property at 741 12th Street s
constructing a newrear addition that's approxi mately 20 f eet
and 6 inches deep from our property.

We bel i eve that our new extension wll not reduce
the light and air significantly from the neighboring
properties. The shadow study depicts this. W also believe
that the difference of only 5 feet does not reduce the
openness and restriction of air to the adjacent property to
t he north.

The applicant is not proposing any wi hdows to t he
north or south, therefore not reducing the privacy and it
will maintain the existing privacy of each neighbor to the
north and sout h.

Qur proposed rear deck does not substantially
bl ock the visual or intrude on the character and scal e of the

patterns along the alley of 12th Street, S.E. Therefore,

there will be no visual, there will be no visual -- pardon
me. The proposed structure and rear deck will not be seen
from the front and side. Therefore, we're denonstrating

conpliance with paragraphs A, B, and C of Title 5201 and
Subtitle X § 901. 2.

Next slide, please. So in conclusion, the
property neets the tests for the relief, and we believe that
al so the Board took great weight in approving the property
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to the south of us for their rear addition that extends 20
feet and 6 inches. The planning departnent al so provided a
report in favor of our project, and we al so believe that we
are not creating an addition that wll burden the use and
enj oynent of the neighbors' property.

The owners, | don't believe they' re avail abl e now
to participate --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: That's okay, M. Canmpbell. |

got you. Go ahead. M. Young, could you drop the slide

deck?

MR, CAMPBELL: Any questions or comrents?

CHAI RPERSON HILL: Yes, I'mgoing to turn to ny
fell ow Board nmenbers. Does the Board have any questions of

t he applicant?

Al right. I'mgoingtoturnto the -- oh, sorry,
M. Bl ake.

MEMBER BLAKE: Could you just clarify, you said
you did have the dialogue with the neighbor to the north,
correct?

MR. CAMPBELL: Yes. So the neighbor to the north,
the tenants that live there provided support. The owner of
the property does not live in the United States. W have
been comrunicating with the neighbor via email, and we've
provided the shadow studies and we've answered their
guestions regardi ng construction of the proposed addition.
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So we've done our due diligence in comunicating with the
owner of that property. However, they did not extend a
| etter for our use here.

MEMBER BLAKE: Thank you.

CHAIRPERSON HI LL: I'mgoing toturnto the Ofice
of Pl anni ng.

M5. MYERS: Crystal Mers for the Ofice of
Pl anning. The Ofice of Planning is recomrendi ng approval
of this case. W can stand on the record of the staff
report, but I will note that, in our report, we refer to the
extension as being 25 feet and that is because it relates to
t he next -door nei ghbor's, their house. And our understandi ng
is that they have a screened porch in the rear so --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ms. Myers, you broke up.

M5. MYERS: -- addressed that. Sorry?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL:  You broke up --

M5. MYERS: Did you hear ne?

CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: Yes, | heard enough. You
started tal king about the screened porch.

M5. MYERS: kay. Sorry about that.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: You started to tal k about the
screened porch.

M5. MYERS. Yes, yes. | just wanted to nake sure
it wasn't confusing.

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Okay. M. Bl ake.

VMEVMBER BLAKE: Yes, that actually is a critical
part. | did not hear you. You broke up quite a bit when you
said that. | would like to get clarification on that. The
measurenent point, isit fromthe rear wall or isit fromthe

rear of the porch? And what's the criteria that you used to
make that assessnent?

M5. MYERS: It's really a zoning adm nistrator
I nterpretation. W agree with the extension that the
applicant is proposing. |It's just nore how t he neasurenent
Is being done. And it's really going to be up to the ZAto
determ ne howit's being done. But the actual |ength of this
we have no issue with., It's just nore if it's being done
fromthe rear wall of the house or fromthe rear wall of the
nei ghbor's screened porch addition.

Qur understanding is that it would be from the
rear wall of their house, but | think there's been sone new
i nterpretations on that and maybe the applicant can explain
thisalittle bit better. But that is the difference between

our 25 feet references in our report and the 15 feet that's

been, | guess the applicant updated their plans show ng 15
feet. And | know from previous cases that's been a little
bit of un-clarity with what the zoning adm nistrator is now

i nterpreting.
So | just wanted to explain that it wasn't, it
wasn't sonmething that was a typo in our report. It was
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12

sonething that the Ofice of Planning has had one
under st andi ng of things, and the ZA, | think, isinterpreting
things a little bit differently than what we originally
understood it to be.

But as for this case, the extension, the length
of it, we are in support. [t's just it's nore of what is
that nunber, is it 15 or is it 25?7 But especially since we
said we were okay with the 25, if the ultimate decision is
that this is a 15-foot extension, then, clearly, we have no
I ssue with that because we've already recommended approval
for 25.

So | just wanted to clarify that. It's really a
ZA, a zoning adm nistrator call on that.

MEMBER BLAKE: Ms. Myers, has the ZA published an

i nterpretation on that?

M5. MYERS: | amnot aware of it. | believe there
was an email that the ZA has given one of ny coll eagues. In
the email, the ZA said that screened porches are not

i ncl uded. So it would be fromthe rear wall again, so it
would be the 25 feet. But | don't think he has actually
| ooked at this case. Perhaps it's a question for the
applicant because the applicant did revise their plans, so
per haps they got sonme sort of clarity or had a conversation
with the ZA that had them change it from25 to 15.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: M. Canpbell, did you hear from

t he ZA?

MR. CAMPBELL: | did not hear fromthe ZA on this
particul ar neasurenent. W did apply for a building permt
two years ago, and this was the, you know, this course of

action was what they recommended we do for approval for the
encl osed additi on.

My interpretation of what we're proposing is that
the screened porch, because it is a covered porch and it
contributes to the | ot occupancy of the adjacent property,
that it woul d be considered an addition to the property that

we would be able to neasure from

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Right, if it goes
towards the |ot occupancy. Ckay. Anybody have any nore
guestions, Ms. John or -- oh, Conm ssioner MIller first.

ZONING COW SSI ONER M LLER: Thank you, M.
Chai rman. Yes, just following up on dialogue between M.
Bl ake and Ms. Myers. Thank you for your report, M. Mers,
first of all.

And | know the O fice of Planning is |ooking at
a lot of zoning regulation issues, and |I think the 10-foot
rule is onthat |large, very large |ist of things that you are
| ooking at in terns of whether it needs any refinenment. So
when you, | just would ask that, when the O fice of Planning
gets to that point of looking at the 10-foot rule, |ook at
this issue of the nmeasuring, whether it should or shoul d not
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I ncl ude a screened porch such as this. That's all | would
ask for the future. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Did | see soneone el se's hand
for the Ofice of Planning or the applicant?

VICECHAIRJOHAN: | think, while we wait for that,
maybe we could have sonething from the ZA clarifying, you
know, what the applicant is saying, that if it contributes
to |l ot occupancy, then it's appropriate to count that, you
know, as the rear wall. So maybe we could have sone

clarification in the neanwhil e because this is going to keep

com ng up.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. | guess that's --

VICE CHAIR JOHN: It's for the Ofice of Planning
to --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Got it. So Ms. John is asking
for, you know, when, Ms. Myers, you get sonething or figure

out sonething, if you could us with that clarification to the
Boar d.

M5. MYERS: On this case, you would like us to --

CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: In general, in general, |
think, is what Vice Chair John is saying.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Yes, if | could say what |'m
thinking. There's an enmmil floating around which the Board
has not seen, and, apparently, the Ofice of Planning is
operating on that email. And there is nerit to both
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argunents that, if it contributes to | ot occupancy, then it
should count; but if it's just -- | don't know. We'd |ike
to see what the ZA's reasoning is. | don't know what's the
proper channel to make this request, but it's conme up in a
coupl e of cases recently, | believe.

Ms. Nagel hout, is this the correct way to request
this?

M5. NAGELHOUT: | think either the applicant or
the Ofice of Planning could request sonething fromthe ZA
I s that what you were proposing?

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Well, | don't need it for this
case, but I would |ike to have sonething fromthe ZA in the
interimwhile we wait on clarification in the regulation.

MS. NAGELHOUT: | can ask him in that case. But,
ultimately, it's the Board's call. The Board is the ultimte
i nterpreter of the regulations. So | understand you want his
i nput, but you coul d make your decision, as well.

VICE CHAIR JOCHN: | understand, but | also
understand that there are two different theories floating
around, which | really haven't seen the reasoning for them
So l"'mjust trying to get input. And | respect what you say.
The Board makes a deci sion, but we keep, you know --

M5. MYERS: And to be clear, | just want to say,
to be clear, this is a self-certified application. The
applicant changed their nunbers after OP filed the report,
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so we went with the 25 and that's how we understood. Like
| said, that's how OP has understood the neasurenment to be
taken from But thisis self-certified, and so the applicant
has the right to, you know, disagree with OP and et cetera
because the applicant has certified this thensel ves.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Thank you. | understand that
it's self certified. That was not ny issue. | don't need
the clarification for this case because | believe -- well,
"Il wait to deliberate. Ckay. Thank you, M. Chairman.
| have not hi ng nore.

CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, Vice Chair John.
Al right. M. Young, is there anyone here who w shes to
speak? kay. Does the Board have any final questions?

Al'l right. 1'mgoing to close the hearing on the
record. Thank you, M. Canpbell.

MR, CAMPBELL: Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Okay. In this particul ar case,
| am confortable with the analysis that the Ofice of
Pl anni ng has provided, as well as that of the ANC, which is
in support but had sone concerns; but | think those are
somewhat alleviated or at Ileast been clarified by the
guestion that M. Blake had asked. And that DDOT had no
obj ecti on.

There is, you know, | guess there has been sone
di scussion, as Vice Chair John just put forward again,
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whet her the, in nmy opinion, | guess, it kind of goes towards
| ot occupancy. That woul d be an understanding as to why the
measurenent woul d be taken from whatever point it was that
| ot occupancy ended, if |'msaying that correctly. And al so,
| guess, it really depends on the shadow study for ne as to
whet her or not that, you know, is affecting the nei ghboring
property. | would, again, as Vice Chair John said, ask for
clarification fromthe zoning admnistrator as to that one
| sSsue.

And then CHR, as they did in their letter, there
is this kind of, that |'ve seen them nake before that | al so
amtaking into consideration. | don't know what | think of
it overall that there's kind of like a general, you know,
ki nd of sneaki ng out of these row honmes, as they kind of |ike
build off of each other as tine goes by. And we have al ways
had, you know, since this started, since |'ve been here and
the 10-foot rul e existed, you know, before they used to just
go back and fill out the | ot occupancy, and so that's why you
woul d get the pop-backs that would go all the way to the end
of , you know, whatever the | ot occupancy was. And that's why
t he Zoni ng Conmi ssion took the actions that they did to cone
up with the 10-foot rule, and then the 10-foot rule,
sonetines it's |ike, you know, you can't even get a bat hroom
in for 10 feet, so it al nost nakes the expansion not worth
the price. So it kind of ended that.
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So I think that's where we got to a certain
ext ent, but , in ternms of this particular case, [ ' 'm
confortable voting in favor of it.

M. Smth, do you have any comments?

VMEMBER SM TH: No, no, | don't think | have too

many comments. | amin support of the application. | would
state that, you know, |'mglad that the applicant submtted
a shadow study. It looks |ike what the applicant proposes

to build wouldn't substantially, woul dn' t have any
substantial inpact beyond what occurred when this was built,
whi ch was the by-right extension. But we do have a letter
from the current tenant of the space in support of this
particul ar application.

| did read CHRS's letter, and it seens |ike that
they don't support these types of requests for special
exceptions beyond the by-right extension. But | do recognize
that and | understand that, but that's the reason why we have
a special exception to ensure that these additions do not
have an adverse inpact on adjacent properties if they go
beyond that by-right 10-foot extension from the adjacent
properties. It seenms to me that this proposed extension
woul dn't have substanti al adverse effect, sol'l|l support it.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you. M. Bl ake.

MEMBER BLAKE: Yes, thank you, M. Chair. | would
agree with the analysis you' ve made and Board Menber Snith.
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It was an expedited review that was noved to

the lack of clarity on the
di scussed today. | don't
I think there was sone good

versus the rear wall of the

bui l ding, but it would be good to get that resolved at sone

point as to the approach that we're using for that.

| would agree with the relief, as read in the

title. Sol will bein favor of supporting this application,
and | do agree with M. Smth that the Capitol Restoration
Society is clearly concerned with the extensions that

continue and the creep that's taking place, and | cantotally

support and understand that. But in this case, | believe the

applicant has denponstrated that it's not going to cause an

adverse effect on the neighboring property to the north,

which is the area of greatest concern.

So I"'mvoting in favor. Thank you.

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Station.

Sonme single-famly dwel i ngs, commerci al uses, and
several simlar projects, as the Board knows. They've seen
quite a few projects for this relief on this block, and in
t hi s nei ghborhood, including 1009 Rhode Island, and 1005
Rhode Island, which were recently approved.

And, the building wll be set back from
nei ghboring properties, providing nore parking than
necessary, and also the design was sonething as noted by
Adam that canme about with the cooperation of the ANC, and
the O fice of Planning.

The proposed height will be 17, and there would be, the
set back will be roughly 15 feet, and the nmaximum allowed is
12 feet with a 12 foot setback.

W can nove
on to the next slide, just establishes that the station was
i nvol ved, established there in 2000.

The need for the satellite dishes is to
consol i date news progranm ng of the Hagerstown Station, and
the station here in the District.

As | nentioned, it was needed to boost the signal
because of the static fromthe 5Grollout. And, we're not
abl e to neet the setback because of the structural beans and
colums within the existing roof, that are needed to support
t he wei ght of the antennas.

W' ve al so provi ded a map showi ng the applicant's
ot her antennas on the site. And, we have a list al so, of all
t he other antennas in the area.

We have al so conplied with the site and roof plan
requirenents. W have the elevation drawing of the

structure, and proposed antennas.

Next sli de.

W were mssing the photograph of the antenna,
based on the O fice of Planning report, so here is a picture
of it. W have given information on the nounted antenna
hei ght, relative to tree tops.

Because of its |ocation on Wsconsin Avenue, the
antennas are nostly higher than any of the tree tops.

And, any other information that you deemnecessary
based on the O fice of Planning report, no other infornmation
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I S recommended.

Next sli de.

For the special exception standards of Subtitle
X 901.2, on the left again you see the standard, and on the
right is how we conply.

The repl acenent antennas with the hei ght increase
of approximately one and a half feet, wll allow the
conti nued high quality signal necessary for the transm ssion
of a news stations, and other educational and cultural
tel evision shows, for residents across the city.

The antennas will not affect adversely, the use
of nei ghboring property. They've beenin this |ocation since
at | east 2000, and the replacenent antennas will not create
any appreciable change to the favorable conditions of the
ar ea.

And, the third criteria is to make sure that you
conply with the specific criteria, which we've just outlined
above.

And, based on this presentation and the other
materials in the record, we would respectfully request your
approval of our application.

The owners are proposing a third story addition,
and a three-story rear addition, and are requesting relief
fromthe 10-foot rule, for portions of that rear addition as
it wll go an additional eight feet past the 10-foot mark,
wWith respect to the rear wall of the adjoining building to
t he east.

And, an additional two feet past the rear wall of
the adjoining building to the west.

For some context on the size of the addition
relative to the lot, even with the proposed addition, the
building will only occupy 34 percent of the lot, which is
about half of the permtted |ot occupancy, and have over
triple the size of the required rear yard. And, the height
is permtted by right.

The owners have comuni cated wi th bot h nei ghbors.
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The nore inpacted of the two neighbors is the one to the
east, and she is very supportive.

And, | think originally the neighbor to the west
had sone questions, so we did not get a signed letter from
her, she was out of town. But we're happy to say she's not
opposi ng. She's communi cated that to us.

And, of course the ANC asked us to present a CVA
agreenent to both nei ghbors, and we've done that. That CMA
agreenent, and proposed CMA conditions, was upl oaded to the
record just to evidence that we fulfilled the ANC s request
for best efforts, and continuing to work wth those
nei ghbors.

|'d say the goals of the 10-foot rule regul ation
are net in this case, as the regulation is directed towards
the addition as it relates to neighboring buildings, and
maki ng sure the nei ghbors are okay with such an addition.

And, we are neeting all other devel opnent
standards for this lot, as well as the specific special
exception criteria, which I can briefly wal k through.

OP is recomending approval, and the ANC is
supporting this project.

Next slide, please.

This just shows the property relative to the
adj acent properties. It's at the end of the block on
Wi t ehaven. It only takes up about 17 percent of the |ot
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ri ght now.

As | mentioned, even with the addition, it wll
only occupy 34 percent of the |lot. So, we are in no way
maxi m zing the footprint. It's just to allowsone additional
room for nodern living standards, with possibly two adults
wor ki ng from hone.

And, so with respect to the first prong of the
general special exception criteria, the proposal wll not
I npair the intent and purpose of the zoning regul ations, as
the use itself is the matter of right.

It's a single-fam |y honme, and we are well bel ow

the permtted matter of right footprint. W are just l[imted

by what's existing to the east and the west.

It'salittledifficult to see the actual property
on any street view, because there are large trees at the
front.

And, [|'ll note that the proposed third-story
addition fromthe front, is not subject to the 10-foot rule.
We're seeking relief for the rear, but | did just want to
provi de sone context.

And, this just shows that there are other third
story additions along the front and rear.

Next slide, please.
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This is a photo of the rear yard. Both adjacent
houses have already extended beyond the rear wall of this
subj ect property.

Consi dering the |l ength of the backyard, which w ||
remain at 70 feet, the addition will not be substantial, and
that it does not even go to the end of that patio, and the
nei ghbors will still be able to enjoy their deck space.

We provided shadow studies showing very limted
| npact . And, so with respect to the general special
exception criteria, therelief will not adversely affect the
use of nei ghboring properties.

t he shadow st udi es denonstrate that the additi onal ei ght feet

of length, will not unduly affect the light and air.

The nei ghbors to the east is supporting, and she
is arguably the nost inpacted neighbor. The addition wl|
not have any w ndows facing the neighboring building to the
east or west.

Wth respect to character, there are a variety of
bui l di ng types and sizes on this block. The rear addition
will be 70 feet fromthe rear property line and alley, and

there is a fence along the rear lot and side |l ot |ines, which
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should Iimt visibility fromthe alley.

And, other buildings' additions have simlar rear

set backs.

And, we al ready been di scussing this with the ANC,
and the O fice of Planning, which we actually went back and
forth, explaining themthe project, and i n consequence, both
entities have issue reports of approval.

Al so, we received t he approval fromthe DDOT, that
there was no issues with the alley if any problem were to
come forth. W have plenty of letters of support, not just
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fromthe adjacent, but the adjoini ng nei ghbors, and the ones
across the alley.

So, we caught basically entire pretty nuch al nost
the entire visually, visual sides of the addition, if you
want to call it that way.

The notion to approve was second by Vice Chair
John.

Zoni ng Conm ssioner Rob MIler?

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER:  Yes.

MR, MOY: M. Smth?

MEMBER SM TH:  Yes.

MR MOY: M. Bl ake?

MEMBER BLAKE: Yes.

MR MOY: Vice Chair John?

VICE CHAIR JOHN:  Yes.

MR MOY: Chairman HIl?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL:  Yes.

MR,  MOY: Staff would record the vote as 5-0-0,
and this is on the notion made by Chairman Hill to approve.
The notion to approve was second by Vice Chair John, who is

al so in support of the notion.

O hers i n support, Zoni ng Conm ssi oner Rob M|l er,
M. Smth, M. Bl ake, of course, Vice Chair John and Chai r nan
Hill.

The notion carries on a vote of 5-0-0.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, M. My.

You can call our next case, M. My.

(Pause.)

MR MOY: The next case before the Board is
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Application No. 20696 of Taichi, T-A-1-CH1, DC, LLC. This
Is a self-certified application for special exception under
Subtitle U, Section 513.1E, pursuant to Subtitle X, Section
901.2, to allow a fast food restaurant use.

The property is located at 1357 W sconsi n Avenue,
N. W, Square 1243, Lot 70, and the property is |ocated in the
MJ-4 zone.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Hello, M. WIIlians, can you
hear nme?

MR W LLI AVE: | can, Chairman H |1, thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you. Could you introduce
yourself for the record, please?

MR, WLLIAMS: Yes, ny nane's Zach Wllianms, |I'm
a land use attorney wth the law firm of Venable,
representing the Applicant today.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, great. M. WIllians, |
see your PowerPoint, I'"'mgoing to |let you go ahead and pul
that up and wal k us through why you believe your client is
neeting the relief requested.

| guess there's a couple of issues -- well, not
i ssues -- but if you can kind of, |like, speak to the trash,
and where, you know, trash nanagenent, where you plan on
putting that, and then sone of the, kind of, discussion that
you've had with the ANC And |'"m going to let you begin
whenever you like.
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MR W LLI AMS: Great, thank you. M. Young, if
you could pull up that presentation, we'll get started.

Thank you again, the Applicant today is Taichi
Bubbl e Tea, it's a franchise restaurant that is proposing to
open at 1357 Wsconsin Avenue, Northwest, in the Georgetown
nei ghbor hood. Next slide, please.

Here's a qui ck excerpt fromthe zoni ng map show ng
the property at which this restaurant is proposed, it's
Square 1243, Lot 70, zoned MJ 4. Next slide, please.

This is arendering of what the building will | ook
like, it's currently under renovations, and the buil di ng t hat
we are talking about is actually the building on the |eft
here with the two white facades on the two awnings. The
space that this restaurant would be going into is the one on
the right, so the nore southerly of the two storefronts.

And that is a property that's already been
approved by the CFA, the renovation is fully approved, the
construction, the exterior, and this is what it wll [|ook
| i ke when conpl eted. Next slide, please.

This is the proposed rendering of the inside of
the restaurant, and just to sort of back up for a mnute
here, the relief sought today is for a fast food
establishnent, in the MJ}4 zone, and we'll get into why this
technically qualifies for a fast food establishnment, though
we believe it's not going to operate as your, sort of,
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traditional fast food woul d.

This is a rendering of what the proposed
restaurant would | ook |ike when you walk in, this is going
to be a restaurant that serves, as you woul d expect, bubble
teas, as well as ranens, ranmen bows, and things |ike that.

It's a popular restaurant in the other |ocations
it'"s located in, thisis going to be its first restaurant in
the District. Next slide, please.

Here's just another view of the rendering of the
interior and what this restaurant will Jlook Ilike, if

approved. Next slide, please.

And here's one nore rendering of the nenu boards,
and this sort of operates like the Chipotle nodel, if you
will, where you go to the counter, your food is prepared in
front of you and you take it to sit down inside of the

rest aurant . The restaurant will have seats and tables as
wel |, for patrons. Next slide, please.

Here's sonme interior |ayouts of the restaurant,
you can see it's on two levels, be the primary | evel as well

as the basenent level. And there'll be tables as well as the

ordering bar for the patrons on the first I evel, and then on

t he basenent |evel there'll be additional seating as well.
Next slide, please.

As | nmentioned, the relief sought today is speci al
exception relief, we are in the MJ)4 zone and in the MJ4
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zone a fast food establishnment requires a special exception.
While this restaurant is technically considered a fast food
establishnent wunder the zoning regulations, just as a
Chipotle mght be, it's not going to function, sort of, as

a traditional fast food m ght.

And what | nmean by that is that, this is a
restaurant where we expect patrons will order their food
that's prepared on the spot and then will eat, you know,
either in the store or wll take it to go.

The types of foods, as | nentioned, are going to
be a variation on rice bows, salad bows, burritos, ranen,
teas and ot her beverages. There' Il be 42 tables in this
restaurant, with 94 seats in total. Next slide, please.

We believe the use neets the conditions for a
speci al exception, there are special conditions for a fast
f ood establishnment under Subtitle G Section 513. Most of
t hose speci al conditions don't apply here, things like drive-
t hroughs and other simlar types of conditions that will not
be applicable to this application.

The application also neets the condition of
Subtitle X 901.1"s general special exception conditions. And
we' |l go through that here quickly, we believe this will be
in harnony wth the neighborhood, this is a retail,
rest aurant - heavy portion of Wsconsin Avenue.

Just adjacent to us on this block, we have the
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Conpass Coffee with the Georgetown Marquee, we have &pizza,
a 7-Eleven, a Bank of Anmerica, Wells Fargo, so this use we
believe will fit in wth the harnony, and harnonize with the
surroundi ng comrerci al uses.

There won't be any inpacts at the rear of the
property, the custoner entrance will be on Wsconsin Ave, all
of the trash collection will be handled at the front of the
store. And this was sonething that was discussed with the
community and ANC, the trash conpany that the Applicant has
hired will come into the store where it will be stored, take
the trash out of the store and then collect it and nove on.

That' Il all be done at the front of the store, now
it can be done at the rear of the store if folks determ ne
that that nmkes nore sense, but for now it will be at the
front of the store, and it will be within the conditions that
were set by the ANCin its resolution of support.

Anot her condi ti on, and sonething that t he
Applicant agreed to, were the hours of operation, and this
is meant to ensure there are no significant inpacts on the
community, and the hours of operation are listed on this
sl i de. So it'lIl be 11:00 to 10:00 p.m, Monday through

Thursday, 11:00 to 11:00 p.m Friday and Saturday, and 12: 00

to 10:00 p.m on Sunday -- and those hours were negoti at ed
with the ANC as well. Next slide, please.
This is just aillustration of the trash plan and
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It indicates where the +trash receptacles inside the
restaurant will be, this is sonething that we di scussed and
went over with the ANC 2E. This was probably the primary
concern, and it's sonething that all the retailers on this
street have to deal wth. Trash is handled at the curb at
the front of the store, just as it is for the other retailers
on Wsconsin Ave, and this area.

We can show here on this plan where the trash is
kept inside the store and howit will be collected and taken
from those receptacles, out to the curb where it wll be
coll ected by the trash conpany directly. Next slide, please.

As | nentioned, we net with ANC 2E, and we
recei ved unani nous support for the project. There were two
conditions that we negotiated with the ANC and agreed to, the
Appl i cant accepts both of those conditions, and the Ofice
of Planning also recomends approval of the special
exception, and we respectfully request your approval of the
relief sought here. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: kay, thanks. If it's okay
with ny fell ow board nmenbers I'mgoing to turn to the Ofice
of Planning first, and then I'Il see if anybody has any
questi ons of anyone.

M. Cochran, coul d you pl ease i ntroduce yoursel f?

MR, COCHRAN: Sur e. Thank you, M. Chair, I'm
Steve Cochran, representing the Ofice of Planning in Case
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20696. Pursuant to U 513.1(c), and Subtitle X, Chapter 9,
OP recommends speci al exception approval of a use that is not
by right under Subtitle U 512.

OP is not proposing any conditions, we do note
t hat DDOT has no obj ection as | ong as the Applicant works out
a | oading managenent plan, prior to the C of O That
concludes our report but, of course, we're open to any
questi ons.

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Gkay, thank you. M. WIIians,
can you hear ne?

MR WLLIAMS: | can.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: You guys are understanding
about putting together a | oadi ng managenent plan, before the
Cof Ois issued, is that correct?

MR, WLLIAMS: Yes, we can do that.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Al right, and right,
t hose conditions are in that ANCreport. All right, does the

Board have any questions of the Ofice of Planning or the

Appl i cant ?

(No audi bl e response.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Al right. OCh, Conm ssi oner
Mller?

ZONING COW SSI ONER M LLER: Thank you, M.
Chai rman. You m ght have covered this, if the Applicant's
still with us |I just wanted to confirm that they have no
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objection to the addition of the ANC 2E s condition,
suggested conditions, to their approval on trash collection
and the store's operating hours?

MR WLLI AVE: That's correct, part of that
condition is, that's the reason we have decided to hire a
trash conpany that can cone and collect the trash during
store hours. One of the other options was to have the trash,
sort of, left at the curb and collected over night, but
because of that ANC condition we've hired a di fferent conpany
to do that.

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER:  kay, thank you very
much. Thank you, M. Chairman.

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Sure. M. Bl ake?

VEMBER BLAKE: Yeah. Two quick questions, the
first, wiwth regard to the | oad managenent port, can you give
me sone sense of sone of the itens that would be included in
that report, just so |I can get a sense of where that would
be goi ng, because it'd be kind of |oose ended, open ended.

The second thing is, could you give nme a sense of
what the trigger point is that creates this as a fast food
restaurant versus a service, or | guess it's just a service
style, but I just want to get clarification on that?

MR WLLIAMS: |Is that a question for nyself or
the Ofice of Planning?

MEMBER BLAKE: It's a question for you.
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MR WLLIAMS: Ckay. The | oadi ng nanagenent plan
w ll include where the loading will take place, when it wll
t ake pl ace, how often that will occur. Here, it's going to
be primarily, you know, materials for the food that's goi ng
to be prepared on site, and other materials for storage of
food and food contai ners.

As far as the fast food question goes, | think
the, sort of, primary trigger here is that there's not going
to be waiter service. So this is food that's prepared in
sort of a to-go container, if you wll, and then it's taken
by the custoner to eat either, in the store at a table, or
to eat to-go.

| nean, there's been a lot of, sort of,
di scussi ons about fast food establishnents, and, you know,
the breadth of that of that definition, because it does
appear to cover, sort of, uses that are broader than our,
sort of, traditional fast food would be.

But it's been pretty consistently interpreted to
i nclude, what | call, sort of, the Chipotle style, &pizza
style of ordering at the counter, taking it to go. But you
don't have waiter service, you sort of bus your own table,
and that's sort of the trigger.

But 1'Il defer to M. Cochran at the Ofice of
Planning, if | msstated any of that.

MR, COCHRAN: The Applicant has summari zed it very
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wel | .

MEMBER BLAKE: Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Anyone el se have any
gquesti ons?

(No audi bl e response.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Sure, M. John?

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Yes, | have a question for the
O fice of Planning, did you have any coment on the, DDOT's
condition about a |oading plan? | was | ooking through the
regul ations and | don't know if that's a requirenent for us
to approve it. Do you have a conment?

MR. COCHRAN: W don't, because it's sonething
that has to be done prior tothe Cof O | think it provides
i ncentive for the applicant to work out a good | oadi ng pl an,
otherwise they can't open their business. And DDOT is
usual ly very good about working with the applicant on that.

VI CE CHAI R JOHN: | know, but maybe soneone can
help me with the regulation on that? I'"m trying to
understand the regulation as far as --

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

MR.  COCHRAN: I|"'m not famliar with the zoning
regul ations stipulating any particular requirenents for a
| oading plan, there just has to be one. Qobvi ously the
| oadi ng plan would have to restrict deliveries during rush
hours on Wsconsin Avenue, and things |ike that.
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VICE CHAIR JOHN: And that's what |'mlooking for
because if we need to see a l|loading plan before we can
approve it, then | don't think we can approve it today.
That's ny question, and | don't have the regulation in front
of ne. | don't know if the Applicant knows, but where is
that requirenent, is it a DDOT issue or is it a BZA issue?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: As far as |'maware, that is
not a requirenent of the special exception relief.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: That's what | was | ooking for
I n the special exception relief, unless of course --

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL:  Yeah. It's not part of the
conditions or the requirenents.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Ckay. So what are you all
planning to do, in terns of your |oading plan?

MR, WLLIAVS: Well that's sonmething that will be
wor ked out at permtting with DDOT, so | don't know that we
have the fine details on that yet.

But as M. Cochran mentioned, that will be when
we set forth when the |l oading will take place, the hours that
it will take place, the consistency of it, how often that
wi |l be occurring, but I don't know that we have that nail ed
down at this point in tine.

VI CE CHAIR JOHN:  Ckay.

MR, COCHRAN. If | mght?
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VICE CHAIR JOHN: Go ahead.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Go ahead, M. Cochran.

MR, COCHRAN: A |oading plan, in ny experience,
is typically required for, certainly for a PUD, |I' mnot that
famliar wth any BZA case that |'ve dealt wth where the
specifics of the | oading plan have been part of a deci sion.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Thanks for the response.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Al right, let's see,
M. Young, is there anyone here w shing to speak?

MR YOUNG Yes, we have two W t nesses.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, you want to bring them

(No audi bl e response.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: And are their nanes -- can you
give nme their nanes al so, M. Young?

MR. YOUNG Nora Burke and Patrick Burke.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: On, okay. M. Burke, can you

hear nme?

(No audi bl e response.)

M5. BURKE: | can hear you. Pat, unnute.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Oh, Ms. Burke. --

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

MS. BURKE: Yeah, well no, Patrick's on too, |
just, | can't figure out howto start ny canera. Onh, that's
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(Si nmul t aneous speaki ng.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: That's all right, we can hear
you.

M5. BURKE: Ckay.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Could you introduce yourself
for the record?

MS. BURKE: Sure, ny nanme is Nora Burke, ny
husband Patrick and | own the property at 3148 O Street,
which is right across the alley, we're the end unit, so our
entire side of the house, the back of the house, faces the
alley right across fromthis property --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Can you give ne your address
again, I"'msorry?

M5. BURKE: Sure, 3148 O Street.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, great. Okay. Ms. Burke,
you' Il have three mnutes to give your testinony, there's a
clock there on the screen and you can begi n whenever you
li ke.

M5. BURKE: GCkay. So we've owned this place for
30 years, we've been dealing with the construction on this
property for over five years and it's been a nightmare, to
say the | east.

So we were concerned about the tenant coming in
there, and sone specific things are trash, | think | read in
t he applicati on sonet hi ng about the trash woul d not be on t he
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all ey, but we already see two trash cans pl aced there on the
property. But also, you know, if it's not going to be there,
where is going to be, because there's certainly no room on
the front to have it outside in the front of the building.

Howis it going to be contained, | read sonething
about sone brick wall going up, but, you know, I'mjust, I'm
very concerned about the trash, the noise, and, you know,
enpl oyees hangi ng out si de, snoki ng whatever they're going to
be snoki ng.

Because this is aresidential alley and we' ve | ust
been putting up with so nuch fromthis owner for five years
that | have very little faith of anyone follow ng the rules
there, so l'd really |ike sone reassurances of what's going
to be happening with the trash there, and how -- | nean, we
have a bad rat problemon the alley, a very bad rat problem
on the alley, and | don't want food remants to nake it even
worse. We're trying to get it under control

MR, WLLIAMS: And thanks, Nora. Just beyond t hat

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: One second, give ne one second.
So, Ms. Burke, is that the end of your testinony?

M5. BURKE: Sure, yeah, Pat can hop in.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: kay. M. Burke, could you
i ntroduce yourself for the record?

MR, BURKE: Patrick Burke, D.C. resident, retired
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Metropolitan Police officer.
CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Okay. M. Burke, what's your

address again, are you at the sanme address?

MR, BURKE: 3148 O as in ocean, Street,
Nor t hwest .

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, great. Thank you, M.
Bur ke. Again, M. Burke, you'll have three mnutes as a

menber of the public to give your testinony, and you can
begi n whenever you I|ike.

MR, BURKE: Yeah, I'll start just articulatingthe
i ssue with the rat problemthat's existed without even havi ng
a restaurant in that |location, so we're extrenely concerned
about food, the way the garbage is collected, the hours, the
potential for noise inpacting quality of life.

You know, especially, I knowwth these types of
| ocations that, we're concerned about having enployees
loitering in the back at hours that could inpact quality of
life. And once again, wth any activity happening
specifically on the alley.

M5. BURKE: Like the hours of trash pickup at 6: 00
a.m or whatever --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, give ne a -- | apol ogi ze,
M. Burke. You guys have to go one at a tine.

MS. BURKE: Sorry.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: That's all right. So, okay,
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M. Burke, is that all of your testinony?

MR,  BURKE: That is all ny testinony, |'m just
concerned about the quality of life along the alley, any
addi ti onal people that are going to be -- once again, it's
a residential property directly abutting a commercial
property. We're concerned about quality of |ife for the
residents of -- long termresidents of Washington D. C

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Sure. M. Burke and Ms. Burke,
you guys have been there for 30 years?

MR, BURKE: Yes. Novenber will be 30 years.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay, no, |'mjust saying, |
nmean, | know that area there. Al right, okay, does anybody
have any questions for the w tnesses?

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

VICE CHAIR JOHN: One qui ck question.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Sure, Ms. John?

VICE CHAIR JOHN: How wide is that alley?

M5. BURKE: It's, like, eight feet.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: Ckay, thank you

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: kay, M. Bl ake?

MEMBER BLAKE: Yeah, this mght be a better
guestion for someone else, but I"mjust curious to know how
many, are there other restaurants in the direct vicinity of
that that would be contributing to this rat problenf? Just,
are there other ones, and | just probably want to get the
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Applicant to tell nme, what was in that |ocation prior to
this?

M5. BURKE: Well | can tell you -- this is Nora,
If you want ne to answer that. Currently the only other
food-serving thing there woul d be the Conpass Coffee, which
has only been there, you know, maybe at nost, what, four
years or sonething like that, the rat problem s been going
on a | ot |onger than that.

And then, but | do know that there is another
application, | believe, either in or in process for the
property directly to the south of this property that is
pl anning to, you know, apply, or | don't know if they've
al ready been through it.

MEMBER BLAKE: And to the Applicant, can you tell
me what was in the property before?

MR, WLLI AVE: Vell the property is being
renovated --

( Si nul t aneous speaki ng.)

MR, COCHRAN: Retail clothing.

MR. WLLIAMS: Yeah. There was a nen's clothing
store, but the property's been changed and is under
renovation, so it's sort of a new space, if you wll.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Ms. Burke or M. Burke,
did you guys go to your ANC neeting?

MR. BURKE: No, | wasn't able to make the ANC
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nmeeting, but expressed nmy concerns to our ANC comm ssi oner.
CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Got it. And then, so you've
seen the conditions that they have -- well, not conditions,

the itens that they, that the neighbor had agreed to in the

ANC report?

M5. BURKE: | had --

(Si nmul t aneous speaki ng.)

MR BURKE: |'msorry. Your audio's breaking up
on me, | wasn't able to hear that.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Sure. Have you seen the itens
that the Applicant has agreed to, which are within the ANC

report?

MR. BURKE: | have not.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Okay. Because they speak to
some of your trash concerns in that ANC report, just to |et
you know, and that's in Exhibit -- trying to find it --

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER:  Ei ght een.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL:  Thank you. Exhibit 18. It
m ght be handy if you guys take a | ook at Exhibit 18 and t hen
see sonme of the coments concerning the trash, but we'll talk
about that a little bit now as well.

kay, does anybody have any questions, again, for
the wi tnesses?

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER:  Just to thank Chi ef
Burke for his service to the D strict of Colunbia
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Metropolitan Police Departnent, all those 26 vyears or
sonething like that, | think, and then the U S. Mirshall's
service. W appreciate your service.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, Comm ssioner M1l er.
Ckay. Al right, let ne just go ahead and, if | could, keep
you guys there for a mnute, but if you want to -- | don't
know i f you can just stay on hold there for M. Young.

Right, so, M. WIllians, | know there's itens
concerning the trash, right? Concerning the alley there,
mean, has your Applicant thought of any things that they
m ght put in place, interns of enployees with regards to the
alley and how they mght snoke in the alley or treat the
al l ey?

MR, WLLIAMS: W haven't really addressed that
because we don't have any plans to use that alley, it's
real ly not neant for the commercial space here, it's for the
residents. And we negotiated with our SVMD Ri ck Murphy about
this trash question, and we agreed not to have any trash
collectioninthat alley -- collection or receptacles there.

So there's not going to be any food or trash back
there at any tinme, as part of the condition. And | don't
know any reason why anyone would use the alley, it's really
not, there's no use for it for the store, for the restaurant.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: | understand, | was just
wonderi ng whet her your client had thought about, Iike, you
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know -- and the answer could be no -- but had t hought about,
you know, enployees snoking or anything like that in the
all ey.

MR WLLIAMS: W haven't discussed it. | don't
anticipate why that would be an issue, but we haven't
di scussed that specifically.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Al right, okay, |I'm

goi ng to go ahead and excuse the w tnesses, thank you. M.

Young - -

(Si mul t aneous speaki ng.)

M5. BURKE: Thanks.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you. Okay, | guess, M.
Wlliams, now I'm just trying to figure out this snoking

thinginthe alley, right? Like, is there, you know, | nean,
| see that you worked with the ANC about trash.

The alley, | nean, | know where we are with where
that alley is and all of the different retail establishnents
that are there on Wsconsin Avenue. s your -- your

Applicant's not here, right?

MR, WLLI AMS: He should actually be here.
Though, | nean, | can speak on his behalf. If we want to put
a condition about no snmoking in the alley, | don't think
that's going to be an issue.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: kay. | don't necessarily
think it's a condition that the Board would put in place,
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unless ny fellow board nenbers think that's sonething that
woul d be necessarily wthin our purview.

However, | think that it's sonething that could
be addressed in the record, and al so in the order, concerning
no snoking in the alley. And you, M. WIllians, think that
your Applicant would not have an issue with this?

MR, WLLIAMS: |'m sure about that.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Okay. All right, then that's
sonething that we can reference in the order

All right, does anybody el se have any questions
for the Applicant?

(No audi bl e response.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Al right. Okay, I'mgoing to
go ahead and cl ose the hearing and the record. Thank you,
M. WIIians.

MR, WLLIAVS: Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Al right, vyeah, |
didn't actually have a whole lot of issues with the
application. | nmean, there was, | believe that they're
neeting the criteria for us to grant the relief requested.

So where there's
ot her apartnent buildings, rather than a single-famly hone
areas, as many of these are.

Next slide, please. DDOTI has not objected. The
Ofice of Planning Report has requested sone additional
I nformation, and | apologize to Ms. Vitale and -- and the
Board for sone of these late filings, shoring up the
application, but | think we're in pretty good shape, now.

W' ve made sone changes, naking a nore conveni ent
access to the trash and changed materials in the front, in
response to a comment fromthe O fice of Pl anning and got the
| andscapi ng and gradi ng plans in.

The ANC 8B did vote to support the application,
as you heard. There is a letter fromM. Trent and the SNB,
in that regard. And the next slide, please. And I'Il turn
it over to M. MO ennan.

Rob, if you could go through, briefly, go through
this. | don't think you need to go through the floor plans,
but just do some context and -- and the el evations, would be
great. Thank you.

MR, MCCLENNAN. Great. Good afternoon. Thank you
for taking the time today to | ook at this project. The site,
as Marty nentioned, is an -- is an enpty lot, currently. It
isin an area that is predom nantly apartnment buil di ngs that
are typically two to three stories.

Next sli de. This just shows you sone of the
context, again, the three-story, or two-story apartnent
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bui | di ngs, nost of which, date back to, | think, probably the
'50s and '60s. Next slide.

This just shows the front of our building. A
coupl e of changes that have occurred, because of coments
fromOP, are the panels at the front, which are the sort of
mar oon col or el enents were originally going to be a phenolic
panel .

We have switched that to a brick material. The
grey color, which is where the wi ndows are, would be a netal
panel, and the white area would be, either, stucco or
exterior installation finish system

Next slide. Marty went through the zoning, but
we are -- we are by right project. Next slide. Just shows
the site area in context. W're, you know, in the m ddl e of
an RA-1 Zone.

Next slide. Anot her context, showing the
surrounding area. As Marty indicated, really, it's very --
| -- I don't think there's any single-famly hones, wthin
that initial block or two.

Next slide. This close-up view of the lot. You

can see it has an alley to, both, the east and to the rear.

Next sli de. More context, we can cone back to these, if
needed.

Next sli de. More cont ext. Again, we can cone
back to these. Next slide. Next sli de. Now just sone
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I mges of the finish systemwe are proposing. W did switch
to brick.

Next slide. | -- several plans, | won't spend a
|l ot of time wwth this, but it's two units per floor and these
are two-bedroom two-bath units. Al of the units are two-
bedroom t wo bat hs.

This is the seller plan, so these -- these units

are slightly belowgrade, wth area ways to get light and air

into the units. Next slide. This does contain the bike
st or age. We have room for three bikes. It is one |evel
down, so it is up -- basically eight feet down fromfinished
gr ade.

This shows the ground |evel, you can see the --
the unit to the right. It will be our IZ unit, so there's
a ground floor wunit. This will also be our Fair Housing
unit, because it's on an accessible path.

Keep goi ng. Next slide. Upper |evel, second and
third floor. Next slide. Roof plan. W are proposing a
rood deck that is accessed by a small stair that projects up.
This neets all of the required penthouse setbacks.

And then the -- the western roof, the upper roof,
woul d be for the nechani cal equipnment. Next slide. The site
plan. This shows we've revised the trash |ocation, per a
comrent of OP, the Ofice of Planning. So the trash nowis
| ocated in the upper-left corner of the site.
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That woul d be within the fenced area, at the rear.
So residents would cone out the front door, take a right, go
down a path, go through a gate to take you to the backyard,
down anot her pathway and then the trash bins and recycling
bi ns woul d be there and woul d be accessed through the alley
by a trash service -- service, excuse ne.

Next sli de. Front el evation show ng, you know,
conpliance with height and type yard setbacks. Next slide.
Side elevation fromthe alley. Next slide. Rear elevation.
Next slide. And, finally, I'm sorry, this is the alley
el evati on, excuse ne. This is alley elevation, again,
showi ng the conpliance with the height.

W did do the split-level of this building to
respond to grade, by the way. So | think that's -- that's
something that | think this building does very well, is
there's a |l ot of topography across the site.

So by doing the split-level, we think, first of
all, added sone excitenent to the architecture, but also
allowed the building to just sort of sit better within the
sloping site that we -- we were given.

Next slide. Building sections. Again, this kind
of shows the split-level strategy we're -- we're creating
here. Next slide. One nore section and | think the final
slide is com ng up.

Next one. And these are just sonme exterior
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el evations and renderings. This shows the building fromthe
front. Next sli de. Comng -- looking west on the -- on
Gainesville.

As noted by the
Applicant, they provided a | andscape and gradi ng pl an.

They have responded to t he corment about material s
and have incorporated brick detailing in the front facade
that -- that better responds to the surroundi ng nei ghborhood
character.

They have rel ocated the trash encl osure, so that
residents won't have to traverse up, you know, across the
parking ot and into the alley to dispose of trash. | think
the one itemthat had -- that Applicant responded to, but you
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know, we would still encourage themto see if there is --
t here's anot her sol ution.

The bike room is still i1in the basenent, so
resi dents woul d have to, you know, trek -- trek upstairs with
their bikes to -- to get out the front door of the buildings,
since there's just the one -- one entry and exit for the
bui | di ng.

But, otherw se, the -- the Applicant has responded
to all of OPs comments. W believe they neet the criteria
for therelief. W would recomend approval of the requested
relief and we're happy to file a supplenental in the record
if -- if the Board requests that, just -- just to have that
on the record that we can now support the relief.

conditions, the property that we're tal king about today is
the property that you can see on theright. It'sthe -- it's
a three-row hone, traditional row hone structures. They
actually function, as a single building, at this point and
they are -- house the H llsdale Colleges Washington, D.C
Program and have done so for the better part of the | ast ten
years or so.

Next slide, please. The proposed addition that
we're seeking relief for today, is an addition on the
existing fourth story of this building. The fourth story
only goes about hal fway back to the rear of the buil ding and
the -- the addition that we're posing would be 949 square
feet.

You can see shaded, here, in yellow sort of an
overhead view of the addition and the square footage that
t hat woul d occupy on the existing roof. So it would occupy
about half of the remaining roof that -- that -- that's
there, once you get past the -- to the rear of the existing

fourth story.

The proposal is to -- is to house a -- a -- an
extended library for the college, and we'll talk alittle bit
about the inportance of that, as well. Next sli de. Thi s

application we're seeking variance relief.
In order to build this 949-square-foot addition,
the Col |l ege needs area variance relief, for FAR and hei ght.
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W are in the MJ26 Zone, where FAR is Iimted to 2.5 for
non-residential uses and height is |limted to 40 feet, or 3
stories.

Gven this is a fourth-story rear addition,
existing fourth-story addition, we need relief fromboth, FAR
and height. The FAR would be increased from2.45, which is
what's existing now, to 2.62.

Next slide, please. Under the area variance
standards that, |'msure, the Menbers of the Board are very
famliar with, we essentially have three prinmary standards
that we have to neet, in order for relief to be granted.

First, is the extraordi nary exceptional situation
or condition test, and that nust be based -- nmay be based on
what we call a confluence of factors, as the -- the courts
have tol d us.

That can include such things as historic property
concerns, architectural structural chall enges, grade changes,
subdi vi sion history. W've seen those factors, in support
of -- of variances in the past.

The second mjor factor is peculiar and
exceptional practical difficulties tothe owner property and,
finally, the belief nust not present any substantial
detrinment to the public good or substantially inpair the
i ntent, purpose, integrity of the zone plan.

Next sli de. Starting with the first standard,
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extraordi nary, exceptional situation or conditions. W have,
what | was saying, is a confluence of factors here that we
bel i eve supports the test, for an area vari ance.

The nunber one factor is that is an historic
district, thisis an historic building. It's a contributing
hi storic building. These are three row hones that were
originally built inthe late 18 -- 19 -- 1800s, and they were
converted into an office in the 1970s, well before the
col |l ege owned the property.

Because they were built as row hones, the original

structural and dem sing walls are still intact in nmuch of the
interior of the building. They still structurally function
i n many ways, |ike row homes. Three existing row honmes, even

t hough the interior |ayout has obviously been changed over
time to accommopdate a non-residential use.

Anot her maj or i ssue is the grade change, and we' ||
tal k about that. There is significant grade change, not only
fromthe rear to the front of the property, but also going
fromeast to west, of several feet.

And what this causes i s that, nost of the basenent
| evel accounts towards FAR, whereas, typically with a row
home property in the District that's sort of basenent |evel
is partially under grade, to the extent that it does not
count towards the FAR So our FAR is infl ated here, because
of the grade issues on the site.
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Finally, there's a very wide view shed in front
of this building. If you're famliar with this area, it's
essentially the intersection of three streets al ong Mass Ave
and Third Street, and you can see these buildings frompretty
far away.

Wiy does that matter? It restricts our ability
to make any additions, as far as penthouses go, and that was
the original relief we sought in this application. There's
alnost -- there's basically no way.

W' ve tested every single option. There's no way
to build a penthouse on this building that's out of view out
of sight, and because of that, we could not get Historic
Preservation Staff to support.

So a penthouse is available for the Zoning
Regul ati ons, but the Coll ege cannot build it, because of the
historic -- not -- not because of the Hi storic District
Regul ati ons, only, but because of that very, very w de view
shed. There's just no way to build that, without it -- sone
portion of it being seen.

Next slide, please. This just shows the original
three residential rowhone | ots and you can see t hemsket ched
out there, on a map from the early 1900s. And that just
illustrates how these buildings were originally built and
originally the layout of these three subdivided properties.

(O f the record comments.)
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MR WLLIAVMS: It's now one property that's been
consol idated. Next slide, please. These are interesting.
This is actually the -- the internal |ayouts that show the
I nternal dem sing walls of those original structures and how
they still remain in place.

The structure of this building is still in many
ways dependent on those original party-dem sing walls that
you would see in a residential row hone. And this slide,
this is the basenment illustration, here.

Next slide, please. This is the second | evel, so
you -- they continue, those walls continue up. Now they've
been renoved in certain areas, but they can't be conpletely
renoved, because they still provide the core structure of the
bui | di ng.

Next slide, please. This is the third |evel.
Again, you still see those walls and -- that are -- that are
present. And then, finally, onthe fourth | evel, next slide.
On the fourth level, the walls are alnost entirely intact.

Now, why do | nention that, because that is a
pecul iar and exceptional condition of this property that
restricts the ability of the College to and the flexibility
of the College to convert that space to coll ege uses.

And it just provides limtations that would
ot herwi se not be the case for a typical university or office
buil di ng that you would have in the District. Next slide,
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pl ease.

The grade change | nentioned, here, you can see
It illustrated. At the back of the property the basenent is
al nost entirely below grade. At the front of the property

It is entirely above grade. So there's significant grade
change fromrear to the front of the property, here.

Qur understanding is that -- that Mssachusetts
Ave was re-graded at sone point in tine and, you know, we do
have a historic consultant onboard for that, but you know
that's sonething that we haven't been able to nail down, yet.

But, this is the existing condition of the
property, and so only a very small portion of that can be
excluded fromFAR, even though it's a basenent, with sone | ow
ceiling heights, | think between seven feet -- seven inches
and seven feet nine inches.

It functions as a basenent, just as any other row
home, traditional rowhone fromthis era would, but it counts
towards FAR, because so nuch of it is above grade. Next
slide, please.

This is looking fromthe rear, so the grade not
only changes fromthe rear to the front of the site, it also
changes fromthe west to east of the site. You can see it
actual ly drops down.

Now, to give you an idea of how much this grade
is changing, be it, the property adjacent to the east is
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al nost two-and-a-quarter feet above the property, here, at
Kirby Center.

So there's a significant grade change that's
effecting how FAR is calculated here that you wouldn't
typically see for these types of structures in the District.
Next slide, please. | tal ked about that w de view shed
angl e, here are sone exanpl es of howfar -- fromhow far away
you can see these buil dings.

Now, if you get -- if you look closely in these
phot os, we have superinposed the penthouses that we were

trying to build on top of the Kirby Center. You can see them

back there, shaded, at the roof |line, and as you can see,
even that far away fromthe building you could -- you could
see them

Because of the wi de angle, there was just no way
to build a penthouse that could get past the -- the --
really, the critical historic preservation issue, which is
we just don't want to be able to see these additions in the
Hi storic District.

So that really limted the ability of the Coll ege
to nmake an expansion and to expand in place and -- and add
this library that they need. Next slide, please. Here are
sonme additional views of the property.

And -- and again you can see, just behind those
turrets you can see -- well, they're not turrets, but just
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behind the -- the roof l|ine you can see that shaded
pent house. Mass Ave is wi de, but just beyond Mass Ave, and
D, Street's an even w der vi ew shed.

There was just no way. We tried every pernutation
we could to build a penthouse on the roof, which otherw se
woul d be permtted under zoning, we just couldn't do it to

get it through the H storic Regul ations review.

Next slide, please. So I'm noving on to the
practical difficulties test. Hillsdale Collegeis -- is --
IS -- wants to expand in place. | nean, this is their canpus

in D.C, and they feel strongly about this area and t hey want
to continue to use this space and the adjacent buildings to
expand their canpus.

The library is critical. There are currently
about 2,000, 2,500 volunes that they're in storage. They're
just sitting in storage, they can't display them because
they don't have library space.

The expansion here woul d all ow 105 |i near feet of
book shelving and that would allow the College to rotate
1,000 or nore books for display and for use of the -- the
students of the coll ege.

|"ve already nentioned that the College can't
expand in any other way on this building. Now that's
actually al so the case for the adjacent building that is even
further below FAR It's -- it's a nuch |ower building, but
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the same issue is there.

There's no way to do an -- any type of expansi on,
because of the Historic District and those very w de view
angel s, view shed angl es. This is the only way for the
Coll ege to expand in place, if you wll, is to have this --
this variance relief.

Next slide, please. Finally, we don't even beli ef
t here woul d be any substantial detrinment to public good or --
or that this would inpair the intent, purpose, integrity of
the zone pl an.

First of all, all listed university uses are
allowed uses, in the MJ26 Zone. MJ- 26 Zone actually
encour ages re-adapti ve reuse of comrerci al buil di ngs and even
nmentions that that's the case, even for buildings that are
ot herwi se over FAR That's actually out of the zoning
regul ati ons.

W know that Mass Ave location is primarily
comrercial district, even though these buildings are
residential, originally, nost of the buildings, or many of
the buildings are now commercial, along this portion of
Massachusetts Ave, NE.

The proposed vision is entirely out of view, as
well. Unlike the penthouses, we can conpletely shield this
addition, so it will not be seen fromthat very w de view
shed angl e.
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We've also got support in the record from the
adj acent condo buil ding, not only fromthe residential board,
but the commercial board, the condo building just adjacent
to the west has commercial wuses at ground floor and
resi denti al condo uses on the floors above. The
representatives of the -- of both boards have submtted
letters in the record supporting the relief here.

Next slide, please. W also had ANC-6C support.
Now this -- this was inportant to us, because we've been
working wth ANC-6C and their Planning Zone Commttee, for
nonths, on this application. W originally proposed the
pent houses, we weren't able to get their support for that.

We wor ked closely with themto try to come up with
a plan that they could support. Utinmately, they were able
to cone and support this application unani nously and we were
proud of that effort and building that consensus and that
letter is in the record, as well. | believe, it was
subm tted yesterday.

Finally, the Ofice of Planning also worked very
closely and coll aborated with us. W needed to nmake sure
that we could neet that variance test and we worked cl osely
with the Ofice of Planning to ensure that we could -- we
could do that, and we're proud to have their support, as
wel | .

And that concludes ny application today -- ny
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presentation today. Thank you.

(Pause.)

MR WLLI AMS: Chairman H I, | wll say, | do
have the representative fromthe Col |l ege here that can speak
tothe -- the reason why the -- the -- the College is asking
for this relief.

Now, | know that you nentioned you -- you wanted
to maybe expedite through, but Dr. Spaulding is here, to

speak for a mnute --

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Sure --

MR WLLIAVMS: -- if you want --

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: -- go ahead, M. WIIians.
G ve ne a second. | appreciate that, M. WIIlians. M.
Young, could you drop down the -- the -- the deck, please?
Did you say it's Dr. Spaul di ng?

MR, WLLIAVS: Matt -- Matthew Spaul di ng.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Dr. Spaul di ng, can you hear ne?

DR. SPALDING | can hear you, can you hear ne?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Yes. Coul d you introduce
yourself for the record, please?

MR SULLIVAN: Sure. | don't knowif -- | don't
think my canmera is working, is that -- is that okay?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: That's fine. Wuld you |ike
just to go ahead and give your brief testinony?

DR SPALDI NG Sur e. Sure. And | do want to
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t hank you for your tine in allowng ne to nake a very bri ef
conment . "' m Matthew Spaul di ng. |'"'m Vice President of
H || sdal e Coll ege, which is a coll ege based in M chi gan, but
| ambased here in Washington, D.C. |'mal so the Dean of our
G aduat e School .

W' ve sent undergraduates here, since | think the

1970s, like nost colleges, we're licensed here. And a few
years ago we -- we founded a graduate school, currently, at
about 45 students, probably wll grow to about 85 students.

Part of the graduate school and for our
under graduat e use, which is about 25 students a senester, we
have a lending library, to support the -- the senester use
for the undergraduates, but for the graduate students for a
master's degree.

And so the -- the need for additional Ilibrary
space, if you were to visit our building, which you're
wel cone to at any tine, then you'll see that we have library
space pretty nuch throughout our building, wherever we can.

But, we are conpletely out of -- out of space by
several thousand vol unes, and having that addition is really
crucial to continue our operations, and especially grow ng
our graduate school, which should, if we continue on plan,
will double in the next few years.

And we very nuch |i ke where we're at. W | ove the
District and our location and our building, which we're
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preserving and | ook forward to staying there. And, again,
t hank you for your tinme and -- and consideration of this --
this variance, to allow us to conti nue our work.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, Dr. Spaulding. All
right. Does the Board have any questions of anybody, before
| turn to the Ofice of Planning? Comm ssioner MIler?

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER:  No questions, just
to thank Dr. Spaulding for Hllsdale's presence in the
District of Col unbia and your continued desire to be here and
expand.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, Conm ssioner M1l er.
l"mgoing to turn to the Ofice of Planning.

(O f the record comments.)

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: M. Jesick, | can't hear you.

MR, JESI CK: How about now, can you hear nme now?

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Yes. You're alittle | ow but

| think we can hear you. W'IIl just listen quietly.
MR JESICK: Okay. Sorry about that, I'll start
over -- start over. Thank you, Menbers of the Board. M

nanme i s Matt Jesick. The Ofice of Planning is happy to rest
on the record, in support of the application.

| ' m happy to go through as nuch analysis, as the
Board would -- but our conclusions were very simlar to the
Applicant's conclusions, in that they didn't neet the
variance test, so we could support the requested FAR and
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hei ght vari ances.

(Audi o interference.)

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Okay. Thank you, M. Jesi ck.
| -- 1 -- 1 heard you say you'll rest on the record and then,
also, if we have sone questions. Let's see, does the Board
have any questions for the Ofice of Planning?

Al right. M. Young, do we have anybody here
w shing to speak?

Ckay. M. WIlianms, do you have anything |ike
that, at the end?

MR WLLIAMS: | do not.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Okay. | -- I'mgoing to close

the hearing and the record. Thank you, M. WIIians.

MR, WLLIAVS: Thank you.

(Audi o interference.)

CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: Wul d soneone else like to
talk, this being our |ast case today, before | begin the
del i berati ons?

VICE CHAIR JOHN. Ckay. So I -- | wll start.
Just --

CHAl RPERSON HI LL: Ckay.

VICE CHAIR JOHN: -- throw a few thoughts out
there. |1 was concerned about, whether or not the Applicant
nmet the criteria for the exceptional condition. But, in
| ooking at the application and |istening to the presentation
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again, and since this is an area variance, | think that the
nost persuasive argunment to ne is that, the Applicant
consi dered other options, like putting the extra space on the
roof, but because of the wide viewshed it wasn't possible
to -- to locate the space in the -- in the penthouse.

And t he ot her i ssue was that, the t hree t ownhouses
still maintain a lot of the -- a lot of the party walls,
whi ch woul d make it difficult to nove things around, as they
woul d |1 ke.

So because | think that that critical el enment was
satisfied, | didn't have any difficulty accepting the
argunents concerning substantial inpairnent to the intent,
purpose and integrity of the Zoning Regulations, or a
substantial detrinent to the public good.

So | think that the Ofice of Planning did a good
anal ysis and | ' mprepared to support the application, for the
reasons | suggested. | don't think that, just because it's
a historic building, | don't think that that's dispositive.

And | didn't think that the argunent about the
basenment counting towards the FAR, F-A-R, | don't think that
was persuasive to nme, either, because that's pretty true of
any, you know, townhouse in the city that has a basenent,
instead of a cellar. So | wasn't able to -- | -- | didn't
agree with that argunent, but |I'm in support of the
application. That's it, M. Chairman.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, Vice Chair John.

M. Smth?

MEMBER SM TH:  You know, | -- | largely believe
I n what -- what Ms. John wads saying, you know, originally
when | first read this case, | was concerned that | may not
be able to -- well, | won't say that | won't be able to.

Initially, before hearing the presentation, | --
| was struggling with sone of the argunents that OP was
maki ng that Ms. John hit the nail on the head. | do think
that the -- the basenent argunent was persuasive.

It's a usabl e basenent, it's just, you know, | ower

ceiling heights. That doesn't nean that the space isn't
usable, even if -- nmaking it usable for a library is just
probably would be as efficient, as the -- as the Applicant

would want for a library, but it's a useabl e space.

And, as Ms. John stated -- and this is a coment
that | -- | disagree with this argunent that it's unconmon
to have that type of space in the District. It's very conmopn

to have basenents in the District, as opposed to cellars, so
| didn't find that argunent persuasive.

But | did agree with the argunent that was
presented by the Applicant, during the presentation, about
the different types of -- the size that they attenpted to
pursue in constructing a penthouse that the Historic
Preservati on supports.
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So we were up against that and, also this issue
of the | oad-bearing walls. So | found that those argunents
nore persuasive than anything else that | read in the OP
Staff report.

But -- but, | will say that this Staff Report was
a thorough staff report and | agree with sone points and
didn't agree with sonme, but | do agree fromthat standpoint
that they nmet the first prong, and | do agree with OP's
analysis that they net the |ast variance, no substanti al
detrinment to the public good.

This would be a fairly nodest addition of -- of
the fourth story of the building, out of viewfromthe public
view shed, and | do believe it would be a substanti al
i npai rmrent to the zone plan.

Because again that this is a fairly nornal

addition not bringing that the bulk and mass that is being

added, it's fairly conparable -- or -- or it's not any | arger
than that -- than that stair overrun that currently is to the
rear of the building anyway, so it'll -- it still -- itself.

Wth that, | do support the variance. | do

believe that they've net the test for us to be able to grant
the variance and |I'I| support it.

CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you, M. Smth. M.
Bl ake? |'msorry, Commissioner -- who did | mss? Now |'m
all messed up. M. Blake, we'll go with you next.
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MEMBER BLAKE: Sure. |'"'m going to support the
application. | think that, when goi ng t hrough vari ance test,
what | focused on was the -- the fact that it -- it -- it
wasn't a very -- at -- at first glance, it really isn't a
very conpelling case.

However, when you look at the confluence of
factors argunent, which if you know, they're individually
not, you know, uniquely great things, but they do in
conbi nati on add up to sonethi ng.

| think, in this case, the historical use, the
wi de-angle frontage matters. | think that the grade changes
do contribute to the less-functionality of the basenent
| evel .

At sone | evel you coul d just argue, you coul d just
di g out the basenent and nake the ceilings higher and build
the library there, but this is a standard of practical
difficulty and I think, as M. Smth pointed out, it's nuch

easier to do what they're trying to do than that solution to

t he problem It's not an -- an all -- either or, this is
just an -- it's a -- the standard's not that -- not that
great.

| think, froma practical difficulty standpoint,
| do think that the Ofice of Planning nailed it in its
anal ysis of the issues, regarding practical difficulty, you
know, |ibrary expansionis -- is -- is not possible in other
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-- practical in other areas. Load-bearing walls nmatter. And
| think that the, you know, the penthouse attenpt was valid,
whi ch was, you know, not all owed.

And | think that the proposed addition will help
to -- the College to achieve its m ssion, which we know t hat
case | aw supports the, you know, things |ike that and to give
themsone -- sone advantage for not-for-profit organi zati ons.

So | think to continue to function and -- and
evolve their mssion. So | think that, all of those things
together, there's no substantial detrinent to the Zoning
Regul ati ons and that you have support from the nei ghboring
town -- condo building and so forth.

Again, | credit the Ofice of Planning and offer
the variance with the analysis they did on that and | give
great weight to the report, and al so acknowl edge the ANC s

support and the letter of support fromthe adjacent buil ding

owners. | wll support this.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank vyou, M. Bl ake.
Conmi ssi oner M ler.

ZONI NG COW SSI ONER M LLER: Chairman, | concur
with ny colleagues and | support this application.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Thank you. | also concur with
ny coll eagues and support this application. "Il make a
notion to approve Applicati on Nunber 20567, as capti oned read
by the Secretary and ask for a second, Ms. John?
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VI CE CHAIR JOHN:  Second.

| believe that nominations would be of --
appropriate and I would be happy to nake a nom nation. |Is
there anything you need to do, M. My, prior to this?

MR MOY: Nothing prior to this, other than

nom nati ons being made, but if -- if you have not already
consulted with Ms. Nagel hout, | would suggest you do that.
CHAlI RPERSON HI LL: | -- | believe that | can
consult with Ms. Nagel hout. There was a concern and, | don't
know, Ms. Nagel hout, if you' re aware of this, but | guess,
there was a concern about sonme of -- or there's a Board

Menber who is currently in a hol dover.

And | believe that, because sone research was done
that because of the public health energency, it was
suspendi ng counti ng days of hol dovers, so we could actually
nove forward with nom nations. M. Nagel hout, do you have
any concerns or thoughts?

M5. NAGELHOUT: That this is not a zoning issue,
and so |'' mkind of | earning about this onthe fly, but the --
t he hol dover period makes an exception for days during the
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public health energency, so |l think the -- even though a term
has ended, the hol dover period would not start to count until
after the end of the public health energency, which |
under stand ended in m d- February.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Okay. So it appears as though
t hat we coul d nove forward?

M5. NAGELHOUT:  Yes.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Ckay. Al right. Then |'m
goi ng to go ahead and nove forward and nake sone nom nati ons
and | would |ike to make a nom nation for Ms. Lorna John to
continue her role as Vice Chair here at the BZA, and it is
much appreciated in all that she does. And | would ask for
a second fromM. Blake, if |I coul d?

So we have now nom nated and seconded the notion
for Ms. Lorna John to continue in her role as the Vice Chair
of the Board of Zoning and Adjustnments for the District of
Col unbia. And, M. My, | believe, do we take a roll cal
vot e?

MR. MOY: W have done that in the past. | think
we can continue with that if you wish, M. Chairnan.

CHAI RPERSON HI LL: Yes, please do so, M. My.
